REMOVING METAL BUOYS.

Lighthouse Service Sté;;xler Maple at
Work on Chesapeake Bay.

In preparation for the coming of tie
time when drifts up and down
Chesapeake ‘with the tides, the
lighthouse service steamer Maple, Capt.
Miles, has gone jo the upper part of
the bay. The Maple will tak: up all
gas, can, bell, nun and other metal
buoys that are likely to bhe damaged
by drifting ice and will repiace them
witn wooden spar buoys, which are
not greatly damaged by the ice ana
which are not easily moved from their
positions by the drifting tioes,

The Maple will first take up the can
and gas buoys in the vicinity of
Pooles Island, and will from there go
to the mouth of the Susquehanua river,
in which ice an ineh or more in thick-
ness 18 reported to have made in the
cold snap of about a week ago. Later,
If the indications are for ice-maKine,
the buoy boats will visit the Potomac

GLACIER COSTS CANADA
ONLY ALASKAN HARBOR

Movement of Great Body of Ice Ex-
plained by Prof. Laurence
Martin.

Prof. Lawrence Martin of Wisconsin
University, who has just completed a sur-
vey of the glaciers of Glacier bay, Alas-
ka, for the National Geographic Society,
arrived in Washington today. He re-
ported that Canada’s only harbor on the
Alaskan coast, created in the summer of
1912 by a stupendous recession of Grand
Pacific glacier, has been closed owing to
an *“about-face” movement on the part
of the glacier, amounting to more than
4,000 feet in the last ten months.

“In the spirit of the Alaskan boundary
treaty, Canada should have had no har-

bor whatever in this region,” explains
Prof. Martin. ‘The international bound-
jary crosses the valley occupied by

| Grand Pacific glacier about twelve miles
northwest of the ice front of 1%04. Here
a portion of the boundary line was placed
less than thirty-five statue miles from the
supposed head of the bay.

Canadians Exult.

“It is certain that this portion of the
boundary was not located In the expec-
tation of such a great retreat of Grand
Pacific glacier as has since taken place.
August 1, 1912, the glacier had receded
so far that its termlinus was in British
Columbia rather than in Alaska, and
Canada acquired a new harbor. The new
seaport was in a snowy desert land and
was reached only by traversing Ameri-
can waters, but that made no difference
to the Canadians. . When I was up north
in the summer of M2 (he (anadian
papers were full of glowing and exulting
aceounts of the new harbor. It
impossible for anv one to use il as a
harbor at the time, but that did not pre-
vent the Canadians from being happy.

“However, a sudden and rapid advance
of the glacier during the past ten months
lias robbed Canafla of her harbor. The
front of the glacier now is about three-
guarters of a mile across the boundary
line on the Alaskan side.

“The international boundary is now fixed
and, of course, will not be channged
merely because the terminus of a tidal
slacier was accepted as the head of a bay
and the bay wag later enlarged by retro-
gression of its head.

|

| Territory at Stake.

“If the boundary had been adjudicated
soon after Vancouver made his map in

1T, with the Grand Pacitic ice front
sixty miles from its present positlon, Can-
ada would have gained hundreds of
square miles of territory. If the boun-
dary were under treaty in 1912 Alaska
\\'plulu'l have gained hbhundreds of sqyuare
miles.

“The advance or retreat of a glacier is
determined by the amount of s=nowfall
and the amount of melting of the ice. Reo
cession of a glacier is caused by the melt-
ing of the glacter terminus plus the loss
through icebergs which float away. If
snowfall decreases or melting increases
the balance is desiroyed and the end of
the glacier recedes by melting back. 1In-
crease in snowfall and decrease in melt-
ing cause an advancement.”

MORE .RAIL CONCESSIONS
FOR GERMANS IN CHINA

New Roads Nominally Will
Branches of Line Originally
Projected in 18898.

Be

Concessions granted by the Chinese

government to Germans for the con-
struction of two railwavs connecting
the German territory on Shantung

peninsula with the great agricultural
and mining country in the interior are
said here to be an extension of the
original concession made by China in
1598, when the Germans first obtained
a foothold in northeastern China by
the acquisition of Kiao Chau.

The new roads nominally will be
branches of the road originally pro-
jected at that time, but will open up
much practically new territorv of a
most profitable character from a rail-
road point of view.

The new concessions, coming quickly
upon others of vast importance grant-
ed to European interests since the ac-
cession to power of Yuan Shi Kai, have
attracted attention among the officials
here because of their probable effect

upon the ultimate control of the Chi-
nese interior markets, as well as the
vast and undeveloped mining and min-
eral resources of the country.

Other Concessions.

Recently two concessions were
granted to Belgians, each involving
the expenditure of $50,000,000 gold, one
for a railroad running into Kwang-su
province and the second opening the
wayv to virgin territory in the neigh-
borhood of Kalgan, on the border of
Mongolia

Another concession has gone to PPaul-
ing & Co., a British concern, for a rail-
road in the Yangtse valley, and stil
another to a combination British-Chi-
nese syndicate for a road north of the
Yangtse.

WIRELESS MESSAGE TO
EXPLORERS IN ARCTIC

Sponsors of Crocker Land Expedition
Send Christmas Greeting to
Men 1,600 Miles Away.

NEW YORK, December 25.—Through
the arctic regions last night, unless the

aurora borealis interfered, a wireless
message from the sponsors of the
Crocker Land expedition sped to its
leader, Donald B. MacMillan, and his
companions at Etah, Greenland, 1.600
miles away, It was a Christmas mes-
gage from the American Museum of
Natural History, the American Geo-
graphical Society and the University
of 1llinois and was signed by Dr. Ed-

mund O. Hovey of the museum, director
of the expedition. The message read:
“Heartiest greetings and best wishes
from museum, geographical society and

University of Tllinols and from family
and personal friends of yourself and
all yvour party. We are well and are
confident of your success, in spite «f
all difficulties, although no word from
vou has come through yet”

The message was forwarded through
Canadian g@overnment channels. It was
lovked on as a good gamble that it
would reach its source, and though the
wireless outfit of the party is expeetod
to have caught it, it is not powerful
enough to send an answer, which is
tantalizing to those who want 1o
know about the expedition.
