The constant discussion in Japanese
newspapers and magazines of the ques¬
tions of woman's rights and woman suf¬
frage serves as a striking example of the
rapidity with which western thought and
western ideas are being assimilated in
Japan.
Today the supporters of the woman's

rights movement are gleeful over the fact
that two woman millionaires of Tokio
have won the right to vote at municipal
and ward elections. The municipal regu¬
lations grant the right of suffrage to any
subject of the Japanese empire paying a

larger amount of direct city taxes than
that paid by any of the three highest tax
paying male subjects over twenty-five
years of age. The woman suffrage advo¬
cates contended that this clause per
mits women to \ote if their property
qualifications were su..*cient, and the
home ofhee upheld the contention.
An important monthly magazine has

placed a set of questions betore noteu
Japanese women on the future of the ee*
in Japan, propounding such queries as
w h.*t tan be done to improve the condi¬
tion of the Japanese women; requesting

No two opin.ons are expressed, however,

on the advisability or justice of greater
liberty loi womankind in general. The
time has arrived, all writers agree, for
a cuncerted action in behalf ot a digni¬
fied and womanly liberty.
Some women are outspoken and others

are reserved. One writes: "Small, help¬
less things are the Japanese women of
today Before talking of giving them thi
suffrage, they should be given the right
of self-government at home."
Another says: "Let us not forget that

the duty of a woman is to help her hus¬
band In looking after the home and chil¬
dren. The independence of woman in the
noblest sense of the phrase is to be de¬
sired, but at the same time the inherent
spirit of self-sacrifice in woman should
not be destroyed."

Queries for Girls' Schools.
"How soon do girls get married after
9 lduation from school? How many
children have they in five years after
marriage?"
These are some of the questions that

the office of education has put to tht
girls' middle schools throughout the coun¬

try. The answers will form practical
statistics and are expected to be of ffiuch
value to the educational department,
which is contemplating a reform in the
present system of education. This it be¬
lieves to be urgent in view of the feeling
that a degeneration of physique is taking
place among girl students.
The educational office had been interest¬

ed in the question what kind of mothers
the graduates of the girls' middle schools
make and an investigation along this
line was made. Then Baron Takagi, pres¬
ident of the Jikein ^led.cal School, of¬
fered some concrete suggestion to pro
mote the work by sending out series of
quest'ons. He is convinced that the rising
generation shows signs of physical retro¬
gression. and says that the causes of this
tendency must be corrected.
"The young men and women are stead¬

ily running low in weight. ' Baron Takasn
decla es. "and there are indications of
general degeneration. Particularly is this
noticeable among the girls who have pur¬
sued their studies in the middle grade, or
even the higher schools. When they ar«
married they prove unsuitable mothers
physically. They are not in condition to
nurse their own children. So-called ladies
of the upper or aristociatic classes show
a decided deficiency in this regard "

Coming to Help Solve Land Issue.
Enthusiasm and faith in the success of

his mission till the Rev. Kakichi Tsuna-
>hin»a. a Japanese pastor in the Congre¬
gational Church, who has been commis¬
sioned by his church to go to the United
States and endeavor to help solve the
'"alifornia land question. His chief ac¬

tivity will be in making an appeal to
Americans Christians. He expects to
ail for America December 31, on the
steamer Chiyo Maru.

Mr. Tsunashlma reasons that true
v ^hteousness and civilization will in due
< ourse of time be appreciated. He thinks
that the question of Japanese land own-
. -v»tip in California is too big a problem
to be settled in a short time and that it
.toes not admit of a temporary solution
He will try to solve It on the broad basis
of universal love and Christian brother¬
hood.
In fulfilling his mission Mr. Tsunashlma

. xpects to visit churches, pastors' asso-
< atioits and other Christian organiza¬
tions. and to write and preach his
thoughts and ideals as opportunity of¬
fers. He sa>s there may be faults and
shortcomings on the part of the Jap¬
anese. but by his proposed undertaking
he believes he can persuade his country-
meu to a better mode of life.

Army Tests at Maneuvers.
I 'rilling soldiers in the task of how to

light under galling fire was the keynote
of this year's big mllttary maneuvers of
the Japaio-se army at Nagoya, according
to foreign experts who were present.
Every day the purpose of the maneuv-

-rs was to test the moral courage of an
army which found itself exposed to com¬
plete annihilation or. at least, a ruinous
onslaught from the enemy. Detachments
were sent across a fie d where artillery
and quick-firing guns were supposed to
be meroi't ssly decimating their ranks.
Everything possible was done to show

the foreign attaches the plan of the ma¬
neuvers. and, so far as could be observed,
no secrecy was maintained Kver> even¬
ing a Japanese officer gave a lecture to
the military experts, pointing out the
plan and operation of the maneuvers
upon an immense map hung upon the
wall.
The emperor was active throughout the

maneuvers, and it was noticeahle as an¬
other evidence of the growing spirit of
democracy in Japan, that he personallv
shook hands with each military attache.

ored woman, who, in tiyn, was to place
her in the asylum. A Mrs. Price, 443
Loralne avenue, Baltimore, was given in
the advertisement as the person wis ing
the information.
At St. Vincent's Asylum, which is now

at Edgewood, but which in 1*63 was at
10th and G streets northwest, it was said
that nothing was known of the persons
mentioned in the advertisement.

COLD-RESISTING PEACH SEED.

Fourteen Hundred Pounds Received
at Department of Agriculture.

The office of seed and plant introduc¬
tion of the Department of Agriculture
has received fourteen hundred pounds
of hardy peach seed. The shipment is

the second of this stock received at the
department. Some years ago there was

a small orchard of the same variety
started in the Chico, Cal., experimental
garden.
The virtue of the new importation is

that it is cold resisting beyond any¬
thing known heretofore in the peach
line. It stands the hard Chinese
winters, and will live through the worst
weather they have ever had as far
north as northern Iowa. The seedlings
now in the. Chico garden have been
used for budding bearing varieties of
peach and plum and almond. By having
a hardy stock of this sort it is pos¬
sible to weather a winter that would
kill the ordinary peach tree hack to
the ground. In case the bearing bush
wood is killed hack by the frost, about
three years will be saved in starting
the trees again instead of having to
replant the whole orchard.

SOURCE OF CHEAP BEEF.

Prediction That Southern States
Will Furnish Main Supply.

The declaration that "the south for a

long period is to be the country's princi¬
pal source of cheap beef," is made in
a statement submitted to the House com¬

mittee on agriculture by George M.
Kommel, chief of the animal husbandry
division of the Department of Agricul¬
ture.
"No northern farmer or any other

farmer." added Mr Kommel, "can raise
beef at less than 5 cents a pound, but
we have and are doing that in Alabama.
If t\ic- northern feeder is raising beef
right on his farm he must get more
than 5 cents a pound. If he is fattening
it is an open question how much it is
going to cost. Feeding is more or less
speculative. A northern feeder expects
his profit to come not from the added
weight directly, but from the increase in
the value of the original weight of his
cattle.'"

REJECTS PARTY REUNION.

ment, and "was Just as effectually con-
Uoi ed by the Barnes-I'enrose-Root
crowd as was the convention In Chi¬
cago."

GETS MILD BEPBIMAND.

Court-Martial Amends Maj. Haga-
dorn's Charge and Sentences Hiin.
NEW YORK, December 27..Maj

Charles B. Hagadorn. military attache of
the American embassy in St. Petersburg
has been found guilty by court-martial of
disobeying orders and sentenced to a mild
reprimand. Maj. Hagadorn was tried for
..willfully" disobeying the command of
the President of the United States to re¬
main at St Petersburg until further or¬
ders. The court amended the charge to
read "had failed to obe>r," and of this of¬
fense found him guilty."
Maj. Hagadorn was one of the first of¬

ficers appointed to the foreign service by
President Wilson. After a month in St.
Petersburg his health began to fail and
about six weeks ago he cabled for per¬
mission to return to the United States
Permission was granted, but as the offi¬
cer was about to board his train he re¬
ceived another order to stay in St. Pe¬
tersburg and make his application for re¬
lease from embassy, provided he had not
already started. Maj. Hagadorn, who was

greatly worried by his physical condition,
decided that to all intents and purposes he
had started for home, and three weeks
later reported at the ^rar Department in
Washington.

PLANS RADIUM LABORATORY.

Work of National Institute in Col¬
orado to Be Under U. S. Direction.
DENVER, December 27..Through

representatives here of the National
Radium Institute it was learned that
property has been purchased on which
a laboratory will be constructed for re¬

search work under the direction of the
United States bureau of mines. The
National Radium Institute is composed
of leading scientists in the United
States. James A. Douglas of New York,
a mining man, is president of the or¬

ganization. Colorado was selected by
the institute, which is financing the
project, and the bureau of mines be¬
cause of the two large radium-bear¬
ing ore dejK>sits located in the state.

It is said the results of the research
work will be devoted entirely to the
aid of scientists in determining the re¬
medial and curative effects of radium
on human illK-

.

It is said Dr. Howard A. Kelly of
Johns Hopkins University will direct
the experiments of the laboratory in
the use of radium for the cure of can¬
cer.

END FEUD BY DEATH.

Kentuckians ''Shoot It Out' and
Both Are Killed.

LEXINGTON. Ky. December 27..To
end a feud, Solomon Jackson and Tate
Suuders. both of Pineyille. agreed that
the best way to settle their differences
was to meet in a duel with hands clasp¬
ed, a revolver in the free hand, and
"shoot it out." This agreement was ar¬
rived at after tliey were convinced that
the cause of their enmity, a lawsuit,
would not be sett.ed for several months.
When those who had been instructed

to come at the sound of shots reached
the open field where the men were, they
saw them lying together on the ground.
They hurried to the spot and found the
men with their hands still clasped, both
dead.

RADIUM DEPOSIT FOUND.

Precious Metal in Pennsylvania
Trolley Line Cnt.

MAUCII CHUNK, Pa., December 27..
Radium producing deposits, the first in
the eastern part of the country, have
been discovered within a mile of Mauch
Chunk. Cropping out of a cut made by
the Tamaqua trolley line along the east¬
ern base of Mount Pisgah, directly below
Switchback, streaks and blotches of a

yellow substance are to be seen. This
is < arnotite. from which radium is ex¬
tracted.
Government geologists have made tests

of the material. It has been established
that it contains radium. Whether the
property is of commercial value cannot
be determined until further examination
is made.

THEATER CLOSES ITS DOOBS.

Police Stop White Slave Pictures at
New York Playhouse.

NEW YORK, December 27..Taken
from under the protecting wing of a

temporary supreme court injunction, yes¬
terday afternoon the Park Theater
closed its doors and gave no perform¬
ances of the moving picture films called
"The Inside of the White Slave Traffic."
The order which restrained the police

from interfering with the Park Theater
exhibitions was vacated by Justice Gav-
egan when the temporary injunctionissued by Justice Ford, following the
raid on the theater last Saturday came
up for a hearing.

COMMUNITY BACK YARDS.

Residents on a Baltimore Block Will
Take Down Their Fences.

From the Baltimore Sun.
The residents of the West Baltimore

block who propose to establish a com¬
munity park In the rear of their homes
are doing an excellent thina for them¬
selves and setting a fine example to th<
rest of the city. For several years the
Sun and the Evening Sun have been seek¬
ing to stimulate interest In undertaking
of this general nature, and the window
box and bark-garden contests inaugurate
by the latter and earned on each year
under its auspices and encouragement'
have had a marked influence in manv
sections of the city .The gospel of beai ty
and health which they inculcated, we ar"
glad to believe, has had more than a tem¬
porary effect and has aroused a gen¬
eral desire to remove unpleaslng feature
of city environment and to substitute for
them others that would prove both attrac
tive and sanitary.
We are all so much creatures of l^abi'that it takes a long time to abolish ever,

an admitted nuisance, and the city back
yard, fenced in by a sort of Chinese wall
has maintained its place among us in spite
of its ugliness and anachronistic char¬
acter. Jn the early da., s every city house-
had its capacious yard or garden, which
provided a certain privacy as well as
pleasure for its owners. As our cities-
have developed we have tried to main¬
tain'the old theory of a private domain
attached to each residence, with the result
that we have created in most cases a little
box of a place, not large enough for a
good-sized pig-pen, and, very often, from
the uses to which it has been put, not
much cleaner or more attractive.

It would be bad enough if these places
were only ugly, but they are not infre¬
quently so ill kept as to be dangerous to
health, and the semi-privacy which they
provide tempts the careless and the untid
to make them partly conceal many house¬
hold sins. Publicity in back yards would
have the same effect that publicity has in
everything else.it would put everybody
on his or her good behavior, and would
stimulate everybody as a matter of pride
.to make the best possible showing.
The movement to which we have re¬

ferred in the western section of the city
goes further, however, than the mere re¬
moval of the unsightly back and side
fences and the individual beatification of
each particular little plot of ground. This
has been done in several parts of the
town with great advantage to these lo¬
calities from an esthetic and sanitary
point of view. But the members of the
Payson-Monroe Saratoga-Mulberry Im¬
provement Association are proceeding on
very much broader lines. They will pur¬
chase the ground in the rear of their
block and convert it into a private com¬
munity park of about 200 by 15<» feet.
In this way they will secure an open space
of ground of considerable extent common
to all the residents of the block, and
yet set apart for their own exclusive use.

Helping Out With the Crowding.

An observant person who has the mis¬

fortune to live in New York writes to one
of the papers of that city to suggest a
means of relief from the crowding on the
sidewalks. He would not drive- the
crowds away and reduce the population
by a million or so, but he comes out
strong for a rule of the road. "Step for¬
ward and keep to the right" is the rule,
and he believes that signs bearing this
legend might be very helpful.
A proper humility prevents the asser¬

tion of a claim by Chicago to the posses¬
sion of crowds as distressing as those of
New York, but there are certainiy more
than people enough to make the naviga¬
tion of the sidewalks at the noon hour a
feat of great difficulty and discomfort.
The waste of nervous energy from the
bumping, twisting and turning is appal¬
ling. Sweet tempers have become sour
because of this trying ordeal. \ Men ordi¬
narily disinclined to profanity have been
driven by the exigencies of the case to
express themselves in regrettable lan¬
guage In fine, conditions are so trouble¬
some that the afflicted may be disposed
to applaud any relief project, and there
may be a promise of help in the ruie
and the signs.
But a few don'ts should be added.

Don't stop to watch the man who is
feeding the dear delightful doves. Don't
try to educate yourself in th«i tine art
of building by hanging over the tem¬
porary board, fence to make useless notes
on the activities of the excavators below.

CLEARING HOUSE TO TRY
FOR RESERVE BANK HERE

Association Names Committee to
Confer With Secretary Mc-

Adoo on Subject.

The Washington Clearing Heuse Asso- I
' ciation at a special meeting yesterday
afternoon voted to make a determined
effort to obtain for Washington one of
the regional reserve banks provided for
under the new currency law. A com¬
mittee composed of five bank officials
was appointed to call upon the Secretary
of the Treasury and present the cla.ma
of Washington for one of the r« serve
banks. A. G. Clapham was r.amed
chairman of the comm.ttee and the other
iiiem. eis are Meor.e W. White. Wi.ilam
T. Galliher, H. H. McKec and John
Poole.
William J. Flather, chairman of the

Clearing House Association, said today
the committee will lay the request of the
Washington bankers before Secretary
McAdoo as soon as possible. Because of

! the illness of the Secretary, the com¬
m.ttee today was unable to niaki an ap¬
pointment to call on him. \Vh>n he
organ zation committee meets in this city

to c^o j ^takers and DUoinetia
men the i b.i k.-is' comttnttee prob-
bly will appear before it.

Reasons One Should Be Located Here
Reasons why one of the regional re¬

serve banks should be .ocated in ». ash-
ington were advanced at the meeting or
the association. Mr. Flather. who pre¬
sided, sa.d Washington shou.d be con¬

sidered the logical location of one of
the lanks because it is the cap tal o«
the nation. The fact that the federal re¬
serve board will have its headquarters
in Washington was advanced as another
reason for the designation of this < ity
Men^bers of the association expressed
gratification over Secretary .vlcAdoo's an¬
nouncement that the organitation com¬
mittee would give no wei.^nt to political
considerations in the location of the re¬
gional banks.
The association voted to recommend to

all the banks affiliated with it that they
make app.ication for membership in the
new federal banking system.

AERO ACCIDENTS DECREASE.

Mortality List Diminished, Accord¬
ing to Foreign Statistics.

NE\y YORK, December 27..The mor¬

tality due to aeroplane accidents is de
creasing, according to the foreign statis
tics forwarded here from Paris.
In 1908 five aviators flew 1,400 kilome¬

ters and one was killed: in 190!» fifty-
aviators accomplished flights of a total
distance of 410,00 < kilometers and thre
aviators were killed in 191<>, 500 aviator-
made flights: the total distance covered
was 960,000 kilometers and the number of
deaths was twenty-nine in 1911, 1,500
aviators made flights totaling 8,700,000
kilometers and seventy-eight aviators
were killed; in 1912 S.fcOo aviators flew

'
over a total distance of 20,0-J0,0H» kilo¬
meters and 140 aviators were killed.
The figures show that there was one

death for every 1,6<X) kilometers covered
in 1908, while in 1912 the mortality had
dropped to one death for every 140,<J00
kilometers.

BLOCKED POTATO IMPORTS.

Secretary Houston Changed Date
From January 1 to December 23.
N'KW YORK, December 27..Secretary

Houston of the Department of Agricul¬
ture blocked a plan to rush foreign po¬
tatoes to this country when he changed
the date of their landing for the New
York market from January 1 to Decem¬
ber 23.
After the recent hearing in Washington,

when the Secretary fixed January 1 as

the limit lor loading potatoes abroad
for this market, receivers here cabled or¬
ders to engage tramp steamers and load
potatoes before the time expired. Ar¬
rangements had been made for 2'*t,<i01
bags, which with the 2."»0,o0o on hand
would have made a stock of 45O,<IO0 bags
of foreign potatoes for this market.
Secretary Houston heard of the move

and blocked it with the change of date.
Several tramp steamers that had been
chartered were released.

Unemployed to Be Cared For.
SAN FRANCISCO, December 27 Free

sleeping quarters, free meals and a
chance to earn $1.50 for four hours'
work clearing a site for a new hospital
will be offered 1,<XK> unemployed men by
the city. Vacant stores are being con¬
verted into temporary lodging houses and
the authorities believe that within a fowl
days the problem of caring for all unem¬
ployed men in San Francisco will have
been solved.
