HOW AFRICAN EXPLAINS
MOVEMENTS OF THE SUN

Floats Down River at Night, Bumps
Rock and Rises in the

Morning.

Savage and primitive people since the
*f rid began have iiad queer notions of
tin- laws that govern the universe, but
the f>» lowing theory concerning the
movements of tiie sun, held by the Ma-
sho;ia Tribe of Pouth Africa and ex¬

pounded to a white traveler. William

Harvey Brown, by an old man of that
race, has attracted attention recently:

"It's all perfectly simple," said the old
Favairp. "The sun has its origin in the
Zambezi river. In the evening it goes to

rest ir. that part of the river to the west

of us Purine its nightly s'umbers it
floats downstream to the river's mouth,
whi'-h is to the east of us. At the
mouth there are two larne rocks, one on

either side. and. in passing between
them, the sun is awakened by bumping
into one or the other. It then jumps up
at once from the water, and this coii-

s'.itutes what we call the sunrise. If
the sun ever passes between the rocks
without bumping either, and floats out
into the big water beyond, it will, of
course, never appear again, and that day
the world will end."
"How do you explain the difference in

the length of the time the sun is up in
vi inter and in summer?"
"In the summer, when the floods are

on, the sun floats down the stream
quickly, and the nights are short. In
the winter the river is low; consequently
tin- sun floats more slowly and the
nights are longer."

Clark of the pay department, who tender¬
ed his resignation as an officer in the
National Guard because of a ruling by
Assistant Secretary John Skelton Wil¬
liams of the Treasury Departmept that
military leave in addition to the thirty
days' annual leave militated against his
record for promotion, attracted a great
amount of attention. i

The National Defense League, of which
Representative Julius Kahn of California,
a member of the House military affairs
committee, is chairman, has taken an
active part in the case. This case will
he used, according to Winfield Jones,
secretary of the league, as a basis for
getting an official statement from the ad-
ministration as to its attitude toward the I
National Guard of the District of Colum-
bia.
Representative Kaiin proposes to take

the case up with Brig. Gfcn. Albert I..
Mills, chief of the division of militia af-
fairs of the War Department.
It is known that some government ofli-

cials do not look wtlh favor upon the
employes under them joining militia or- I
ganizations. The officers of the National
Guard do not encourage men to join the !
guard simply to get the additional leave !
from the government. The time spent1
by employes with the National Guard is
spent In hard work getting training J
h hich will grive the nation a set of men

competent to be placed in the first line
of defense in time of war.
The action of National Guard officers

The New York Chamber of Commerce
so"le t'me aKO appointed a special com¬
mittee to look into the matter of enlist¬
ments m the National Guard and the Na¬
val Militia of that state, and the report
of this committee has just reached Wash-
iiigton. After going at some length Into

w^ !CS ?n the Pert-'entage of men who
enlist in the militia, the report says that
as conditions exist today, from the

standpoint of security of property, your
committee believes that the National
G uard and Naval Militia should be re-
cruited to their full strength and should
be maintained at a high degree of effi-
ciency.
"There is another question, besides the

security of property, to which the coni-
mittee desires to urge the attention of the
chamber, and that is the marked and
beneficial effect upon young men of serv-

j ing in one *>f the state military organiza¬
tions. Such service emphasizes the value

| of qualities that are not only helpful in
business life, but which tend to better

I citizenship. It develtps such characteris-
tics as respect for duly constituted au-

. thority, obedience to superiors, fair treat-
tnent and courtesy to those in inferior
positions, punctuality, regularity of hab-
Its and good physical condition. These
are matters which make a. man worth
more to his employers and are opposed to
every lawless and degenerating tendency,

that the cause of this is the absence of
interest of the employer, which exists
largely on account of his lack of in¬
formation as to the objects and require¬
ments of the military service and the
advantages to himself of these training
schools for young men.
"ThiB committee makes the general

suggestion that the employer and em¬
ploye should be brought to a better un¬
derstanding concerning the National
Guard and Naval Militia, first, by the
newspapers, and, secondly, by the offi¬
cers of these organizations exerting them¬
selves more to the end that employers of
enlisted men and employers of possible
recruits should have a better knowledge
of the requirements of the service and
the advantages to the employers.
"In view of the fact that both the Na¬

tional Guard and the Naval Militia have
the most honorable traditions and ha>e
rendered the state and nation valuable
services in the past, and must be relied
upon in critical times in the future, this
committee makes the following recom¬
mendations:
"First, that the members of this cham¬

ber be requested to see to it that the
various corporations or firms with which
they are respectively connected adopt
substantially the following declaration
(either in the form of a resolution of the
board of directors or otherwise):
"Every employe who is now or will

become a member of the National Guard
or Naval Militia will be allowed during
the term of his enlistment, but not to
exceed five years, fourteen days in each
year for the performance of military
duty, without deduction of pay, and this
time will not be charged against his
vacation. It is our intention to favor the
promotion of men who have secured full
and honorable discharges from the Na¬
tional Guard or Naval Militia, or who are
in course of earning them by military
service. All heads of departments, su¬
perintendents and foremen will see to it
that the spirit of this declaration is car¬
ried out and will encourage the men un¬
der them to join the National Guard and
Naval Militia to the extent of 5 per cent
of the working force of any department,
shop or unit or organization as the case
may be."
The eommittee also recommended that

legislation should be enacted by the na¬
tional and state governments giving pref¬
erence in the civil service to applicants
who are members or who have been hon¬
orably discharged from the National
Guard or Naval Militia.

| WORK OF THE COMMISSARY.
.

Phase of Panama Canal Construction
Described by Haskin.

To build the Panama canal required the
labor of some fifty thousand men. To in¬
duce these men to go to Panama, to stay
there, to work there and to work effi¬
ciently was no light undertaking. As the
chapter on the commissary in "The Pan-
ama Canal," by Frederic J. Haskin. says:
"Health was promised them by the

most efficient sanitary organization that
ever battled with disdktse. Wea.th was
promised them, relatively speaking, in
the form of wages and salaries much
higher than thc-y could obtain at home
for the same work. But health and
wealth, much desired and much prized
as they are, cannot of themselves com¬
pensate for transplanting a man to an
alien shore and an alien atmosphere,
especially if that shore be tropic and
that atmosphere be hot. There must also
be comfort."

sary department at Panama, outlined in
Mr. Haskin's book, is perhaps the most

WITH the U. S. S. Sylvia, the
training ship of the Naval
Battalion of the National
Guard of the District of Co¬
lumbia.

Washington navy yard. Commander Jo¬
seph A. Dempf, commanding the bat¬
talion, is contemplating taking the ves-
sel out on its maiden voyage New Year
day.
The Sylvia has not had a good try-

out since she returned from the navy
yard two weeks ago, having made only
the short run between the Washington
navy yard and the dock of the Naval
Battalion, at the foot of Water and O
streets southwest.

It is proposed to have the vessel leave
the battalion dock early Thursday
morning and steam down the river
some distance, and then to send par-
ties of sailors ashore, where they can
have an oyster roast. In addition to
giving the members of the battalion a
good amount of fine training, they can
enjoy themselves as well.
Commander Dempf, it is announced,

proposes to take the Sylvia out on a
number of Sunday trips during the
winter, and he believed that New Year
day was the best time to inaugurate a
new policy. Should he carry out his
plan of taking the vessel out everySunday, it is expected the men will get
a great amount of naval training, toobtain which they enlisted in the .navalmilitia.

Officers of the local Naval Battalion,it is declared, propose to make everyattempt to recruit the battalion up toits full strength and have the recruitswell trained by the time the local navalmilitia goes on its annual cruise next
summer.
The local organization, under the law,is entitled to four companies of 100

men each, but now has only three com¬panies, or divisions, as they are term¬ed in the navy. As soon as CommanderDempf succeeds in getting more officersin the battalion, it is said, he will es¬tablish the 3d Division, the battalionas now organized consisting of the1st, 2d and 4th divisions.
It Is the aim of Commander Dempfto keep up his record for efficient or-ganizations, which was establishedwhen he commanded the battalion onits cruise on the battleship Alabamalast summer. The naval militia is or¬ganized for the purpose of trainingcitizens in naval work, with a view tohaving men who could be hurriedlvplaced on the United States battleship'sin time of need.
The local naval militia last summerboarded the battleship Alabama at Bal¬timore and cruised to Newport, R. I.,and return, taking ten days for the trip.There were seven full days at sea andthree at Newport, where the militiamenwere given all the shore leave theyneeded to see the quaint New Englandtown and nearby places.Commander Dempf is planning a courseof training for recruits who enlist in theNaval Battalion, and to those who makethe most of their instruction there is muchchance of advancement for the variouspetty officer grades. During the firsty«-ar a recruit is to be taught how tohandle a small boat under oar. sailand steam, how to "heave thr> lead" forthe purpose of finding the depth of waterin which the vessel is cruising and thekind of bottom, and how to box the com¬pass. In addition the recruit is also ex¬pected to qualify as a marksman withsmall arms, he is taught the kind ofknots moat used in the navy and Iiow tosplice ropes and hbw to take proper careof clothing. It is in reality a postgradu¬ate course in handiness.There are a number of vacancies in thepetty officer grade in the battalion, andas the organization Increases in size itwill be necessary to fill these positionsand they will have to be filled from therecruits who have profited most fromtheir training.The steam launch of the battalion hasbeen assigned to the 4th Division, thesteam engineering division, to be usedin teaching recruits how to lire an en¬gine and how to run It. in addition toteaching members of the other divisionshow to steer a boat and how to makeproper landings.
The various courses have not been com¬pleted by Commander Dempf, but it isexpected that when the members of thebattalion return January 8, after morethan three weeks' holiday, the com¬mander will have the courses mapped outand instructions prepared for the subordi¬nate officers to carry out.

Each officer will be called upon to sub¬

mit a schedule for drills and schools.
This instruction plan is to be mapped out
in an orderly way so that the enlisted
personnel of the battalion may get the
most out of it.
The order Issued yesterday also provides

for the formation of the 3d Division of the
Naval Battalion. Ensign Frank W. Si-
gourney was instructed to take charge of
this division, which will be strictly a re¬
cruiting division. All recruits who come
into the battalion from now on will be
assigned to this division, and will be kept
there until their training is such that
they may be sent to the other divisions.
Following out this policy. Ensign Sigour-
ney will make an attempt to have Com¬
mander Dempf transfer to this division
all of the men who have enlisted in the
battalion within the last three months?.
