Inhugural Ball Held.

The ceremonies attending the inaugu-
ration of the mew officers of the little
republic, where boys and girls run their
own affairs, earn their own money and
are taught to prepare themselves for
citizenship in the large republic, were
simple but impressive. They were fol-
lowed last night by an inaugural ball,
Presldent Percy hiving falled to follow
President Wilson's !ru-l in abolishing this
custom.

As soon as the citizens of the republic,
both male and female, and ‘the visitors

were seated in the beautiful chapel Rev.

Staples delivered a short praver asking
divine assistance for the.new officials,
and then Walter . Rogers of Washing-
ton. acting as chief justice, swore in
President Percy. The new president re-
peated the oath of office firmly:
“I do solemnly swear that T will faith-
fully exercise the oflice of president of
the National Junior Republic, and will to
the best of my ability preserve, protect
and defend the constitution of the Na-
tional Junior Republic.”

Promises Good Government.

Then there was enthusiastic applaose
from the constituents and loyal followers
of the president as he advanced to the
front of the platform to deliver his in-
augural address. ¥e pledged himself to
govern to the best of his ability, and con-
cluded: “If the citizens will co-operate
with me we will make this administration
the best the republic ever has had.”

Vice President Watts was then sworn
in. He declared that he knew some of
the citizens would be against him when
he did his duty, but announced his inten-
tion of enforcing the laws, regardless of
the consequences. The other officials then
took the oath of office, the former presi-
dent and vice president joining in the
applause which followed.

After the singing of “America’” the eiti-
zens and visitors marched to Baldwin
memorial cottage. where further exercises
were held under the direction of Presi-
dent Percy. Assistant Secretary Breck-
inridge of the War Department made the
principal address, stirring the young citi-
zens with a commonsense but elogquent
talk on what makes a real man.

Their Problems Real.

Mr. Breckenridge said that the prob-
lems which the new officers of the
Junior Republic will have to face will
be just as real and just as serlous as
those faced by the President of the
United States. He declared the work
of government is to preserve order, in-
sure liberty and administer justice, and
that human passions and troubles are
the same the world over

The Young Men's Christlan Association
was hailed by Mr. Breckenridge as the
greatest activity for good in the United
States outside the churches. He remind-
its emblem Is the
triangle, symbolizing the body, the mind
and the spirit. No man can be a real
man who does not develop these three
sides of hi= being, he declared,

Urges Books, Not Movies.

The assistant secretary advised his
hearers to join the Y. M. C. A. or the
militia after golng out into life; to read
good books, not trash, and to spend their
nights in study rather than in moving
pictures. Hammering olie point home, he
paid, “and put that in your mind and

you smoke.* The remark made a hit
with the young citisens, who vigorously
applauded.

He reminded them that religion is
necessary to real success in this world,
citing Presidents Lincoln and McKinley
as religlous men who attained high posi-
tion. He told them not to believe that
only girls and women and “sissies’’ gre
religious.

William K. Heoffman. an alumnus of
the republic living in Baltimore, spoke of
the efforts to build up an alumni asso-
ciation in Baltimore. He promised to
lend his efforts to form a similar or-
ganigation in Washington.
