LONDON, March 25, —Documerts made

publl: today disclose officlally the fuc_l
that the Eritish government Eave ofli-
‘-?r:s in Ireland written guarantee that
l'-‘.OS-' would not use the army to crush
Vlster's political opposition to the home
rule bill.

In the published correspondence Brig.
Gen. Hubert Gough underlines phrases
such as “active operations” when asking
for further information, and it appears
evident that he was quoting the remarks
of Gen. Paget.

The correspondence which led to the
recent wholesale resignations and rein-
statements was made public in the shape
of a “white paper"” or official communi-
cation to the houses of parliament. It
can be seen from thi=s correspondence that
the war office was informed early in De-
cember of the possibility of resignations
of officers in case the Ulster situation
came to a crisis. In consequence of this
information €ol. John Seely, the secretary
of state for war, interviewed the general
officers in command and explained to
them that an officer of the British army
was compe'led to obey orders to shoot
“only in cake the order was a reasonable
one under the circumstances."’

The secretary for war told them that no
one, from a general down to a private,
was expected (o use more force than was
required to maintain order and the safety
of life and property. He continued:

Legal Right to Refuse.

“1f. therefore, officers and men of the
British' army have been led to beliave
that there is a possibility that they might
be called upon to take outrageous ac-
tion—for instance, to massacre a demon-
stration of Orangemen whe are causing
no danger to the lives of their neighbors—
bad as would be the effects on discipline
in the army, nevertheless it is true that
they are in fact and in law justified in &
refusal to obey.

“There never has been and is not now
of giving out-
rageous and illegal orders to the troops.

“The law will be respected and must

be obeyed. What must now be faced is
the possibility of action being required by
troops in supporting the civil power
protecting llves and when the
police are unable to hold OWIL.

"“Attempts have been made to dissuade
the troops from obeying lawful orders
given to them when acting In support of
the civil power. These attempts have
amounted to the claim that officers and
men of the army could pick and choose
between lawful mnd resasonable orders,
saying they would obey In one case and
not in another."

Continuing that there had not been &
single case of lack of discipline in this
respect in the British army, Col Seely

says:

“At the same time as views and state-
ments uttered In the press and elsewhere
made my position clear, I informed the
general officers that I would hold each of
them individually responsible to see that
there was no conduct In their-commands
subversive to discipline. I told them they
could let it be clearly understood that
any such conduct would be dealt with un-
der the king’'s regulations,

Would Advise Remowal.

“If any army officer srould tender his
resignation I told the gemerals that they
should ask for his reasoms, and if he In-
dicated that he desired to choose which
order he would obey, I would submit to
the king that the officer should be re-
moved from the army.'

This document was followed by a letter
dated March 14 from.the war office 1o
Gen. Sir Arthur Paget, commander-in-
chief in Ireland,-in which Sir Arthur was
infermed: "

“In consequence of reports received by
the government that attempts may be
made in various parts of Irelamd by evil-
disposed persons to obtaln possession of
arms and ammunition and other govern-
ment stores, It ls considered advisable
that you sphould at once take special pre-
cautions for safeguarding the depots and
other places where arms and stores are
kept as you may think advisable.

Orders also were given to the officers

All Resigned But Two.

Gen. Paget telegraphed to the war
office March 20 that all the officers of
the 65th Royal Irish Lancers stationed
in Dublin had resigned with the ex-
ception of two. He sald he feared
that the same conditions prevailed
among the officers of the 16th Queen's
Lancers, stationed at the Curragh, and
that the men would refuse to move.
That same evening Gen. Paget tele-
graphed to the war office that the brig-
adier general and fifty-seven officers
of the 3d Cavalry Brigade at the Cur-
ragh “prefer to accept dismissal if
they are ordered to the north.” The
war office replled to Gen. Paget: “You
are authorized to guspend from duty
any senior officers who have tendered
their resignations or in any other man-
ner have disputed yvour authority. The
resignations of all officers =hould be
refused.”

The war office also sald that other offi-
cers were being sent to relieve Brig. Gen.
Hubert Gough, commander of the 3d
Cavalry Brigade, and the commanding
officers of the 5th and the 16th Lancers,
who were ordered to proceed to London.

Brig. Gen. Hubert Gough in reporting
the feeling In his brigade, as the result
of a communication from the war office
conveyed to him verbally by Gen. Sir Ar-
thur Paget, sald: ‘“The officers of my
brigade are unanimous in the opinion that
further information {s essential before
they should be called upon at such short
notice to take declzslons so vitally affect-
ing thelr whole future, und especially

that a clear deflnition should be given

of the terms ‘duty as ordered’ and ‘active
operations' in Ulster,

Ready to Maintain Order.

*“If such duty consists of the mainte-
nance of order and preservation of prop-
erty all the officers, Including myself,
are prepared to carry out that duty. If,
however, the duty involves the initlation
of active military operations against Ul-
ster the following officers would respect-
fﬁy and under protest prefer to re-
slgn.”

The names of fifty-six officers of the
3d Cavalry Brigade follow.

After an Interview with Col. Seely
Brig. Gen. Hubert Gough wrote to the
war office: “One of the first questions
asked by our officers will be: 'In the event
of the present home rule bill becoming
law can We be called upon to enforce it
on Ulster under the expression of maln-
taining law and order?” This point should
be made quite clear. Otherwise there will
be renewed misconceptions.”

In reply to this Brig. Gen., Gough was
glven a letter Initlaled by Col. Seely as
secretary for war, and by Field Marshal
8ir John French, in which he was au-
thorized to Inform the officers' as fol-
lowsa: :

t“The army council is satisfled that
the Incident which has arisen in re-
gard to their resignations was due 10
a misunderstanding.”

Duty to Obey Orders.

The letter continues that it is the duty
of soldiers to obey commands for the
protaction of life and property and In
support of the clvil power in the event
of disturbance, and the army council 18
glad there never has heen and mnever
will ba any question of disobeying such
orders. It continues:

"“The wr ‘ernment must retain its right
to use all the forces of the crown in
Ireland or elsewhere to maintain order
and support the civil power In the
ordinary execution of their duty, but It

has no intention whatever of taking ad-
vantage of this right in order to crush
political opposition to the policy or the

principles of the home rule blL™
