Butt
was one of the heroes. A prominent
figure at the dedication and the prin

ipalspeaker will be former President
Taft, close friend of the deceased, and
whom Maj. Butt served as personaJ aid.

to be strongly represented at the exercisesin Augusta, which will be held
in the open air at the bridge across
ih© first level of the canal at 15th. and
Greene streets.
Dr. M. Ash by Jones, pastor of the

Pirst Baptist Church, in behalf of the
Archibald Butt Memorial Association,
will present the bridge to the city.
There will be only three addresses.

Kev. G. Sherwood Whitney will deliver
either the invocation or the benediction.

Butt two years to a day from the
time the ship on which he was sailing
back to his native land sunk beneath
the waves of the North Atlantic ocean,''
an official of Augusta writes.

every bill has been paid and the magnificentlydecorated bridge stands as eloquentevidence of the tireless work of
these Augusta ladies in a highly commendableendeavor.

Masonic Part of Program.
