BERING RIVER COAL POOR. .

Secretary D;iels Says Official In-
quiry for Naval Use Show It N. G.

Secretary Danicls has reported to Con-
gress that coal from the Bering river
fields in Alaska was unsuttable for use
by the navy. Tests by the geological
survey, by officials at Annapelis and
aboard the naval cruiser Maryland, he
said, all were unfavorable except that the
Alaskan coal made less smoke. The re-
port stated that the Bering coal was in-
capable of generating sufficient steam,
and eould produce only 0 per cent ef-
ficieney of power.

Dr. J. A. Holmes, director of the bu-
reau of mines, sald in the report that
Bering coal could be mined only at great
ecost, was full of faults and was chiefly
1:|1Iua.hlc if turned into coke and ship-
ped.

FEATURES OF IMPORT TRADE.

Increase in Free Entries and in

Goods to Manufacturers.

Striking features of the Import trade of
the United States during the flscal year
1913 compared with that of previous vears
were the increased percentage of goods
entering free of duty and the increased
percentage entering for use in manufac-
turing, Says the Department of Com-
merce today.

The percentage of the imports which
entered the country free of duty in 1013
was 5447, which was larger than in any
previous year, with the exceptions of
1882 and 1504, the opening and closing
vears of the brief period during which
sugar was admitted free of duty under
tt~ act of 1800, when the percentages
were 05,30 and 5798, respectively. :

The total value of merchandise entering
the United Swates free of duty in the
fiscal yvear 1913 was 987.05 million dollars,
against 387.2 million dollars in 1800. Man-
ufacturers’ raw materlals imported dur-
ing the year aggregated 635.2 millions, as
against 270.2 million dollars in 1900 and
manufacturers for further use in manu-
facturing for 1913 totaled 349.4 millions
against 134.2 million dollars in 1900,

| 1. C. C. Order Regarding Shreveport

Rate Case Effective June 1.

The effective date of the Interstate
commerce commisslon's order In  the
Shreveport rate case has been postponed
again from Apuril 1 until June 1. The
case is pending before the United States
Supreme Court on appeal from the order
of the commiseion; hence the postpone-
ment,

The commission’s order directs the rail-
roads to exact no higher rates from
Dallas, Houston and intermedlate points
in Texas to Shreveport than are exacted
from Shreveport to the same points in
Texas. The case was Instituted by the
railroad commission of Loulslana, whose
contentlon that the Texas railroad com-
mission had forced the railroads to re-
duce their rates on east-bound interstate
traffic to the advantage of jobbers of
Dallas and Mouston and to the detri-
ment of those of other states was sus-
tained by the commission.

NAVY DEPARTMENT TAKES
POSSESSION OF ANNEX

To House Bureaus and Divisions
Now Quartered in Separate

Buildings.

Formal possession has been taken by
the Navy Department of the new building
on New York avenue between 17th and
15th streets, built expressly for its use
by Messrs. Walker and Johnson. The
new building, which will be known as the
Navy Department annex, has a floor erea
of 88,764 square feet. Tt will be used to
accommodate the bureaus, divislons and
offices of the Navy and Marine Corps
heretofore quartered in the Mills building,
the Woodward bullding, tha Union Trust
building and the Southern building.

These include the Marine Corps head-
quarters, the general naval board, the of-
fice of naval Intelligence, the hydro-
graphic office and the buearus of medi-
cine and surgery, yards and docks and
supplies and accounts. All these offices,
Including the officlals and employes and
furniture and effects, are now being
transferred to thelr new quarters on
New York avenue, and it Is expected the
transfer will be completed before the first
of April. The government is to pay $40,000
a vear for the new Navy Department
annex. The Department of Labor is ne-

MISS TYLER’S APPEAL

Granddaughter of Former President,

Displaced as Postmistress,
May Get Hearing.

It is stated at the White House today
that the papers in the case of Miss Mat-
tie Tyler, President Tyler's granddaugh-
ter, have been placed on the desk of the
President, and that he may arrange to
see her one day next week.

candidates.
