Increases Are Provided Por.

The new wage scale submitted by the ^
men provides increases all along the line.
Stable bosses under the old scale are paid
$16 a week. They demand $18. Stablemenunder the old scale are paid £14.
They demand $16. Regular route drivers'
are now guaranteed salary and commissionof not less than $-5 a week. They
ask for not less than $28.

Want Beer Allowance.

Brewery workers now making nine hours
a day demand a day of eight hours. In
addition they want a daily allowance of
five quarts of beer to drink, at five
periods of the working day. against three
periods a day now. and they demand an

allowance of ten minutes' time at each'
drinking period to drink the quart of]

not allowed any certain amount of time
at present in which to drink the beer
given them. Employers point out that if

allowed the men ten minutes at
ach drinking period, five times a day,

this would amount to fifty minutes, almostan hour, and make their actual
working day just that much less, so that
if they were granted an eight-hour day
they would, with this additional allowance,really he granted a seven-hour-andten-minuteday. The idea of the men is
that they should he allowed to take ten
minutes to drink a quart of beer at iMJO
a.m.. at a.m., at 12:00 noon, and
2 and at 4HX> p.m.
The employers and men have agreed to C:
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meet committees from each side tomorrowfor a final discussion, but both sides
say they will not yield and that a strike
is in immediate prospect.
