RUDOLPH TOMBO DEAD.

Columbia's ;smiste Professor of
Germanic Languages and Literature.

NEW YORK, May 22 —Officiala of
Columbia University heard with regret
today of the death of Rudolph Tombo,
jr.. associate professor of Germanic
languages and literature at Columbia.
Prof. Tombo died late last night at his
home here, after a long iliness.

Prof. Tombo galned distinction in the
Germanic department of the university
and was sent to Germany in 1910, as
exchange professor. This year he was
agaln invited to go to Europe by the
association for the promuiion of Ger-
manism abroad to <eliver a series of
lectures on the cuucational system of
the United Stat:s but ill health prevent-
ed the trip.

Prof. Tombo's work as director of the
Deutsches Haus at Columbia and as sec-
retary of the Germanistic Society of
America had given him a wide reputa-
tion in Europe.

Not to Send Colombian Convention to
Senate Until Tolls Repeal Is Passed.

Secretary Bryan .has authorized the
statement that he will not send to the
Senate the treaty through which the
United Statcs hopes to adjust the clhims
of Celombia growing out of the separa-
tion of Panama until the Benate has act-
ed on the proposed repeal of the toll ex-
emption clause of the Panama canal law.
Nor will he offer the new treaty to the
Senate for ratification until it finally has
been amproved by the Colombian congress.
His latest Information from Bogota is
that the congr i 1 ittee to
which the treaty was referred had unani-
mously approved it.

When the tolls question is out of the
way Mr. Bryan proposes submitting vari-
ous conventions to the Benate, including
fifteen or more new peace treaties.

] An appeal for the “old style evangel-
ism’’ was made by Dr. Joseph R. Davis
of Philadelphia, who declared that “there
never was a time when expositive preach-
ing was more needed than now."”

Evangelistic work in eastern colleges
was described by Rev. Henry (. Minton
ﬂf‘_Trent_cm, N. J., who sald that Presi-
dent Wilson, while Governor of New
Jersey, had expressed the opinion that
It was a great gain that official direction
of student activities had ceased and that
leadership was in the hands of the stu-
dent body.”

South Carolinians Object to Measure

Before House Committee.

The Palmer child labor hill, barring
from interstate commerce go00ds manu-
factured by children under fourteen
years of age, or by children between
fourteen and sixteen Yyears Working
more than eight hours a day, was
opposed before the House labor commit-
tee today by Lewis W. Parker and W. E.
Beattie of Greenville, 8. ., and Alex-
ander Long of Rock Hill, 8 C., repre-
sentatives of South Carolina cotton.man-
‘ufacturers. 56

Mr. Parker -declaved that the child-
labor question should bhe settled by the
states and that the, fedéral government
was not equipped to deal with the con-
ditions which varied widely. in different
communities. He said that the South
Carolina manufacturers:would favor tak-
ing the children out of the mills if ar-
rangement could be made to force:the
chiidren into the schools and to take
care of thoie ‘dependent iupon the labor
of children for-a livelilood:
