
'GUILTY OF MURDER/
IS BECKERVERDIGT

Jury Finds Against Former Police
Officer for Second

Time.

FINDING GREAT BLOW
TO THE DEFENDANT

Hf and Friends Confident Up to Last.
Appeal Will Be

Taken.

-N KW YORK. May 2r,.- For the second
time Charles E. Becker, former police
lieutenant, today occupies a cell in
Tombs prison, the convicted murderer
of Herman Rosenthal, gambler, for the
actual killing of whom the four gunmen
paid the penalty in the electric chair a
little more than a month ago.
Today, as on October 25. 1012, the day

following his first conviction for the
murder of Rosenthal. Becker's only hope
to escape the fate of the gunmen lay in
the success of an appeal from the verdict.Friday of next week Becker will
l>e sentenced, and soon thereafter he
will be returned to the death house at
Sing Sing prison, which he left last Februaryon the order of the court of appealsthat he be given a new* trial.
An appeal by Becker's counsel, which

is certain to be made, will act as a stayof execution, giving Becker more than a
year to live, and with it the hope of anotherreversal of the judgment of the
trial court.

Verdict Comes as Shock.
The verdict of guilty by the jury, returnedafter four hours and five minutes

of deliberation, came as a shock to
Keeker, his devoted wife and his lawyers.They had hoped for acquittal: they
had expected a disagreement, but had
not for a moment thought that a jury
would convict Becker after the court of
appeals decision.
The jury could have spared the life of

Becker. I'nder the instruction of Justice
Samuel Scabury the jurors had the choice
of three degrees of murder, two of .which
would have meant imprisonment. But
this jury, like two juries before it.the
first Becker jury and the twelve men
who convicted the four gunmen.believed
that Jack Rose, chief of the Becker accusers.told the truth when he unfolded
on the witness stand the plot for the
murder of Rosenthal by the gunmen at
the instigation of Becker.

Basis for the Appeal.
Martin T. Manton. chief of the Becker

law vers, announced that onnoai wauIB

be based on the admission of the testi-
mony of Mrs. Lillian Rosenbux-g. widow
«»f "Lefty Louie." the gunman; the ruling,
«»f the court in refusing to hear before
the jury the argument on the admissibil-
ity of the "Dago Frank" Ciroflci confes-1
sion. and on the justice's charge to the
jury.-to which he took exception in court,
Becker refused to discuss the verdict,

To a newspaper reporter the condemned
man replied to an expression of sorrow
that "1 feel sorry for myself." Then he
was led away to his ceil. \

How the Jury Voted.
As details of what happened in the juryj

room developed it appeared that five bal-
lots had been taken. The first ballot is,
said to have stood gix for guilty in thei
first degree, two for not guilty, three forj
a lesser degree and one blank. A second
ballot, taken after the jurors had had
luncheon, brought one rnfm over to the)majority. The third ballot showed a|gain of two and the fourth stood ten lor
guilty. The fifth ballot was unanimous,

jurymen. They had agreed that the corroborationwhich the district attorney
failed to present at the first trial to supportthe stories of Hose.

Becker and his wife were talking shortlybefore 5 o'clock in a room adjoining

the sheriff s office when a court attend-
ant announced that the jury had reached

verdict.
Mrs. Becker was not permitted to accompanyher husband to the courtroom.

Newspaper men. court attendants, coun-1
sel for the defense and District Attorney
Whitman and his staff were the only
other persons allowed admission. The defendant'stwo brothers. Jackson and John
Becker, the latter a detective lieutenant,
hurried to a side entrance where they
stood awaiting the verdict.
When the little group in the courtroom

had found seats the twelve men who alone
knew Becker's fate filed silently in with
Foreman F. Meriden Blagden at their
head. All twelve faces were expressionless.

Faces of Jurors Blank.
Justice Seabury mounted the bench. He

glanced quickly at the faces of the jurors,
hut he learned nothing there. Old court
attendants who declared long practice had
made them able usua'ly to tell the verdict
by the jurors' looks admitted that oil this
«» »as'Oii tne> were at a loss.
Becker in the room overhead was still

ta'k'ng t«, his wife when Justice Seabury
took bis seat. A bailiff was sent for the
defendant. Becker kissed his wife as he
left her.

Becker walked briskly through the

eourtroom to the. rail facing Justice Seah'lryarid gripped it with both hands. His

Led Away to the Tombs.

Handcuff^ were then locked about his
wrists; he was taken from the room and
around the corridors to the other side of
the building, across the "Bridge of
Sighs" and into the Tombs. On his way
around the corridor friends expressed
their sorrow.

District Attorney Whitman expressed
himself as highly gratified with the verdict."It speaks for itself." he said.
"Becker is guilty. It was proved. He
must pay the penalty of his crime."
Mrs. Becker remained in the sheriff's

office for a long time after her husband
had been returned to the Tombs. She
was too overcome with grief to leave
immediately. When she went at last
she had to be assisted from the building.
Mrs. Herman Rosenthal, widow of the

man for whose murder four men have
already paid the penalty and for which
Becker stands convicted, said the verdict
was a just one and that she had expected
it. She expressed sorrow for Mrs. Becker,
whose loyalty to her husband, she said,
had won her admiration.
