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PUBLIC NOW MAY SEE
NEW BUREAU BUILDING

Structure Is Regarded as a Model
in Acecommodations for

Employes.

Good Meals Are Served by the Res-
taurant at a Minimum
of Cost.

The new building of the bureau of
engraving and printing is now open to
public observation, although there are
many things vet to be done to add
the touches of a finished structure.
Competent guides will eshow sightseers
about.

The processes of manufacturing paper
money, bonds and securities, postage
and revenue stampe and other engraved
printing for Uncle Sam are exhibited
from excellent vantage points. Small
galleries run around each workroom of
the big manufacturing plant, where
visitors can look down upon the opera-
tione and gain adequate idea of how
it Is all done.

The lunchroom on the top floor and
the adjoining roof gardens, now in full
operation, will be esg&cla!ly interesting
to onlookers. In the lunchroms, one
for man and the other for woman em-
ployea of the bureau, there gather in
the course of the day nearly every one
of the more than 4,100 employes. In
the course of the day 1,400 ‘“regular”
din;ers are sold at a cost of 16 cents
each.

Dinners for 15 Cents.

Here is a recent regular dinner menu:

Broiled trout, escalloped tomatoes,
creamed potatoes, bread and butter,
coffee. Another: Braised short rib of

beef, spaghetti, creamed potatoes, bread
and butter, coffee. This means a piece
of flah as big as one's hand and a por-
tlon of beef large enough for a mighty
hungry man. Four pleces of bread go
with best creamery butter.

A bowl of clam chowder one day, a
Brunswick stew another day and other
dishes of the same category on other
days with three pieces of bread and
butter, are dispensed for a nickel. Five
cents will buy two excellent oranges.

And the bill of fare will econtain
baked beans, potato salad, spaghetti,
lettuce and egg salad, lettuce and to-
mato sandwich, ham sandwich, ecup
custard, pies, pudding, baked apple
and ice cream, strawberry shortcake.
Some days theére is deviled cradb or a
hot Frankfurter sandwich.

Milk, ginger ale, coffes and tea are
the drinka dispensed.

Fruit and candy are offered In wide
assortment.

Cleanliness a Watchword.

The lunch counters are attended by
clean, white-aproned attendants. All
the pots and pans, contalners and crock-
ery are as clean as hand labor can
make them.

For the midday recess for luncheon
the employes are released from work in
three relays, each for a half hour, be-
tween the time of 11:45 and 12:45
o'elock. After lunch the employes find
time to patronize the roof gardens. One
is set apart for the use of the woman
employes and another for men. Therse
is a music box plarinﬁ on the woman's
roof during recess our, and many
women practice the steps of the new
dances at this time. Others sit around
and chat or exchange visits. S8moking
is permitted on the men's roof, the
only -place in the building.

Awnings will be set in place on the
roofs in a few days, and provide an
agreeable shade from the heat of the
summer's sun. :

PLANS DAYLIGHT TRIPS.

N. and W. Steamers to Adopt New

Plans for the new day route which the
Norfolk and Washington Steamboat Com-
pany will this summer inaugurate be-
tween this city, Old Point and Norfolk
have been perfected. Commencing July
2, the steamer Newport Newa will be put
on & triweekly schedule, leaving this
city at 740 a.m. Tuesdays, Thursdays
and Baturdays, and from Norfolk at the
same hour Wednesdays, Fridays and Sun-
days. This new service will glve many
who have never been enabled to gee
the Potomaec river by daylight an op-
portunity to do so. Travelers say that
while the Potomac has not the grandeur
of the Hudeson, which is visited each sea-
son by thousands of tourists, it is one of
the most beautiful waterways in the
world and In a quiet manner rivals the
bhold beauty of the Hudson, so that a trip
by daylight will be a revelation to those
unacquainted with it

The steamer will make these daylight
trips during July and August, when the
days are long and the scenery can be en-
joyed along the whole length of the Poto-
mac and Chesapeake bay.

The steamer Newport News has recent-
Iy been made practically a new steamer
and will be found well adapted for a
pleasure outing of the kind the local
company has arranged. The Norfolk and
‘Washington line is the first of the Ches-
apeake bay lines to Norfolk to arrange
daylight trips, but it iz probable that the
lines out of Baltimore will follow its ex-
ample.

Go to Homer for Idea, But the Lines
Are Original in “Guardians
of the Hearth.”

Dramatic Talent Displayed a Pleas-
" ‘ant Surprise to Those in the
Large Audience.

The fourteen young women who will
graduate in the kindergarten course of
the Normal Bchool. next month showed
to their friends last. night just what
they can do In the dramatlc line when
they choose. They staged their highly
successful effort in the pact and

complete theatrical assembly reom of
the James Ormond Wilson School, and
the name of the production is “Guar-
dians of the Hearth."

Sounds a bit odd? Like it might be
something on ‘the order of the Boy
Scouts? or “Way Down East"? Not at
all. This dramatic performance is ac-
claimed by Normal School girle as the
topnotch of amateur production in the
classics. It {8 an episode from Homer's
“Odyssey,” with a brunette TUlysses,
Greek boys, maldens, a king and queen
and others, all played by the aforemen-
tioned fourteen young women.

You may search the records of the
drama for ages and you wiil not find any
mention of ''Guardians of the Hearth,”

for there isn't any record of it. No one
ever heard of it before.
Work Is Original. .

No one except the cast and one or two
Normal School preceptors will he able
to quote yvou a line or two of the excel-
lent blank verse.- "Cause way? It was
composed for the most part by members
of the graduating class—the kindergarten
teaching section—of the Normal School.

They were alded, and very materially,
too, by Miss Marietta Btockard and
othsr members of the faculty, but all
hands agree that the class should get as
muth credit as possible.

0ld Homer himself probably never
dreamed that his poetic anecdote of
Ulysses on the Isle of Phaeacla would
ever be played here in Washington by
fourteen fine-looking young women who
painted their own back drops, struck
thelr scenes, did their own stage-hand
work and then drew the applause of 3500
hands whose owners probably did not
know that slight liberties had been taken
with Homer's text just to make it in-
teresting. However, the liberties taken

were justifiable. Progressive kindergar-
ten students can’'t be hound down to_a
reactionary lke Homer.

A Revelation to Homer.

‘‘Guardlans of the Hearth'" has a touch
of beauty in it, at one or two places,
that would make Homer strike his lyvre
ten times as hard as ever he struck it
had he thought of the womanly strength
that the fourteen ¥young women fur-
nished for his Phaeacian episode In
spote.

She appeared to Nau-
sicas, Princess of Phaeacia, and told her
a lot of things that set the girl to think-
ing, whereupon she féll in love with
the first man she saw, which happened
to be the tatterad Ulysses. Howav?. it
was Telemichus she married, and Tele-
machus, &= any high school lad in the
classioal courss will tell you, was the
son of the wandeter Ulysses, who suf-
fered so mmich he was alwaye mention-
ing it (after o ginss of wine).

Saved by King’s Daughter.

The greatest touch of genius, according
to the audien¢e, lies in the little scene in
the second act whersin a young Greek boy
Is acoused of stealing ‘‘the purple grapes
which hang on the wall.” King Alcinous
ssemed to have taken over the jurisdicton

vigil In a dismal room in the palace, but
his daughter interfered and the ensuing
scen® between her and the Iad is one of
Ereat sympathy.

WORM CAUSES $800,000 LOSS.

Department of Agriculture Shows
Ravages of Tobacco Pest in Virginia.

Eight hundred thousands of dollars dam-
age was dolie to the tobacco by the tobacen
wire worm in the state of Virginia alons
last vear, according to a report of the
Department of Agriculture. This does
ot mean a total damage even in the state
of Virginia. because the wire worm at-
tachs corn as well as tobacen, and on som»
of the larger farms directly across the
Potomar last vear corn hadl to be re-
planted three times on acoount of wire
worn damage.

The Department of Agriculture has been
looking into the subject and has issued
a long statement on the best method -
combating the worm. The chief thin
that it recommends is clearing the field

of weeds the season prier to planting
either corn or twhacco and keeping tie
ground vleanly cultivated to starve ou!
