Story Told by Witnesses.

Others. however, say
the aggressor, and that he struck Lowe on
the head with plowshare and after-
ward with the spoke. Loewe's head was
crushed and he died in about ten minutes
without regaining consciousness,

After striking Lowe, Mills, it (= =aid,
did everything he could to help the in-
jured man. He telephoned for a doctor
and procured water and bathed his in-
juries. When Lowe died Mills disap-
peared, but was soon aflterward located
al the home of relatives by Sheriff Spates
and Deputy Hewitt, who had been noti-
fied of the tragedy. He expressed sorrow
over Lowe's death and declared he had
no intention of killing him.

Thomson over long-distance telephone. He
| was visibly affected by the shock of the
sudden demise of his mother, who had
made her home with him, an only son.

A contemplated trial of this case more
than a year ago was prevented by the
death of Mr. Thomson's wife. Other
postponements of the intended date for
trial have been made necessary by the
serfous iliness of Mr. Thomson and by
the destruction of books and papers of
the Champion Coazted Paper Company
through the Dayton flood.
