NEW YORK. May 2S..Our minds have

dwelt much upon hoop skirts during: the

PINEAPPLE* DELIGHTS.
Until quite recently it has been rather

difficult to pet the pineapple Juice already
expressed and bottled for use in the
punchbowl and the popular fruit "sups."
but now the pineapple grovrers and packersin Hawaii and Cuba are sending the
bottled juice here In addition to the
sliced, crushed and grated pineapple.
As the fruit at these model canneries

is picked at the very moment of maturityand perfection, is sent from the field
directly to the cannery, where it is peeled,
cored, sized, sliced, packed and ready
for its bath of live steam in Just a few
moments after reaching the cannery, it
goes without saying that made according
to these modern methods, with nothing
added except pure granulated sugar, the
result obtained is as near perfection as
any fruit product can be, says the De:lineator.

Pomona Punch.
Add to two quarts of pineapple juice

two lemons and two oranges, sliced thin;
one quart of fine large strawberries or
raspberries, one quart of water and a
pound of sugar. Serve in a punchbowl
or large glass pitcher with plenty of ice.

Pineapple Marmalade.
Peel and grate or chop as many pinearmiesas «r« dfslrwi "Weigh and allow

a pound of sugar to each pound of fruit.
Mix well and stand In a cool place over
night. In the morning cook for a half
hour, or until soft enough to put through
a coarse sieve. Strain, return to the preservingkettle and continue the cooking,
stirring almost constantly, for half an
hour longer, until a clear amber jelly resultsthat will thicken into a paste as it
cools. Put into small jars, and when
cool cover with paraffin and seal.

Pineapple Chips.
After peeling and removing the eyes of

the pineapple, cut it into thin strips,
lay on a platter and cover with granulatedsugar. Keep the pieces separate.
Set the platters on shelves In a dry
closet and sprinkle them with sugar every
day, pouring off the syrup as It gathers.
When the chips are dry and crystallized,
pack In tin boxes with oiled paper betweeneach layer. The syrup may be
used for Jellies or as a drink with the
addition of water.
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Peanut Hash.
Cream one tablespoonful of peanut but-

ter with enough cold water to make a
smooth paste, add three-quarters of a

cup of ground peanuts and two cupfuls
of finely chopped cooked potatoes. Mix
well, then add one-half a teaspoonful of
salt and one-quarter teaspoonful of pep-
per. with sufficient milk or water to
moisten. Melt one tablespoonful of but-
ter in a hot frying pan, simmer in it a

teaspoonful of finely minced onion for
two minutes; add the potatoes and nuts
and cook, with moderate heat, until a

brown crust has formed over the bottom,
as in making corned beef hash. Turn
out upon platter and serve.

i
Peanut Rolls.

Mix and sift together two cups of white
flour, two cups of graham or entire wheat
flour, eight teaspoonfuls of baking powderand one and a half teaspoonfuls of
salt. Dissolve half a cup of peanut but-
ter in one and a half cups of cold water
and stir into the dry ingredients. Add
one cup of chopped peanuts and roll
three-fourths of an inch thick. Cut out
and bake fifteen or twenty minutes in a

hot oven.

Macaroni and Peanuts.

Cook one cup of macaroni, broken into
one-inch pieces, in boiling salted water
until tender; drain and pour cold water
through it to separate the pieces. Then
add cream sauce made with four tableispoonfuls each of butter and flour, one

tablespoonful of salt, one-fourth teaspoonIful of pepper and two cups of milk, and
two cups of chopped peanuts. Pour into
a buttered baking dish, cover with butItered crumbs and bake until golden
brown in color.

Peauut Omelet.

Make a cream sauce with one table!spoonful of butter, two tablespoonfuls of
flour and three-quarters of a cup of milk
poured in slowly. Take from fire, season.
add three-quarters of a cup of ground
peanuts and pour the mixture on the
lightly-beaten yolks of three eggs. Fold
in the stiffly-beaten whites, pour into a

hot, buttered baking dish and bake for
twenty minutes.

Canapes.
Rub the yolks of hard-cooked eggs to

a paste with equal quantities of sardines
and chopped peanuts. Moisten with
lemon juice, season and serve on rounds
of toast.

Peanut Wafers.

One-half cup of granulated sugar and
one-quarter cup of butter creamed together.Add one tablespoonful of milk and
one well-beaten egg, one-quarter of a

teaspoonful of salt and one cup of ground
peanuts. Mix into this one and one-half ^
cups of pastry flour in which one teaspoonfulof baking powder has been sifted.Roll very thin and cut in small j
rounds of fancy shapes for the afternoon :
tea table. j

Shell and pour boiling water over un- 1
roasted peanuts to remove the skins. Dry, >

place in a frying pan and fry in hot, *

deep fat until they are a deep brown. ^
Toss on brown paper and salt. The hot j
water swells the nuts, and this way of (

cooking makes them a delicious rival of i
the salted almond.

Peanuts and Rice.
Wash half a cup of rice thoroughly.

Place in a baking dish with half a cup
of milk, one cup of water and half a cup
of broken peanuts. Bake, stirring occa-
sionally, until the rice Is sort.

Peanut Soup.
One cup of peanuts, roasted, shelled,

skins removed and pounded to a paste;
one-half a teaspoonful of salt, one-eighth [
of a teaspoonful of pepper, one pint of
milk, one tablespoonful of flour, one ta-
blespoonful of butter. Add peanuts to the
milk and scald. Melt the butter, add !1
llour and seasoning; then slowly add
scalded milk and peanuts. Cook until it
thickens. *

For Busy Housewives. ;,
Cocoanut matting may be cleaned

with a large coarse cloth dipped In salt
and water and then rubbed dry.
Knives which have been used for

onions and smell of them can be
cleaned by drawing them through a

piece of carrot two or three times.

To remove hot-water marks from japannedtrays use sweet oil. Rub it in
well till all marks disappear, then polishthe tray with dry flour and a soft
cloth.
When gilt frames or molding of rooms

have specks of dirt from flies and other
causes upon them they may bo cleaned
with white of egg applied with a

camel-hair brush.

To clean dust-stained alabaster ornamentsmake a paste of whiting, soap
and milk. The paste must be left to
dry on and then washed away, the
surface being then dried with a cloth
and then with a flannel, when the ornamentswill be found clean and unharmed.
Peel onions from the root upward and

they will not make your eyes smart.

Save cold tea left from supper and
use In place of water on your house
plants.
Starch should be mixed with soapy

water, for thus the linen will have a
more glossy appearance and be less
likely to stick to the Iron.

Silver teapots that have not been
used for some time get musty and so

give a peculiar flavor. This can be
prevented by putting a lump of sugar
into the pot before putting away.
