Judge Pritchard Reverses Decision in
Hitchman Coal Case and Favors

Miners.Notes.

RICHMOND. Va.. May 3ft..Perhaps the
most surprised people in the state for a

long time is the sporting fraternity in
and around the city of Norfolk. For
years and years that section has enjoyed
immunity from any sort of official Interferenceand when complaints have been
mad ethey have been followed bv decisionswhich have left the offenders free
for all time. The people of that section
have kept up a hammering which has resultedin a complete reversal of things
that obtained in the pood old days.
At the very outset the people tired of

the fusion rule for that county and the
initial step was to oust the member of the
legislature. What is known as the
straightout faction landed both men.

They were not supporters of Judge Lawless.who presided over the circuit court,
and when the time came to name a new

judge they did not hesitate for a moment.but proceeded to oust Judge Lawless.
Then came the raiding of the race-track

gamblers at the Jamestown Jockey Club
by orders of Gov. Stuart. Detective W.
G. Baldwin was at the head of the force,
and with twenty men he caught the
bookmakers red-handed. There had been
arrests in the past, but no convictions.
With changed conditions there were convictionsand then appeals. The appellate
court sustained the trial court. Then it
dawned on the gamblers that there was a

change in conditions They agreed to entera plea of guilty in every case, to pay
a fine of $."**) and to serve six months in
jail.
Gov. Stuart then came to the front and

made an arrangement whereby he would
issue conditional pardons following the
payment of the fines, on condition that
they leave the state and not again violate
the laws. Thcv agreed and the twelve
men arrested have paid to the coffers of
the state $6,000, in addition to the costs
in each case, totaling something like
$7,000.

In passing it is safe to remark that racinghas ended at the Jamestown Jockey
Club for the present and that there will
be no more gambling in that section of
such a character as that which made that
section notorious. Gov. Stuart insists that
he is not opposed to horse racing, but that
gambling is a bad thing. Tljere will be
no further appeals in the cases.

Seek Detective's Transfer.
Colored people of the city have presenteda petition to Maj. Lewis Werner,

chief of police, asking that Detective
Fred Krengle. one of the best known
men on the force, be transferred to
some other department. Detective Krenglehas shown remarkable activity in
ferreting out criminals, and he has twice
demonstrated that he is handy with his
gun. He is known to have shot and
killed two men when seeking to arrest
them, and each time he was forced to
shoot because the negroes had resisted
arrest.
James H. Lindsay, of the CharlottesvilleProgress, former member of the

constitutional convention, in discussing
the prohibition campaign a day or two
ago. declared that no one could imagine
what a difference had been noted in that
city since the saloons were voted out.
He declared that there had been an
abandoning of old rookeries, and that
in their places there were splendid stores
going up. All of the men. with one or
two exceptions, who were engaged in the
liquor business have entered other lines
and are doing well. He says, further,
that the class of men who formerly
lounged around the city and contributed
little to the support of their families
have gone to work, and that the insistentlyidle and vicious class has forsaken
the city. The students at the University
of Virginia are doing better than ever,
and he is confident that the city will
never again return to the sale of liquor
with the consent of the voters He believesthat the state will go dry by an
immense majority.

Liquor Men Hustling.
Liquor men of the city and state are

losing no time in seeking to perfect their
organization and to get the voters to
study their side of the question which is
beginning to stir the people of the state.
They are distributing literature of all
sorts broadcast, and they ar»» jsing everv
means that is permissible to arouse
friendly sentiment. The contest is being
managed by men who are not in the
liquor business, but the liquor men are
paying the freight." The dealers have
been assessed pretty high at the start
and there are some who think they will
have to come up again, for they have a
large force of men and women employed
at headquarters and the postage bill is
something enormous. They are making
the tight against odds, as they believe,
but they insist that in the last few weeks
there has set in a current of opinion
w hich is more favorable to them, holding
that local option is more preferable than
prohibition. The fight, however, is cleancutand is for prohibition or against prohibition.If prohibition is defeated, the
same laws obtaining at this time will
prevail.
Judge J. C. Pritchard of the United

States circuit court of appeals, has handeddown a decision in the case of the
miners' union against the Hitchman Coal
and Coke Company. The case came up
from the northern district of West Virginia.where Judge Dayton held that the
United Mine Workers of America had no
right to organize the miners in the pits
of the company without the consent of
the operators, holding that it had no organizationand that it was a restraint
of trade for the miners to be urged to
affiliate with the organization. Judge
Pritchard takes the reverse view of the
case, says the miners have a perfect right
to organize for their own protection and
to increase their pay and conditions and
overruling every point made bv Judge
Dayton, save that in which the law forbidsthe employment of any violence or

unlawful means in such matters. An
appeal is expected.

Stuart to Take the Stump.
Gov. Stuart has announced that he expectsto take the stump this fall and to

devote every minute he can spare from
his duties in making speeches in the
ninth congressional district for his
friend. R. Tate Irvine, who has been nominatedfor Congress. Gov. Stuart is very
fond of Mr. fevine and says that he believedit to be his duty to do whatever he
can to see to it that a democrat is sent to
Congress in place of Mr. Slemp, who has
been there for some years. The republicansare to meet in that district during
the early part of July, and while Mr.
Slemp has announced that he prefers to
retire, that he does not want to serve in
Congress, there is a disposition to force
the nomination on him for the reason that
the leaders of the party hold that he is
the only man who will be able to retain
the district in the republican column.

Two mysterious clocks, with apparently

no works, have been placed in the front
windows of, and keep time in. downtown
business establishments.

drug store.* The other is in a piano and
music store.
Hundreds of Washingtonians are busy

ngunng oui me mystery 01 meir movements.The clocks are hung next to
the glass of the windows. Apparently
invisible forces move their hands as the
minutes pass.
Every now and then one of the attaches

of the stores turns the hands of the
clocks away from the regular hours they
are noting. The hands then gradually
settle, like a needle to a powerful magnet,the correct time. The clocks are
guaranteed to keep perfect time for one
year.
The clocks have dials thirty-six inches

in diameter. The figures and divisions
of the faces are placed directly on the
glass, and in the center the two hands
are fastened by means of an ordinary
suction rubber. The hands are made to
move easily, and if whirled around will
invariably come back to the exact minute.
The clocks have proved so attractive
that probably three-fourths of those who
pass the store windows stop to watchthem.

Efforts Continue to End.
The effort to induce Hayes to get into

the fight was kept up to within two hours
of the time the former mayor issued his
statement. At that time there was going

These
three men were in a position to offer
Hayes the support of at least the Mahon
wing in the city and that of a certain
faction in the counties. The conference
and the offer, however, failed to impress
Hayes and the statement was issued.
