
heretofore the large landowner®, befit*
in control of the state governments, have

paid only such taxes as they saw fit.

They say when the land is assessed at
its proper value many of the large es¬

tates would not par enough under use

as cattle ranges to pay the taxes. If
this land were cut into small farms,
however, it could be made to pay splen¬
did returns. "While the payment of these
farms would be slow, it would be guar¬
anteed by the government.

It is said here that a dozen large land¬
owners of Zacatecas. realizing these con¬

ditions. already have asked that por¬
tions of their estates be cut up and sold
by the government at a fair price to

small farmers. It is pointed out here
that the taking over of estates of absentees
and those who have been active politi¬
cally against the constitutionalists does
not mean confiscation.

It is planned to take these estates and
hold thent for a few years as a punish¬
ment, ope-ating them for the benefit of
the state as a war tax.

Protection for Mortgage Holders.

In taking these estates and in cutting
up the large holdings into small farms
the holders of mortgages on the property,
especially foreigners, will be protected-
The pro rata amount from each plot will
be turned over to the mortgagors each
year until the mortgages are paid off.
The operation of the small-farm sys¬

tem, as shown in Tamaulipas, is cited
as an example of the increased pros¬
perity possible under the constitutional¬
ists* plan. G*»n. Lucio Blanco cut one of
Felix Diaz s estates into small farms for
his soldiers. Thes»» farms, it is said, have
paid 100 per cent more than under former
conditions.
The distribution of municipal lands al-

ready has been begun here Two-acre
plots of ground on the outskirts of Du-
rango have been sold to poor men on
payments of Sl.W a month for 100 months,
These lands are now being cultivated.

John H. Walter Halts Trial
by Absence When His

Case Is Called.

IS PARTY TO INDICTMENT
WITH SEVERAL OTHER MEN

Chuged With Conspiracy and At¬
tempted Bribery With T. H. Pick-

ford and W. J. Dugan.«

John H. Walter, a real estate agent,
indicted jointly with Thomas H. Pick-
ford, realty operator, and William J.
Dugan. a business broker, on charge of
conspiracy and attempted bribery, failed
to appear in court this morning when
the case was called before Justice Staf¬
ford in Criminal Court No, 1.
After waiting an hour for the defendant

to appear. Justice Stafford decided that
the empaneling of the jury, which had
been begun late yesterday afternoon,
should proceed.
Mr. Walter is under bond of $2,000, fur¬

nished by Herman W. Van Senden. No
attempt was made to forfeit the bond.!
Justice Stafford overruled a motion for
continuance after a conference following
the filing of affidavits. The conference
lasted until late this afternoon.
Talesmen were then examined in An

effort to secure a jury.
Defense Asks for Continuance.

Mr. Walter had been present in court
yesterday afternoon, but had advised
Justice Stafford that he was not repre¬
sented by counsel. He asked for a de¬
lay of the trial for a few days that he
might make arrangements to employ
counsel.
The court declined to grant the re¬

quest and after the panel had been
¦exhausted in the presence of Mr. Wal¬
ter an adjournment was taken until
today
Attorneys James B. Archer and John

Lewis Smith, representing Mr. Pick-
ford, when the absence of the co-de¬
fendant had been noted before the
prospective jurors, a^ked for a con¬
tinuance. claiming that the interests
of their client had been prejudiced be¬
fore the talesmen by the non-appear¬
ance of the co-defendant Walter.
They also stated they had intended to

use Walter as a witness, and his ab¬
sence would also militate against Mr.
Pickford in this regard, as depriving him
"of testimony needed in his defense.

Local Precedents in Case.
United States Attorney Wilson and As¬

sistant United States Attorney Hawken
urged that the trial should proceed. If
one defendant by his absence could pre¬
vent a trial, it was suggested, the gov¬
ernment would have great difficulty in
bringing to justice any case in which
there was more than one defendant.
The charge contained in the indict¬

ment returned jointly against the
three men was that February. 1911.
they offered, or caused ~o be offered, to
Ferdinand Hopp a bribe of $1,000 to in¬
fluence his testimony in a civil suit
then pending against Thomas H. Pick-
ford. '

Another count in the indictment al¬
leges a conspiracy to influence the testi¬
mony of a witness.

\ There are precedents in this District
for the proceeding with a trial after
t defendant had absented himself.

ALT0H B. PARKER GETS $1,500.
Defined Power* of Board of Media-

tion and Conciliation.
Although it would seem more proper

for the board of mediation and con¬
ciliation, or, for an authoritative opin¬
ion. the Attorney General, to have de¬
fined the scope of powers and duties
of the board of arbitration in the mat¬
ter of the recent contsoversy between
the conductors and trainmen and the
Eastern Association of Railways, Alton
B. Parker, one-time candidate for Presi¬
dent of the United States, is to be paidhis charge of $1,500 for services in de¬
fining the powers of the board.
George E. Downey, controller of the

Treasury, making this comment on the
propriety of the service, admits that
as a matter of administration it is tor
the chairman of the board of mediation
and conciliation to decide, and, havingdecided, the controller rules, the chair¬
man has authority in law to pay the
bill. As Judge Parker was not hired
as a clerk or employe of the board of
mediation and conciliation. Controller
Downey further comments, the services
rendered were justified only as "neces¬
sary expense." which the board is au¬
thorized to direct.

No Word Received From In¬
surgent Leader Indicating At¬
titude Toward Mediation.

QUESTION OVER LANDING
OF WAR CARGO AT TAMPICO

Admission of Constitutionalists to

Niagara Conference Dependent
Upon Agreement to Armistice.

Carranzji's reply to the South Ameri¬
can envoys outlining: his attitude toward
mediation was momentarily expected 10
reach here today for transmission to
Niagara Falls, and with the arrival at
Tampico of the steamer Antilla, sched¬
uled todav. it was believed, administra¬
tion officials immediately would reveal
whether they intend to permit the land¬
ing of the war cargo for the constitu¬
tionalists.

President Wilson and Secretary Bryan
confered on the Mexican situation early
t'iday. As the Secretary was leaving
the White House he was asked whether
the liner Antilla will unload her arms
and ammunition at Tampico.

"1 cannot discuss the Antilla at this
time." Mr. Bryan replied.
When asked concerning John Lind's

return to his home in Minnesota, Mr.
Bryan said:
"Mr. Lind has merely gone home on

business. He will return. He could be
spared better at this time than hitherto
and consequently has gone west on a
short business trip."
Secretary Daniels said he had neither

sent nor received any information about
the Antilla. He added that he avpected
to be advised if her cargo were landed.

Delay of Carranza Note Explained.
Delay In the receipt of the message

from Carranza was explained In a for¬
mal statement by Rafael Zuburan, chief
of the constitutionalist agency in Wash¬
ington. as due to interrupted wire com¬
munication between border points and
Saltlllo. where Carranza arrived yester-
dav. Mr. Zuburan denied "Intimations
that the delay was a "mere effort to
gain time."
Zubaran's formal statement was:
"Mr. Zubaran regrets that owing to to-

perfect telegraphic communications be¬
tween frontier points and Saltlllo. he has
for several days been prevented from re¬
ceiving from Gen. Carranza instructions
relative to any matter whatsoever, mclud-
ing those now under consideration at
Niagara Falls, though it is confidently
expected by Mr. Zubaran that the views
of the first chief will be communicated
to him at any moment.
"Mr. Zubaren also regrets that, mean¬

while. intimations should have been cir¬
culated, reflecting on the good faith of
the constitutionalist government and de¬
scribing the delay in making known its
attitude as a mere effort to gain time.
"Such intimations are absolutely base¬

less. as Mr. Zubaren. immediately upon
receipt of advices from Gen. Carranza,
which he is in a position to state, are
delated only because of physical Impos¬
sibilities, will not fail to transmit the
views of this government to the plenipo¬
tentiaries of the mediating governments.

Variance of Opinion.
Inasmuch as Husrta had suspended

his order for a blockade of Tampico,
some. officials expressed the opinion
thHt the Antilla would meet no inter¬
ference in the discharge of the ammu¬
nition. However, there were persistant
rumors to the contrary. Department
heads declined to discuss the case.
Receipt of word from Niagara Falls

that there had been a hitch over methods
of transition of the Mexican government
created little stir in Washington because
It was coupled with intimations that the
Huerta delegates would concede the
points raised by the American mission.
Such a hitch unofficially has been pre¬
dicted as common to all mediation nego¬
tiations. The American delegates de¬
clined to approve any plan of creating a
provisional government that might be
tantamount to recognition of Huerta.

Note Eagerly Awaited.
Details of Carranza's note eagerly were

awaited, but it was not believed it would
materially alter the mediation situation.
The constitutionalists have declared they
would not agree to a truce.a condition
upon which the mediators have asserted
they would insist. Without an armistice
the constitutionalists cannot hope for
admittance to the conference. However,
it was believed here that ultimately some
form of participation by Carranza would
be arranged.

It has been suggested that he might
send representatives to Niagara talis
to discuss terms on which a truce
might be based. Some close observers
of the situation insist Carranza may be
willing to acquiesce in peace proposals
relating to the establishment of a pro¬
visional government if the constitution¬
alists have ample representation.
John Lind. special adviser to Presi¬

dent Wilson and Secretary Bryan in
the Mexican situation. called at the
White House during the day in antici¬
pation of his leaving for home and
hade the President good-bye. It is not
known here definitely whether Mr.
kind's services will be further needed
by the President or not.

GETS STRIKE-BREAKERS
Westinghouse Company Brings Three

Cars of Men to Pittsburgh
Plant.

PITTSBURGH. Pa., June 10..In¬
tense excitement prevailed here soon
after 10 o'clock this morning when a
rumor ran through the crowds of
Westinghouse strikers in the streets
that strikebreakers had been sent
into the electric company's plant. In¬
vestigation whowed that three cars
tilled with men had been taken to a
point on the main line of the Penn¬
sylvania railroad around a curve from
the principal entrance to the works.
Here they had disembarked, removed

their shoes and stockings, and, wading
Turtle creek, had marched to the shops.They were .in charge of fifty guards.
The strikers, who were forming in

line for a parade to Wilmerding: and
Swiss vale, where the shops of the
Westinghouse Airbrake Company and
of the Union Switch and Signal Com¬
pany are located, ffell Into line
marched toward their destination, their
leaders urging them to remain peacea¬
ble.
Burgess Snvder notified all the saloon¬

keepers at East Pittsburgh that they
must keep their saloons closed the re¬
mainder of the week, and District At¬
torney Jackson asked the saloons at
Wilmerding and North Braddock to close
Wholesale liquor dealers In all ]parts of
the country were notified that they must
not deliver liquor in the strike district.
This action was taken at the request or
the strike leaders.

WOULD COLONIZE
LEPERS OFTHE U. S.

John R. Early Urges Govern¬
ment Reservation With Ben¬

efits of Civilization.

ADMITS HE IS VICTIM
OF THE DREAD DISEASE

Eeveals Hi» Views to High Federal
Officials. Who Call at

His Camp.

Thoroughly convinced that he la a

leper. John R. Early has conecrated him¬
self to the services of the three hundred
or more lepers in continental United
States. He will try to force the govern¬
ment to provide a reservation where these
lepers may be colonized, under such re¬
strictions only a«s are essential for the
protection of the rest of society, and
where they may enjoy the benefits and
advantages of civilization.
He is willing to be segregated from hi®

kind not similarly afflicted, but is op¬
posed to being banished and Isolated.
Keeping In mind his purpose to cause
the United States to establish a lepro-
sorium. he will take advantage of any
technicality to maintain his individual
rights to a place in the world; but he is
open to reason, and willing to stay
where he is, or to go to any place the
government may provide that will not
defeat his desire for the fellowship or
men. or his ultimate hope for the segre¬
gation of all lepers In one colony.

Gives Views to Visitors.
This epitomizes the impression glvew

by the leper to distinguished visitors
who chatted with him yesterday after¬
noon at his leper camp on the river
bank, at the foot of E street, near the
old workhouse. Byron R. Newton, as¬
sistant secretary of the Treasury; Dr.
Rupert Blue, surgeon general, and Dr.
W. C. Rucker, assistant surgeon general
of the public health service, and Repre¬
sentative Oldfield of Arkansas comprised
the party. 1
Assistant Secretary Newton, an old

newspaperman, has had previous ac-.,
quaintances with lepers. As a reporter
in New York city, one of his di¬
versions was to visit the lepers segre¬
gated on Blackwell's Island.
"It ought not to be so gigantic a

job to get the government to estab¬
lish a leprosorium." Early commented
on his project to his visitors. He
would have the leprosorium established
within continental United States for
the benefit of afflicted Americans,
where they can be on their own home
soil. A dry climate is necessary to
best conditions, he insists.
Assistant Secretary Newton is inclined

to favor the establishment of a lepro¬
sorium. as advocated by Early. Govern¬
ment sanction of such a project, by leg¬
islation. he suggests, is an admission that
leprosy exists in the United States, which
many mfey not wish to make. There may
be objections to the plan, to be developedby investigation, which are not now dis-
ceraable.

Three Bills in Congress.
Three bills are pending in Congress

The bill introduced by Representative
Johnson of Washington provides for
the care of lepers from continental
United States at the Hawaiian leper
colony, but Hawaii does not want addi¬
tions to its leper colony from else¬
where, and Early is unwilling to gothere. A bill of Representative Brit-
ton provides for a further examination
of Early to determine his condition,
but that he is leprous is conceded byEarly and all authorities and further
diagnosis is regarded as redundant.
A third bill provides for a national

leprosarium.
,Early met his visitors In the garden

near the small brick building in which
he is domiciled. He was neatly clad in
khaki, wore a Panama hat and made a
good appearance. Assistant SecretaryNewton was struck with his intelli-
gence and found him an authority on
his own particular disease, leprosy.Only the disfigurements of leprosy de¬
tracted from the impression of a sub-
stantial. desirable citizen. His visitors
went close to him, although he did not
offer nis hand and they did not come in
personal contact with him. They were with
His service in the Philippines Early

holds responsible for his condition. He
has a fairly clear idea how he was in-1fected. and believes that many soldiers
were similarly affected. He points out
that many such cases already have been
determined, and the difficulty in deetrmln-
ing others when sometimes seven years
pass with no visible signs of disease.
He estimates the number of lepers in
continental United States as something
more than 300.

Wants to Maintain Bights.
Discussing what was best to do with

him, Early said he was willing to remadn
wfcere he is or to go to any place he re¬
gards suitable for his segregation. He
made it clear, however, that he would
seize upon even' technicality to maintain
his personal rights, and to advance the
cause of a leprosorium. He consented
that photographs be taken of him by the
public health service.
Several members of Congress will see

Early this afternoon. He Is to do his own
lobbying at his own domicile, and is
exciting considerable interest among the
lawmakers.

Hot Known How Many Fishermen
Were lost in Recent Storm:

CHATHAM, N. B., June 10..Conflicting
reports made It impossible today to de¬
termine definitely how many fishing
smacks and lives had been lost in the
storm which swept the Gulf of St.
Lawrence, Chaleur bay and the Straits
of Northumberland Friday.
One report received this forenoon

placed the number of dead at 125. Ad¬
vices from Caraquet said that nineteen
lives were known to have been lost, one
vessel was missing and nothing was
known of the fate of the crews of two
vessels reported ashore on Pokesudie
Island.

Motors Installed in Engine and
Track Company.

New motor fire apparatus today was in¬

Justice Gould's Testimony.
Justice Gould was the principal witness

at the hearing yetserday afternoon He
had previously testified as to a con¬
versation he had had with Justice
Wright, in which the question had been
asked of him by Justice Wright: Was he
(Justice Gould) willing to try the case

against Wade H. Cooper, indicted for libel
against Justice Wright?
Justice Gould yesterday afternoon de¬

clared that any idea that may have been
formed from his previous testimony to the
effect that Justice Wright was urging him
to try the case, or requesting him to do
so. was absolutely wrong. He said Jus¬
tice Wright had merely asked him the
question as to whether he was willing to
do so. and that the question carried with it
to him no implication that Justice Wright
wanted him to do so. He said Justice
Wright was merely ascertaining his at¬
titude.
He said he had decided he did not want

to try the case, not because he could not
give it a fair trial, but because it is
always necessary that the public shall
understand that a trial has been Impartial
He thought that because of his connec-
tion with Justice Wright on the bench,
and the knowledge of that connection in
the public mind, he had better not try
the case.

Guy Johnson, Whar¬
ton E. Lester and D. W. O'Donochue.

Reynolds he would recommend that
they at once nominate a successor to
Justice Barnard on the Supreme bench
who would be more familiar with local
practices and customs than he is. and
would, therefore, be of greater service
at this time in disposing of the ac¬
cumulation of court business.

WOULD OUST PERKINS
Amos Pinchot Shows Handicap to

Progressive Party in let¬
ter to Roosevelt.

NEW YORK, June 10..Amos Pinchot
made public today the text of the confi¬
dential letter he recently addressed to
Theodore Roosevelt, the members of the
progressive national committee and
other leaders, denouncing George W.
[Perkins, chairman of the national execu-
tive committee, as a menace to the party
principally because of his affiliation with
the United States Steel Corporation and
the International Harvester Company,
"two great monopolies which have suc¬
ceeded most completely in exploiting the
public and crushing organized labor."
The letter opens by declaring that "a

situation exists in the progressive
party which must be terminated before
it can command general popular sup¬
port."
"The situation I refer to," Mr.

Pinchot continues in his letter, "is
this: First, an element in, party lead¬
ership, headed by George W. Per¬
kins. favors the protection of private
monopoly in American industry, and
since the party's formation has been
taking active steps to commit the
party to that policy. 8econd. the chair¬
man of the executive committee (Mr.
Perkins) is actively opposed to recog¬
nition of labor's right to organize and
deal with capital through labor jinions.and has frequently gone on record to
this effect."
Mr. Pinchot says the rank and file and

the majority of the leaders of the party
feel that Mr. Perkins* resignation rs
chairman of the executive committee is
necessary. Mr. Pinchot det «.
lieves even Mr. Perkins will agree 'with
him that the success Of the party de¬
mands such action immediately.

In the desire to keep the field of
players within reasonable size, the com-
mittee having the contest in charge de-
elded that only those with a handicap
of twelve or less can take part. It was
expected that a larger number of play¬
ers would turn out, but the hopelessness
of a majority of getting up near the
front doubtless caused the decrease.

Some of the Absentees.
Two absentees were discovered this

morning, A. B. Brown of Chevy Chase,
was under the impression that his handi¬
cap was twelve, but last night word came
from the golf committee of his club that
it was fourteen and of course he was

eliminated.

Mr. Clapp has been
playing fine golf of late, and the wise
boys around the clubhouse are picking
him as a strong contender for the
championship. Mr. Thompson had diffi¬
culty in getting under way, and could
not find himself throughout the eight¬
een holes. He belongs to the group
with reputations for being strong fin¬
ishers.
At the close of the morning round of

eighteen holes Mr. Clapp's 77 stood up,
being the best of the round by three
strokes. A majority of the players com¬
plained of the usual hard luck, and start¬
ed the afternoon round with a deter¬
mination to do better and lower the
figures of the morning play.

Campaign.

iOWANS HOPE TO GET HIM
FOR SEVERAL SPEECHES

Has Not Talked About Hobion Pro¬
hibition Amendment, Nor Ii to
Take Any Part in House Fight

Iowa de/nocrats. through Representa¬
tive Connolly, recently nominated to
carry the banner of his party in the
election for the. United States Senate
against Senator Cummins, republican,
are going to bend every effort to obtain
from President Wilson a definite prom¬
ise. at an early date, that he will make
several speeches in that state in the
campaign this fall. Concentrated in¬
fluence is to be used upon the Presi¬
dent this week, or as soon as confer¬
ences may be held with him. to obtain
this promise, and the Iowans believe
they will succeed.
Democrats from many other states are

preparing to swoop down upon the Presi¬
dent with requests that he make known
his plans for the coming campaign, so
that they can get things ready for his
appearance. They want the inspiration of
his leadership. Without It they will be
swamped, some of them declare.

Burleson With Presi4ent.
Postmaster General Burleson spent

some time with President Wilson today
discussing post office appointments and
political questions of moment. Mr. Bur¬
leson has long been regarded as the
cabinet adviser of the President on
political subjects that might become
Important to the administration and to
the democratic party.
Just what he took up today he i»d

not wish to reveal, but it became
known from an inside source that
there is no truth in a story that Mr.
Burleson has passed word along the
line in the House that the President
wishes a vote on the Hobson amend¬
ment seeking to bring ab^ut prohibi¬
tion throughout the country.On the contrary, it is stated that the
President has not talked about the Hob-
son amendment with anybody and does
not propose to take any part in the flght
on that subject in the House. He has
uniformly held that subjects not recom¬
mended in the platform of the Baltimore
convention will receive no support from
him, and the Hobson proposition is gen¬
erally looked upon as one of these. The
President, it is said, will give no advicfc
to democrats of the House on the sub¬
ject.

Favors Trade Bill Amendment.
President Wilson, It was learned today.

Is inclined to look with favor upon an
amendment to the House interstate trade
commission bill which would give that
body additional powers in determining
the legality of corporate practices and
would make it the intermediary between
complainants and the courts In initiating
actions.
The President discussed broadening

the scope of the trade commission bill
in a conference with Representative
Stevens of New Hampshire, republican
member of the interstate and foreign
commerce committee, who is the author
of a bill to create a commission with
more authority than that extended in
the Covington bill, which passed the
House and is now pending in the Sen¬
ate. Participating in the conference
were Senator Hollis of New Hamp¬
shire, Louis D. Brandeis of Boston and
Representative Covington.
While the proposed amendment would

be added to the Covington bill, it
would deal with subjects taken up in
the Clayton bill, and, as explained by
its advocates, would furnish a better
way of dealing with illegal corporate '

practices than is furnished by the Clay¬
ton* bill. Representative Covington,
author of the House trade commission
bill, is understood to approve of the
proposed amendment. |
An effort is to be msde to incorporate

the proposed amendment in the Coving¬
ton bill when it reaches the Senate
It was said by the President's callers
today that he would not attempt to
push the amendment, but would be
satisfied If it is incorporated.

ACTIVE BEE CONVENTION
ENLIVENS HOTEL SECTION
Washington's hotel district entertained

a bee convention today. The affair was

impromptu, but In spite of that fact the
gayest corner in Washington was made
more gay probably than it has ever been
before.
When the bees decided to have a touch

of the high life they picked out the corner
of 14th and F streets and landed on the
nearest thing to a tree which they could
find. It is one of those half-grown, tired-
looking bits of shubbery that a fond and
beloved government confidently believes
will some day give shade.
There must have been a couple of hun¬

dred of the bees, and they made more
fuss than an English militant when the
king is around.
Young men of fashion who have been

wearing out the sidewalks at the corner
of 14th and F streets for years and years
hustled for the first time in their lives
when the bees took possession. They
had on the high speed when they turned
the corner of E street.
