HULLS BEING REPAIRED.

Marine Railways Are Busy Putting
Vessels in Good Service.

The schooner Virginia Dare went
down to Alexandria Saturday and has
been hauled out on the marine railway
there for attention to her hull and to be
cleaned and painted. The Virginia Dare
is one of the fleet belonging to E. MadisonHall of this city, and as soon as the
work on her is completed she will returnto service with the tie and lumber
fleet in service on Chesapeake bay and
its tributaries.
Capt. Gibson, owner of the bugeye

Maud S.. has the vessel out on the
marine railway at Regan's boatyard for
calking and repair work to hull, and for
cleaning and painting in preparation for
putting the vessel in service on the
river. The work on the vessel will be
completed about the end of this week.
Capt. Gibson recently acquired the Maud
S.. in exchange with Capt. Kendrick for
the schooner Idelia A. Moore.
The two-masted r»ver schooner Orbit,

belonging to W. I. Sutherland of Cross
Roads. Charles county. Md.. is out on the
marine railway at Dean's, Alexandria, to
calk and for general hull repairs that
will take several days to complete. When
the Orbit is again ready for service she
will return to wood and lumber freightingfrom Potomac landings to this city.
