RUSSIA REFUSE** TO DEMOBILIZE.
I'ARIS. August i..The Temps relates details of the conversa¬

tion between Count von Pourtl les, the German ambassador, and

Sergius Sazonoff, the Russian fi areign minister, in St. Petersburg
Thursday.

Count von Pourtales first asfked whether, in case Russia were

assured Austria would not retain any territory conquered in Servia,
Russia would stop her mobilization.

To this M. Sazonoff replied " No," and said that Russia could not

permit the "execution" of Servia* which had been announced by Aus-;
tria.

Count von Pourtales then as! ted M. Sazonoff under what condi¬
tions Russia would demobilize. '

M. Sazonoff answered that ally questions of this sort must first
be raised at Vienna, which had committed acts of war and made dec¬
larations which alone had determined Russia to mobilize.

The conversation did not cdntinue further.
The German government, on receipt of Count von Pourtales'j

report, according to the Temps, did put itself into communication
with Vienna, which up to that tfrme it had refused to do. but, to be
exact. Germany affirmed that it was not exercising pressure nor

having recourse to mediation, blit was simply asking for informa-

tion.nothing else.

CALLING OF THE CZAR'S RESERVES
FANS WAR SPIRIT Of RUSSIANS

I .ON DON. August 1..The corresporulen t
of The Times, telegraphing from S|:.
Petersburg says:
"A general mobilization has been or¬

dered. Never within living memory has
Russia lived through a day of such emt»-
tion. The government decided on mobil i-
zation late Thursday. This step wi a
forcei upon it when it became apparent
that the Germans were purposely dela}
ing their official notice of mobilization 'in
order to place Russia in a osition of ir
feriority. To have hesitated longer woold
have been to court disaster. /
"Curt notices signifying that Jfte eij i-

peror has decided to mobilize hrthe el n-
plre about 4,000.000 men, ana orderli^
the reservists, without distinction, to re¬
port at the nearest police station by 6
o'clock Saturday morning, have bet &i
posted at street corners.
"Another brief notice informs reserv¬

ists that sums of money will be paid, to
them for clothing and footgear.

Censorship Is Strict.
"For several hours before these notices

were issued all telegrams except official
dispatches were intercepted, and t! lis
message was permittted to pass only by
courtesy of the Russian authorities, 4-

'"These precautions obviously are nlrp-
essary during the important interval 1 «e-
tween the announcement of mobilizatl txn

and the beginning of hostilities.
"German reservists in Russia have not

been summoned, owing to the dellay in
pdoclaiming German mobilization. It is
doubtful if they will now be able to join
the colors, because all railwaay com¬
munication south and west of St. Peters¬
burg has been suspended. The position
of Germans in Russia, who number sev¬
eral millions. Is believed to be extremely
serious, especially in view of the wide-
sn/fcad belief in the existence of a far-
Taching system of German esnionae^."
A dispatch to the Times from Paris

reports that the Germans have seized
French locomotives at frontier points
and torn up the permanent railway line
at Pagny, in the department of Meurthe
et Moselle, where machine guns have
been placed in position.

Situation Is "Modified."
An extraordinary council of ministers

held at Peterhof, according to a St.
Petersburg dispatch to the Times, was
confronted last night with a modified
situation, resulting from assurances by
the German ambassador following mes¬
sages exchanged between the Russian
emperor, the German emperor and King
George
The impression among the ministers,

adds the dispatch, is that Germany is
disposed to bring influence to bear upon
Austria to resume diplomatic conversa¬
tions on grounds acceptable to the other
European powers, and there seems some
hope of a compromise.

OVERCAME NEW SYSTEM.

Handicap Innovation at Detroit Wor¬
ried Some Trotters, But Not Anvil.
DETROIT, Mich., August 3..A new

system of handicapping was tried yester¬
day for the first time in the free-for-all
trot, the last event of the week of grand
circuit racing at the state fair grounds.
Beginning at the first turn, chalked lines
were laid down the track as far as the
quarter-mile post. In the scoring for
each heat the four starters were given
positions off the pole according to their
last year's records, and each horse had
to keep in its own lane until the chalk
marks ended.
This arrangement forced Dudle Arch-

dale, on the outside, to travel about
fifty yards further than Robert Milroi.
on the pole, and Anvil about thirtv
yards further, to complete the mile. Bon
Zolock was in second position.
With this big advantage Robert Milroi

and Bon Zolock took a big lead in each
heat. Anvil won the race, faking first
and third heats, after a long chase. In
the second Geers* horse broke badly at
the start, and Robert Mih-oi led all the
way by a dozen lengths. The handicap
was too great for l>udie Archdale, and
she never got near the other contenders.
R. H. Breat. the Philadelphia horse

entered by Senator James P. McNichoi,
romped away with the 2.22 pace, going
through in straight heats, without shed¬
ding a bit of perspiration. The Phila¬
delphia entry made a procession of every
heat.
The 2.07 pace furnished a great con¬

test, Fay Richmond winning after seven
hard-fought heats. John D. took the first
two rounds with ease, was fifth in the
third and distanced in the fourth. Then
Fay Richmond won a couple and Mari¬
etta. whom Murphy had not been ex¬
pending. captured the fifth.

GREAT NUMBER CONTINUE
TO SEEK GOLD FOR NOTES

Line Made Up Largely of Clerki. In¬

cluding Many Women, Who De¬
sire Coin to Vint Resorts.

LONDON, Augnst 1..The Bank of

England today raised Its discount rate
to 10 per cent.
The scenes witnessed at the Bank of

England yesterday during the rush to
obtain gold in exchange for bank notes
were repeated this mornins but nn

still larger scale. A few people who
had been too late to get currency yes¬
terday afternoon spent the night in the
vicinity of the bank, and reached the

quadrangle at daybreak, so as to be
first in line today. They might have
spent the night more comfortably, for
very few followed their example in the
early hours. The majority came to the
city in their usual leisurely manner
and went to the bank at the customary
opening hour.
The ciowd soon increased in the course

of the morning and an hour after the
opening some 500 persons were lined up
while the streets nearby were filled with
curious onlookers. !
The bank porters had been sworn in as

special policemen so that they could more
easily handle the crowds and in case of {
necessity arrest anybody causing a dis- .

turbance.
Crowd Easily Handled.

A .strong force of the city police also
was on duty to deal with the crowd out¬

side the bank premises.
Although some of the people were a little

restless, as the? wanted to get their
money, so as to proceed to country and
seaside resorts for their usual holiday at

the beginning of August, the first Monday
of which is a national holiday, there was

nothing which could be described even as

excitement.
It was noticeable today that the line

was largely made up of clerks, and in¬
cluded many women who had received
their wages in notes and wanted to
change them into gold, as they realized
that with a continuance of the crisis
notes would become unchangeable.
At holiday resorts notes are usually

refused, and in fact in London res¬
taurants and theaters notes are

chansred at the best of times only for
customers and persons who are known
personally, so that those with pockets
full of paper money often find them¬
selves unable to buy anything.

No Bun on Penny Bank.
The closing of the National Penny

Bank, whose customers are mostly
working people, caused no excitement
whatever. Not a person appeared in
front of the head office.
A similar quiet prevailed at other

banks, and there was not a sign of any
run.
ThrogmortonAstreet, where stock brok¬

ers usually assemble, was deserted to¬
day, the brokers having gone away for
the holiday. In fact, the traffic to the
holiday resorts was heavier today than
it had ever beenj many who had In¬
tended to take short trips to the con¬
tinent decided to remain in the British
Isles.
The Baltic Mercantile and Shipping

Exchange is to be seen open Monday,
an unprecedented occurrence on a bank
holiday.

Bank Bates Increased.

MILITANTS IGNORE COUNSEL.

Attempt to Dynamite Cathedral De¬
spite Order of Union.

BELFAST, Ireland, August 1..Mili¬
tant suffragists today disobeyed the
order issued by the Women's Social and
Political Union requesting members to
refrain from militant acts during the
international crisis and made an at¬
tempt to destroy the ancient cathedral
at Lisburn, which contains a monument
of Lieut. Dobbs, killed during an en¬

gagement against Admiral John Paul
Jones* ship.
The women placed a quantity of

dynamite beneath a window of the
chancel. The thick wall resisted the
explosion, but a very rare stained glass
window was shattered and a large
quantity of masonry damaged.

EXPECT EARLY ARMISTICE.
Officials Confident of Satisfactory

Outcome of Saltillo Conferences.
Administration officials looked to Sal¬

tillo today for an early beginning of the
conferences between federal and consti¬
tutionalist envoys over arrangements for
Carranza's occupation of Mexico City.
They were confident that the parleys
speedily would result In an armistice and
an arrangement for the peaceful admin¬
istration of government.
Withdrawal of the American troops at

Vera Cruz probably will take place soon
after peace formally has been declared.
Gen. Villar and Justice Allende, the Car-

bajal envoys, were to reach Saltillo to¬
day and probably the conferences will be
begun Monday.

WAR CLOSES MINES IN U. S.

Montana Company Throws 3,000
Men Out of Employment.

BUTTE, Mont., August 1..As a re¬

sult of the unsettled conditions in the
metal markets, domestic and foreign, due
to European war clouds, the Great Falls
smelter of the Anaconda Copper Mining
Company suspended yesterday, and
seven mines were ordered shut down
here today.
More than 3,000 men were affected,

and it was intimated by min.ng officials
that if the chaotic condition of the
markets continued for a week a general
suspension of the Butte mines and the
Washoe smelter might result.

terest of depositors to suspend business
for a time.

SAM0ANS HAVE WIRELESS.

Islands Now in Direct Communica-
* tion With Outside World.

Inhabitants of the Samoan Islands are

now In direct communication with the
outside world by means of the wireless.
For years they had to be content with
the news brought them once a month by
one of the steamers plying between San
Frajicisco and Australia.
The Navy Department recently in¬

stalled at the naval station on the Island
of Tutuila a small radio set designed
primarily for communication with ships.
It was of small transmitting range, but

reports to the department indicate that
t>'e apparatus is exceptionally efficient.
Messages have been sent 700 miles to the
British station in the Figi Islands. But
it Is as a receiving station, however, that
its worth is appreciated by the Samoans,
the record being remarkable for such a

small station. At night messages have
been copied from the naval station at
North Head, Wash., about 4,500 miles
away. It Is from Honolulu, however,
that most of the news is received by the
Samoans, and the press dispatcnes sen*
out from there every night are published
the next day.

Brown Leaves to Swim Channel.
NEW YORK, Augrust 1..Alfred

Brown, the professional long-distance
swimming champion of America, sailed
on the liner St. Louis yesterday for
England to undertake to swim across
the English channel. Before sailing
Brown expressed confidence in his abil¬
ity to swim the channel, and said that
he hoped to accomplish the feat In
eighteen hours If conditions are favor¬
able.

Railroad, automobile
and street fatalities are so common that
they attract only passing attention, yet
the loss of a steamship, or even of a sail¬
ing vessel, Involving the sacrifice of life,
is so rare that it becomes a subject of
special comment in every newspaper.

BUMPS FROM A "KID"

Schoolboy, Reggie Lewis, Plays
Nervy and Steady Game Against

Veteran Golfer.

MAN-CHESTER, Vt. August 1.Youth
was served -with a vengeance yesterday
when Reggie Lewis, aged eighteen, re¬

tired Walter J. Travis, fifty-two years
old, in the semi-final of Ekwanok Club's
golf tournament. Few closer or more in¬
teresting matches have ever been played
in this country. The fifteenth hole win
never be forgotten by the big gallery.
There Lewis was over strong in reaching
the green, being in rough on far side.

Lewis lost the third hole by chipp.ng into
a bunker. The fourth was well halved.
Overplaying the green cost Travis the
fifth, squaring the match for the second
time. Getting into a clump of trees cost
Travis the sixth, and he also lost the
seventh, his ball getting a wretched kick
on his third, which more than offset
Lewis' shortness on his second.
Travis was 2 down when Lewis drove

into a trap at the eighth and missed his
first escape stroke. On hfs second, how¬
ever, he played a beauty. 150 yards
long, well to the hole. Travis, however,
sank a putt of 25 yards for the hole.
Travis stole a birdie 3 at the nfcjth,
Lewis not being able to dink his putt.
They, therefore turned home all square.
Inferior putting cost Travis the tenth.

The eleventh was well halved. Travis
squared the match at the twelfth with
a 4. thanks to a superb second, while
Lewis took t>. Two putts cost Travis
the thirteenth, while the fourteenth
was halved.

ANGLICAN CHURCH GRANTS
VOTE TO WOMEN MEMBERS

Militant Suffragettes Reply to Con- |
cession by Trying to Break

Up Meeting.

LONDON, July 22..Women members of
the Anglican Church have been given
the vote on equal terms with men In
church affairs and will also be admitted
as lay representatives on parochial
church councils, according to a decision
reached at the annual meeting of the
representative church council. The vote
was 188 to 90. Those for the change were
22 bishops, 90 clergy and 76 laity; those
against, 3 bishops, 15 clergy and 72 laity
The militant suffragettes' reply to this

concession was an attempt to break up
the meeting and a demand that the coun¬
cil should drop all other business and de¬
vote its attention to securing the release
of women who are undergoing imprison¬
ment for burning churches and destroy¬
ing art treasures.
The Dean of Canterbury was the most

insistent opponent of the enfranchisement
of women in church affairs. In the mat¬
ter of public affairs he was entirely of
the opinion o/ Pericles, "The less women
said the better."
Another opening for women is to be

discussed at the international peniten¬
tiary congress to be held in London next
ear. Leading authorities in the countries
which are to send representatives to the
ongress have been asked to report or

the policy of the employment of womer
in the services of the police and the in-1
fluence on crime of the publication of ob
jectionable matters by pictures or oth
erwlse.

It the rich province of Bessarabia anil
giving to the Roumanians in exchangejthe strip of swampy Bulgarian soil ®t|
the mouth of the Danube known as the
Dobrudja. |

King Carol's Diplomacy.
Nevertheless, in the present Interna¬

tional struggle Roumanla is ranged with
Russia against Austria. Behind thi*
alignment Is an Interesting story of King
Carol's diplomacy In the second Balkan
war.a feat which placed Roumanla In
the position of the dominant factor for
the time being, among the Balkan states.
When the first Balkan war broke out

and the allies be*an to push the Turks
out of Europe. King c*ro! 'ou"dJ^.,Tvpunable to partl-ipate In the *

distribution of Ottoman <erritor> beiaus
his country at no point touched tne
Turkish empire. Inthese jj^fnehe devised the scheme of demanding"compensation" from Bulgana for its
neutrality In the struggle. This com
pensation" was to be a strip of Bui
garian territory contiguous to the Dob
rudjan boundary.
St. Petersburg's Beady Acceptance.
Kins Carol*8 plan found ready accept¬

ance at St. Petersburg, where it war

Consequently the Russian foreign
office informed Bulgaria that Roumanla
must be "compensated" by the cession of
Bulgarian territory..

Department of Agriculture to Issue

Equipment for Lessons in

Tilling the Soil.

Women Also to Be Taught Cooking
Where Ten or More Get Together

for That Purpose.

The Department of Agriculture has de¬
vised a plan whereby ten or more farm¬
ers or farm women can form home
classes In agriculture or domestic sci¬
ence and Veceive the text books, lectures,
lantern slides, laboratory and cooking
equipment necessary to conduct such
classes. The plan Is to be carried out in
co-operation with the agricultural col¬
leges of several states.
The department today made public an

explanation of the plan, which is, in part,
as follows:
"The object of the plan Is to make ac¬

cessible at home, to men and women
who have not the time or means to at¬
tend the regular courses at the colleges,
practical short courses in agriculture and
home management specially adapted to
their districts. These courses, which will
consist of fifteen to twenty lectures and
will consume five or more weeks, can
be arranged to suit the spare time and
convenience of each group of people.

Courses to Be Offered.
"The courses to be offered at first are

poultry raising, fruit growing, soils,
cheese manufacturing, dairying, butter
making and farm bookkeeping; and for
the women especially, courses In the
preparation, cooking and use of vegeta¬
bles and cereal foods. The department
will supply lectures and lantern slides
covering these subjects, and the states
which have agreed to co-operate in tne
plan will lend to each group laboratory
and cooking apparatus valued at $100 and
a reference library. The text books and
lectures will be made so complete that
each group can safely appoint one of its
members as study leader to direct the
work of the course.
"When a group has decided to take up

the work, the state which co-operates
sends an agent with the department's rep¬
resentative to organize a sample class and
assist the leader whom they elect in lay-
in,. out the work and In showing him the
beat methods of procedure. The sessions
are not held ..-very day. so that the mem¬
bers will have time to attend to their
farm duties In between the sessions, as
well as before and after the instruction
period. The classes meet commonly at
the most convenlenet farmhouse.

Leader in Charge of Work.
"As soon as a class is established the

state organizer withdraws to start a class
In some other district. The work there¬
after is left In charge of the leader, who
receives assistance by mall from the col¬
lege or the department In carrying on the
work. Every one who completes the
course will receive a certificate from the
state college.
"Not all of the states have yet agreed

to co-operate In this plan. Last winter
experiments along these lines were car¬

ried out successfully In Pennsylvania, and
this has stimulated an Interest In the
method In other states. In one of the
Pennsylvania classes more men applied
than could be accommodated, and all of
the twenty men and fifteen women wno
began and course completed it. Penn¬
sylvania 'Is now arranging for more
classes, while Massachusetts, Michigan.
Vermont and Florida expect to take up
the work: Other states, such as Maine,
New York. New Jersey and Delaware,
have signified their willingness to co-
operate."

Bucharest, which put an end to the second
Balkan war, Bulgaria was obliged to re¬
nounce a region of more than twentv-flve
hundred square miles, with a Bulgarian
population of nearly a ouarter of u mil¬
lion, to its northern neighbor as "compen¬
sation."

Pledged to Help Servia.
Now that the near eastern question has

once more been placed upon the green
table by the dramatic act of Austria in
demanding that Servia put an end to anti-
Austrian agitation within its borders.
Roumania is pledged to help the Servians
and their patron, the Czar of Russia, in
maintaining the existing situation. To
Roumania, with Greece, has been assigned
the special task of preventing Bulgaria
from attacking Servia in the event of an
actual clash at arms.

It is uncertain, however, to what ex¬
tent Roumania will be able to co-operate
with Greece, inasmuch as Graeco-Rou¬
manian relations have been subjected to
a strain by the Greek policy of suppress¬
ing all non-Greek nationalities, including
the Roumanians, in the Greek part of
Macedonia.

Week in Stock Market Before Clos¬

ing: Marked by Succession of
Convulsive Investments.

NEW YORK, August 1..After four
days of severe unsettlement resulting
from the Austro-Servian situation, the
New York Stock Exchange decided to dis¬
continue operations, and yesterday closed
for an indefinite period. This decision
was not reached until shortly before the
opening hour, when leading banking in¬
terests advised the exchange that any
other course might endanger credits and
put the entire financial structure of the
country to test beyond endurance.
It Is altogether likely that the exchange

might have proceeded to do business re

gardless of the more menacing war out¬
look but for the fact that the closing ot
the London exchange left it In a position
where it would have to absorb the stock
offerings of all the world's markets.
This, it was reasoned, would havi re

suited in a titanic wave of selling v.-h:cl*
would have depressed prices to a pan;ck>
level.

Heavy Sales by London.
The preceding days of the week were

a succession of more or less conv. >e

movements, which had their origin large¬
ly in the heavy sales of our securities by
London and the continental markets.
The one topic of discussion and cause

for apprehension lay across the water, all
domestic factors, such as the crop out¬
look, delay in the eastern freight rate de¬
cision and the quarterly statement of the
U. S. Steel corporation, sinking into the
background.
The heavy sglling of stocks at stead¬

ily diminishing values was accom¬
panied by demoralization in foreign
exchange, and the imposition of almost
prohibitive "war risks" demanded by
the marine insurance companies for
shipment of gold to London and Paris,
which again attained large proportions.
A number of failures on the stock

and cotton exchanges followed the clos¬
ing of those institutions, but it is be¬
lieved that more disastrous effects
would have resulted but for the sus¬

pension of business.
