A Severe Sufferer.

Americans Forced to Take Up Arms.

In Germany the situation Is the most
complicated, for the only treatles the
United States has which touch on this
subject were made with separate states
and principalities before the confederation
of the empire. None of these except
first naturalization papers as a valid ob-
stacle against repatriation.

Many Americans by adoption who are
surgeons or physicians, merthants or at
least material for able-bodied soldlery,
have been or are ahout to be sent to war.

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MARKET SHELTERS RULED
TO BE PUBLIC BUILDINGS

Acting Controller Says Appropria-
tions May Be Used as
Desired.

SBhelters planned for erection at the
farmers’ produce market by the govern-
ment of the District of Columbla are of
s0 permanent a character that W. W.
Warwick, acting controller of the Treas-
ury., is inclined to consider it proper to
regard them as public buildings.

As  such. their construction, under
authority of the appropriation for the
District of Columhia for the fiscal year
ending June 39, {8 not barred by the
provision of law that generally applies to
limit the use of appropriations to the
fiscal year in which Congress made the
appropriation.

“Erection of shelters" is a term so
vague to the acting controller that he
does not undertake to define with ac-
curacy its limitation. He places the re-
sponsibility upon the board of Commis-

sioners, ruling that if it decides that
“lunchrooms, offices, tollets, etc'" are
necessary congeniences In  connection

with the purposes for which the shelters
are to he used, the appropriation is avail-
able for shelters with such facilities.

There were two references made by the
board of Commissioners. The flrst in-
quiry was as to the availability of the ap-
propriation to complete the work of
erecting these sheliers and the necessary
paving in connection therewith.

Whetier this appropriation s available
for the crection of offices for the yvard-
master and weighmaster, lunchroom,
toilets, etc., at the farmers’ produre mar-
ket, was the purport of the second ques-
tion. Both are answered affirmatively.

CLASSIC FUTURITY ON TODAY.

English Turfman's Colors an Entry
for America’s Rich Prize.

SARATOGA, N. Y., August 209.—When
the parade of colts and fillies passes the
grandstand at the race track here todayv

prior to the running of the classic Fu-
turity stakes for two-vear-olds the red,
white and black tricolor of Louis Wi-
nians, a prominent Engzlish horse owner,
will be worn by the jockey who pilots
Polish, a Muadden-bred oolt, which the

English sportsman purchased here a few
weeks ago.

LOADING RATLROAD TIES.

Schooner Helen Montague Goes to
Upper Machodoc Creek.

After loading about 3,500 rallroad
tirs at this city the thres-masted
schooner Helen Montague, which has
been lying at the 1%th street wharf
for the past two weeks, has left for
Upper Machodoc creek, on the Poto-
mie, in Virginia, and will there com-
plete the loading of about 10,000 tles,
which she will take to Boston. Most
of the ties loaded on the Montague at
this city were brought here in canal
boats from the vicinity of Seneca, Md
The Montague brought a cargo of
laths from New Brunswick for John-
son & Wimsatt and unloaded them
here before taking on the laths. Ehe
is the first sailing vessel to load ties
at this city this season, though one or
two schooners have heen loaded at
Potomac points.  Several barges are
now reported at points along the river
taling ties ahoard for New York and
Philadelphiz, but the Montague is the
only schooner loading on the Potomac
for an eastern port. It probably will
he ten dayvs beforé she completes her
cargo and is ready to start north.
