McAD00'S PLAN APPROVED.

Business Men's Committee Favors
Loans on Warehouse Receipts.

Approval of Secretary RlcAdoo's plan
to accept as a basis for currency notes
secured by warehouse receipta for cotton,
tobacco and naval stores at 75 per cent
of their face value, is given in the report
of the special commitles appointed by
the conference of representative planters,
bankers, manufacturers and dealers held
herea August 24-20.

The committes recommended that every
affort be made to assist producers in hold-
ing their cotiton for a price that will
minimize their losses until the channels
of foreign trade are reopened. Eight
cents & pound was suggcsted as a fair
basis for loans on cotton.

RETRENCHMENT PLANNED
BY WATER DEPARTMENT

Income Last Year Fell $50,000 Be-
low Estimates, Leaving Only
$900 Balance.

This is to be a lean year with the
District water department. No ex-
tensive Improvements of any charac--
ter are contemplated, and only neces-
sary extensions of malns will be or-
dered.

The department’s income last year
from rents, assessments and other
sources fell $50,000 below the amount
estimated, leaving a balance after all
expenses had been met of only $%00. It
has been found necessary to adopt a
policy of retrenchment during the
present filacal twelve months in order
to swell thia balance to the point

whers it will be possible to undertake
some blg improvements next season.

New Pump to Cost $100,000.

The principal improvement planned
is the installation of a new pump for
the third high service at a cost of ap-
proximately $100,000.

Last vear the department installed
10,000 meters, which resulted in con-
siderably reducing its income from
water rants, Statistics compiled show
that returns on the meter accounts
averaged about $1.60 less per year than
those for the flat-rate service.

In addition to the extensive meter
installations, other Improvements un-
dertaken last year which cut in on the
department's reserve fund were the
building of the Anacostia pumplng ata-
tion, water towers in Good Hope, Con-
gresa Heights and Randle Highlands,
and installation of two electric cranes
in the storage yards.

This year only 5,000 meters will be
installed. The estimated amount of
tha department's income is $750,000, or
$40,000 leas than the amount estimated
for last year.

DISCRIMINATED AGAINST,
NEW ORLEANS CHARGES

Files Complaint Apgainst Thirty
Railroads in Cotton Rates
With I. C. C.

Discrimination agalnst New Orleans in
favor of other southern and eastern ports
in fixing rates on cotton is charged

against thirty railroads, in a complaint
filed yesterday with the interstate com-

merce commission by the New Orleans
cotton exchange. The commlissfon is
asked to meet in New Orleans at an early
date to investigate the charge.

Diserimination is accomplished, the
complaint sets out, through the failure
of the carriers to publish through rates
to New Orleans from local cotton pro-
ducing polnts along their lines, although
such rates to Moblle, Pensacola, Wil-
mington, Norfolk, Baltimore, Philadel-
phia, New York and Boston are offered.

The result is that the rate to New
Orleans from any local point now Iis
made up of a local rate to a junction
point plus the rate from that junction to
destination. This combination is alleged
to create a rate discrimination in faver
of the other shipping points named.

It is charged also that the phrase *‘un-
preszed, with privilege to carriers of com-
pressing,” shown in published cotton
rates glves opening for further discrimi-
nation. The wording 18 Indefinite, the
complaint avers, and permits the carriers
to absorb compressing charges or assess
thern against shippers at will. The com-
plainant asks that the phrase “to in-
clude cost of compressing” be substituted.

A contribution from & German-Amer-
ican to be used on behalf of the German
sufferers in the great war now raging
abroad was received this morning at the
headquarters of the American Natiom=e
Red Cross in this ecity. Fritz Achelis of
New York city sent the Red Cross his
personal check far $300 for the purpose
stated, to aid the coming work of that
organization.

Ship to Be Named Red Cross.

It {8 hoped that the expedition which
will bear physiclans and nurses f{rom
America on a2 Red Croas ship will be able
to start by the latter part of next weeck
from New York. The ehip is to be
changed not only in appearance, but even
In name, and will bear the title “Red
Cross.” The committes negotiating for
a suitable vessel prefers an

various foreign waters.

One of the most interesting letters Te-
celved at American Red Cross headguar-
ters since the campaign for funds with
which to finance a relief expedition to
Europe was started was from a Young
woman who is employed in the household
of a former United States senator. =he
Is one of the annual members of the
American Red Cross, and upon receiving
the general appeal for European funds
sent out by Red Cross headquarters szhe
began soliciting contributions in the
household. The smallest contribution she
procured was ten cents and the largest
$5, and in all she collected $82. She went
out of the household for a few of, the
contributions, nor overlosking the sailors
on the yacht of her employer.

Tells of Small Contributions.

She writes: “All of them wanted their
money to be sent to France and Belgium.
Two little girl friends of mine, five and
eight vears old, who heard me telling
thelr mother about what I was doing for
the Red Cross, gave me 5 cents and 10
cents, I wish I could do more. I have
& brother and cousin fighting in France,
and if they must bes wounded, 1 hope the
Red Cross will take cares of them, as II
know they would be well taken care of.

An offer to contribute all the tea and
coffee needed for the personnel of the
expedition has come from Abram Wake-
man, secretary of the Lower Wall
Street Business Men's Association, and
has been gratetully accepted by the RHed
Cross. According to Mr. Wakeman his
organization sent 100,000 books to
American sailors during the BSpanish
War.

SUFFERING IN SWITZERLAND.

Legation Here Is Authorized to
Raise Relief Fund.

President Hoffmann of the Swiss con-
federation cabled the Swiss legation
here telllng of suffering among the
population of the republic and author-
fzing the legation to raise a relief
fund in America. .

“Through the complete mobilization
of the Swiss army, with every avail-
able man between twenty and forty-
two years under arms,” said a state-
ment issuéd by the legation, “thou-
=ands of families are deprived of their
supporters, The maintenance of any
army numbering 300,000 men involves
a daily expenditure of 1,500,000 francs,
or of 45,000,000 francs per month.

“Already the heavy hand of want
for means of existence is making itself
felt, and this may be followed by a
complete stoppage of business, result-
ing in the loss of millions of the na-
tion's wealth. i

“Realizing that help is needed for
the many families suffering from the
existing unhappy conditions, the Swiss
in the United States made the noble
offer to raise a fund toward their re-
llef Committees of prominent Swiss
are being organized in every city un-
der the auspices of the Swiss legation
in Washington and the various Swiss
consuls in this country.”

STANDARD OIL PROTESTS.

Objects to Proposed Inquiry by Spe-
cial Senate Committee.
