Salsify is
selling dt .8 cents a bunch, parsnips
at 10 cents a quarter peck, mushrooms
at 65 centas a pound, and celery cab-
bage at 8 and 10 cents a head. =

In the froit market persimmons have
mudelthcir appearance. They are not
the kind that grow wild in the woods
in this section, but are the big, sweet
cultivated ones from Florida and they
are selling at 20 cents a dozen. Basket
grapes from New York and the north
are somewhat lower in prices this
week, and - plums, both home-grown
and iwektern, have practically disap-
pearéd from the market. Apples and
pears are ajso becoming more plenti-
full and _are selling at prices that put
them ,Wwithin the reach of all whe are
fond of fruit.

Follows Increased Supplies at Wharf
Market From Seacoast Fisheries,

ln--rgagml: supplies of fresh fish from

the seacoast fisheries have caused a
cousiderable drop in prices fFrom the
high fizures of last week, though prices

on =eame variteties of fish are still con-
siderably ul » the average. The dexl-
ers state. tf receipts are becoming
Targer each day and it is only a ques-
tion of a short time before fish at the
wharf market will be again selling at
low figures, provided no more easterly
storms come and interfere with fish-
ing opemtioﬂs.

The supply on hand at the wharf
market this morning was fair and
prices ranged about as follows: Butter-
fish, £11 a barrel; gray trout, large, $10
a barrel; gray trout, small, $6.50 a bar-
rel; croakers, §10 to $11 a barrel;
flounders, §6.50 to $7 a barrel; sea bass,
1232 cents a pound; rock, 10 to 123
cents a pound; Spanish muckerel, 10!z
to 12 cents a pound;.carp, 4 to 5 cents
a poand; ‘black bass, 0 to 25 cents a
pound; white perch, 10 te !z cents a
pound; mullets, 10 to 15 cents a pound;
catfish, 35 to 50 cents a bunch, and yel-
low perch, 15 to 5 cents a bunch. Oys-
ters, grabs and glams are fairly plenti-
furi and are in demand at moderate
prices,
