Driven From Their Trenches.
The correspondent of the Daily Mail

in France says that rain has effected
a change in the German operations on
the Aisne. The chalky soil, he says,
helds water in the trenches like a cup
and the autumn downpour, therefore,
has driven the Germans out of their
trenches and forced them to fight in
the open, where the French get at themwith their bayonets.
The fighting at St. Quentin, accordingto the correspondent, has been

very fierce and determined. The Germansdrove the French out and secured
a large part of the town, which theyhold by means of their Maxims. The
French, he thinks, could have expelled
them by a bombardment, but fearedthat this would set the town afire and
cause great loss of life among the inhabitants.

As their gunshad a longer range than those of the
Maubeuge forts, it was not difficult forthem to conquer."

On Old Factory Foundations.
The Paris correspondent of the LondonChronicle confirms the foregoing

statement, and adds that all the Germanheavy artillery was placed on concreteplatforms erected some years
ago as foundations for factories never
to be completed.
Belared reports giving intimate detailsof the occupation of Amiens and

Compiegne, from which cities the Germanssubsequently were driven, throw
further light on what in England is
characterised as German advance
preparations for invasion. According| to these stories, in almost every French
town throuah which the German armv
swept, some one In the ranks would
point out where he had until recently
resided as an inconspicuous citizen.
Through such men great quantities of
stores were found, and these, together
with the knowledge of tre country
gained by such soldier residents, have
proved of immense value.

growing drug plants profitably. The Europeanwar placed an embargo on the
shipment of many crude drugs which
resulted in an advance In their market
prices.
The department's specialist in charge

or arug plant investigations says that
"although it is probable a number of
important drug plants could be grown
profitably here if the present high prices
continue, nevertheless there is a possibilityof the early restoration of shippingfacilities, and In any event the inexperiencedgrower of drug plants wouldbe more liable to meet with failure thanwith success."

justice."

an application for-an injunction to restrainthe naval officers from closing
or censoring the station. Although it
appeared as if the wireless companymight compel the naval officers to ex«
ercise force, the company finally decidedto offer no resistance, and the
station, was closed at 1 D.m. vest^rd&v-
The Navy Department made publid

last night the telegrams that had
passed between the department and
Ensign E. B. Nixon, U. 8. N.f in charge
at the Siasconset station, as well as
the opinion of Attorney General Gregoryon the' legality of the action.
The Attorney General's opinion follows:
"August 5, 1914, the President issued

an executive order prohibiting all radio
stations within the jurisdiction of the
United States 'from transmitting or
receiving for delivery messages of an
unneutral nature, and from in any way
rendering to any one of the belligerentsany unneutral service during tho
continuance of hostilities.'
"The President directed the Secretary

of the Navy to enforce this order, delegatingto him the requisite authority.
For its adequate enforcement, it was
deemed necessary that to some degree
a government censorship should be
established in radio stations, and instructionsto that end were issued by
the Secretary of the Navy.
"Apparently this censorship was acquiescedin by the wireless company

as a fair solution of the problem involved.
"The Marconi Wireless Telegraph

Company of America now complains of
the administration of the censorship,
questions the right of the Secretary
of the Navy to institute it and invites
argument as to the legality of the
right asserted.

President's Powers Broad,
"The President of the United 8tates

is at the head of one of the three great
co-ordinate departments of the government.He is commander-in-chief of
the army and navy. In the preservationof the safetv and intesrritv of the
United States and the proteetlon of its
responsibilities and obligations as a

sovereignty his powers are broad. In
the words of Mr. Justice Miller (In re
Neagle [1890], 135 U. S, 64). his power
includes the enforcement of the rightsdutiesand obligations growing out or
the Constitution itself, our internationalrelations and all the protection impliedby the nature of the governmentunder the Constitution.'
"If the President is of the opinion

that the relations of this country with
foreign nations are or are likely to be
endangered by actions deemed by him
inconsistent with a due neutrality. It
is his right and duty to protect such
relations, and in doing so, in the absenceof any statutory restrictions, he
may act through such executive officer
or department as appears best adapted
to effectuate the desired end. The act
of such executive officer or department
in such case is the act of the President.
A denial of the officer's authority is a
denial of the President's power.

Powers Exercised Before.
"The powers above outlined are net

novel. They have been exercised in
numerous emergencies by Presidents
of the United States, and whenever
their exercise has been attacked in legal-proceedingstheir val.dity has, with
hardly an exception, been upheld by
the courts.
"Such powers intrusted to the Presidentare of a fundamental nature, exertedto maintain or preserve the securityof the nation, and subject to

that high responsibility to which the
executive is held by the American people;they are not likely to be abused,
and not without the gravest reasons
are the courts likely to withhold their
sanction.
"The act of August 15, 1912 (37 Stat.,

302), known as the radio act, provides
additional authority for the use or
control of any radio station by any
department of the government in time
of war, or public peril or disaster.
"It is unnecessary to comment on the

perils of the present International situation,and it is easy to see that an
agency such as the wireless stations
along our coast is capable of creating
international complications of the
gravest character. Their use is novel,
their capabilities are extraordinary and
the ease with which belligerents can
be instantly notified of the movement
of vessels and given other Important
information is perfectly apparent.
The system of censorship heretofore

adopted seems reasonable and a fair
solution of a critical situation. It interferesbut slightly with th« operationof the plant, and the Marconi
Company should cheerfully bear with
this inconvenience in recognition of ita
own interest in the general welfare.
"In case it becomes inadvisable, for

any reason, to continue the censorship,
I don ot hesitate, in view of the extraordinaryconditions existing, to advisethat the President, through the
Secretary of the Navy or any other appropriatedepartment, close down, or
take charge of and operate, the plant in
question, should he deem it necessary
in securing obedience to his proclamationof neutrality."
