MEMBERS AT WAR
ON SHIFPMG BILL

Revolt Among Democrats in
House Against Appropriation

for Merchant Marine.

WILL SEEK THE DEFEAT
OF THE SPECIAL RULE

Measure Setting Apart $30,000,000
to Aid Commerce Denounced as

Unwise and Unnecessary.

A vViolent protest against the merchantmarine bill, providing for a

purchase of a thirty-million-dollar
ship line by the government, has
sprung up in ,the corridors and lobbies
of the House, and democrats who have
supported the administration on every
other point are openly declaring today
that this measure never will have their
votes. The prediction of nearly every
democrat who is opposed to the bill
is that no one will have a chance to
vote on it, as every attempt will
be made to defeat the special rule
which will be brought into make it
privileged. A careful canvas of the
House falls to disclose any general
sentiment in favor of the bill, and
many democrats who have been interviewedon the subject have turned
upon the interviewer with this question:
VWhy should any one ask to have

ui*i panBeu at tnis time.' it is

undemocratic, unwise, and there is no
lack of snips to carry American
goods."

President to Decide.
Representative Alexander, chairman

of the committee an merchant marine,
said today he has no disposition to
press the matter at this time, and
unless the President insists he will not
bring the bill before the House for a
vote.
"When the bill was first brought in

at the administration's request," he
said, "there existed an emergency.
Snipping seemed to be tied up, and there
was no way to export our products.
But I am advised now tnat there are
ample snips to handle the exports. We
passed tne war risk insurance bill and
the act permitting American registry
to foreign ships, so tne emergency is
passed. It is true that ships are chargingrates from 50 to 100 per cent higherthan normally, and I am informed
that in some instances, notably coal
from New Orleans, rates are prohibitive.This would not be possible if the
government were to go into the shippingbusiness, but that there is sufucienttonnage to carry our commerce
I have reliable information."
Would Undo Their Own Work.
Men on the merchant marine and

fisheriescommittee whoworked valiantlyto get the bill reported from the committeeto the House two weeks Or
more ago. told a Star reporter today
that they would like to have the
chance today to undo their work by
voting against the rule or against the
bill itself.
"At that time it was pointed out by

competent authority, we thought, that
there was a dearth of American ships;
jr a dearth of ships to carry American
joods," they said. "Now we have it that
the shipments, of American grain are
larger than ever before. Why should we
spend $30,000,000 for ships that are alreadydoing good work where they are?"
One southern democrat, a leader in the

House, told a friend that there are not
fifty men in the House who would vote
for the bill if left to their own devices.
"However," he added, "you never can

tell how they will vote, no matter what
they have to say in the cloakrooms."

Revolt Rated as Serious.
The present revolt against an administrationmeasure is much more serious in

its aspect than any of the previous
threatened revolts against measures
which the party leaders asked to have
passed. There is always the chance,
though, that tho habit of voting one waysvill become so fixed a habit that thethreats to vote the other way will end
in the talk and smoke of cloakrooms andpflices.
Along with the other gossip, a memberof the rules committee is quoted assaying that there is a secret agreementamong the men opposed to the

measure on that committee not to let
the rule prevail unless It is assured in
advance that there are enough votes
in the House to pass the bill. Men who
are involved in a fight to get remedial
currency legislation for the cotton belt
are so much opposed to the measurethat entire state delegations are said
to be solid against the bill.

Only One Texan Fftrnm "Rill

It was said today that only one man
in the Texas delegation would vote for
the bill. The Georgia delegation is said
to be solid against it, and Wisconsin
will furnish some of the democratic
apposition and so will New York state.
The program as set by leaders who

are trying to drive the bill through is
to bring up the Philippine independence
bill right away and to take up the
shipping bill next. The opposition to
the shipping bill will use the time occupiedby the Philippine bill to drum
up an army of votes against the measireor the rule to make it privileged.
Lf the rule is killed the bill will not
come up again, it is predicted.

Three-Cornered Yellowish-Green In«
sect Causing' Juoss to

Farmers.

Three-cornered alfalfa hoppers, small,
yellowish-green insects which obtain
their food bv suckinor the nan of the
plants attacked, are receiving the at- 4

Lention of the Department of AgTicul- 1

ture, on the request of the alfalfa
growers of southern Virginia. Because
the alfalfa* hoppers puncture the stems
of the plants and thus drink the pure,
unpolluted sap, they cannot be poisonedby arsenical sprays as can army
worms.

"The local outbreak in Virginia,"
states the office of information of the
Department of Agriculture, "is probablydue to the peculiar meteorological
conditions prevailing during the past
year. A mild, short winter was followedby an unusually hot, dry summer,both of which conditions favored
the extreme multiplication of the species.A publication dealing in detail
with the economic and biological aspectsof the three-cornered alfalfa
bopper is being prepared by the United
States Department of Agriculture, and
will be published at an early date.
"The chief means of controlling the

three-cornered alfalfa hoDDer is bv
lestroying Its hibernating places. Thus, '
all bunches of rye and other wild i
grasses, weeds, brush, rubbish, etc., in i

}r about affected fields, in fence corners,along ditch banks, should be '
Durned or otherwise destroyed during '*
:he fall or winter months, after the t
nsects have ceased feeding, and have r
lecome dormant.

and railways of the south in meeting
the extraordinary demand for the storageof cotton occasioned by the Europeanwar. imi.. . . . I
x»c uuiiiinission, in an announcementof new tariff and transportation regulationsmade today, says that "for the

purpose of providing: temporary warehousingspace for the storage of cotton,under arrangements approved by theSecretary of the Treasury and the federalreserve board, and for tne purposeof permitting the carriers to recognizethe warehouses as points for the storageof cotton, in order that such pointsshould be given the benefit of transitprivileges, the interstate commerce com-mission has authorized the carriers ofthe south to publish and file tariffs establishingon their lines rules, regulationsand charges governing the storageof cotton during the cotton year endingAugust 31, 1915."
The regulations issued by the commissionare expected not only to reliavethe storage situation, but, more im-1portantly, the financial situation,which, to cotfon planters, has becomeserious on account of the difficulty inmarketing the cotton crop. With warehousereceipts for their cotton, theplanters will be able to realize at onceupon It and then may await a favorabletime for forwarding the crop tofinal destination. The expense of theshipments and warehousing has beenfixed at a minimum.
SEED PRICE CUT IX HALF.

Monopoly Charged and Department
of Justice Is Asked to JProbe.

Charges that "a monopoly" had cutin half the price paid southern farmr
ers for cotton seed were laid before
the Department of Justice today byRepresentatives Hughes of Georgia
and Abercombie of Alabama. They
conferred with G. Carroll Todd, assistantattorney general, in charge of trust
prosecutions, urging that some action
be taken. Mr. Todd promised a thoroughinvestigation.
Mr. Hughes pointed out that the demoralizationof foreign staple marketshad Increased the dependence of

where farmers had expected an increasein price on account of the war,

NOMINEE NEED NOT IE
MEMBER OF A PARTY

Bight to Seek Place on Any Ticket
Upheld by California SupremeCourt.

SAN FRANCISCO, September 26..
The legislature "is not bound to make
membership in a party a condition of
the right to seek the nomination of
that party," said the California supremecourt Thursday in denying an

application to prevent the California
secretary of state from placing the
name of Attorney General U. S. Webb
on the republican and democratic ballotsin November. Attorney General
Webb is a progressive and at the recentprimaries he won the nominations
of all three parties.
"The selection of candidates of the

party is, under the law, committed to
those who have declared their affiliationwith it," said the court. "If they,
the members of the party, seek to selectas their candidate one affiliated
with another party or with no party,
that is their privilege. No violation
of fundamental rights or of the traditionalpractice of parties is committed.
"Before the day of direct primary

laws it was not uncommon for a conventionof one party to nominate a
member or a candidate of another
party, and there is no constitutional
reason for saying that the same thing
may not be done by the direct action
of the electors of the party."
The petition was based on the argumentthat a candidate registered in!

one party did not have the right to
seek the nomination of another party;
with whose platform he was not in
sympathy.
Besides-Attorney General Webb, three

other progressive candidates for importantstate offices won places on the
ballots of one or both of the other
parties. j
