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RUSSIAN VICTORY
MOST SWEEPING,
SAYS PETROGRAD

Mobility, Dash and Bravery of
Siberian Troops Marvelous,
Report Asserts.

GERMANS DRIVEN BACK
ALONG VISTULA RIVER

Desperate Engagements Continue
South of Przemysl and Along the
San With Austrians.

LURED TEUTONS INTO POLAND

Muscovite Armies Then Turned on
Invaders and Defeated Them
Decisively, Declares Dispatch

From the Czar's Capital.

PFETROGRAD, (October 24 —News
from all parts of the immense battle-
field confirms the earlier reports of the
great Russian victory. The German
general, deceived by the attitude of the
Russians who retired, believed that the
whole of Poland was open. The dash
and bravery of the Siberian troops were
marvelous, their mobility being the
wonder of all who saw the battle.

The attack on Ivangorod fortress ab-
solutely failed, while the damage done
by the German and Austrian fire is in-
significant.

In Galicia the position is most fa-
vorable to the Russians. The Austrians
failed to force the passage of the San
in the country between Przemysl and
Sandomierz, although these attacks
were most aggressive.

Nearly 5,000 Austrian prisoners taken
in the battle of Przemysl have been
sent here by way of Lemberg.

The German offensive was in the
bhands of Gen. von Hindenberg and the
Austrian leader, Gen. Dar_lkl.

Official Statement.

Makes Italy an Offer.

By Associated Press.

ROME, October 24, 1:30 p.ms—The
proposal of Emperor Nicholas of Russia,
conveyed through the Russian ambassa-
dor to the Itallan government, that all
Austrian prisoners of Italian nationality
taken by the Russians in Galicia shall
be sent to Italy on condition that they
shall not be. permitted to return to
Austria, has ar d much di i

Premier Balandra, in response to the
proposal, informed the Russlan am-
bassador that Italy highly appreclated
the sentiment which inspired the em-
peror, but added that the proposal In-
wvolved a dellcate question of law which
first must be solved. He pointed out
that owing to Italy's neutrality and
her internal laws it would be difficult
to fulfill the condition lald down by
Russla, as any foreign subject in Italy,
unless guilty of crime, was entirely
‘free, the government having no power
to prevent him from crossing the fron.
ti;:;.w premier said, however, that the
matter would be submitted to the Ital-
jan diplomatic board, which was compe-
+ tent to declde questions of an interna-
tional character.

Newspaper Comment.

The Giornale d'Italla, commenting on
the Russian proposal, says that no min-
{ster can lend himself to overthrowing
the fundamental rules of the Italian
law. It declares that the emperor's
proposal virtually means that the
Italian government should submit the
prisoners to a specilal watch and pre-
vent them, even by force, from cross-
ing the Austriah frontler; In other
‘words, that the Italian government
should replace the Rusiian government
in keeping and caring for Austrian
subjects of Italian nationality who have
been made prisoners by Russia.

The paper denies that Italy has open-
ed negotlations with Austria regarding
the Russglan proposal.

Fighting Superior Numbers.

JURY DEBATES FATE
OF MRS. CARMAN

Case Submitted Following the
Court’s Charge Late Yes-
terday Afternoon.

NO DECISION REACHED,
REPORT AT MIDNIGHT

Counsel for Defense Scores State's
'Witnesses—Prosecutor Alleges
Jealousy as Cause of Crime,

MINEOLA, N. Y., October 24—The
jury in the case of Mrs. Florence Conk-
lin Carman, after Ilistening all the
afternoon and evening to the summing
up of the defense and the prosecution,
and the charge of Justice Charles H.
Kelby, retired at 9:45 o'clock tonlght to
begin its deliberations.

The defense of the woman charged
with the murder of Mrs. Louise Bailey
rested its case early in the morning
session, and several witnesses in rebut-
tal were called by District Attorney
Smith. Then fe wmore than three hours
and a half Jo. I. Graham, Mrs. Car-
man's chief «¢. insel, dissected the
state’'s evidence. He severely criti-
cized the district attorney's methods
of conducting the case, particularly re-
ferring to the manner in which the
prosecutor had guarded the witness,
Celia Coleman. ;
He asserted that the slaver of Mrs,
Bailey undoubtedly was a man and not
his client. He scouted the testimony of
Cella Ceoleman and Frank Farrell, two
of the prosecutor’s chief witnesses, and
ended by appealing to._the jurors to re-
store the defendant to her home and
her family.

State's Case Presented.

In summing up his rase for the people
District Attorney Smith painted Mrs.
Carman as a calculating, scheming wom-
an, who del.berately murdered under the
spur of jealousy. In analyzing the testi-
mony he laid emphasis upon the testi-
mony of the negress, Celia Coleman, and
Farrell, and explained why he had Celia

remuved from the Carman household
soon after the murder.

He said he knew the murder was “an
inside job,” and that the servant, if
any one, would be the person to tell
about it. Had he ailowed the girl to
stay in the house, he said, she would
have rema:ned under the influence of
the Carman family, and the truth never
would have been known. He excused her
alleged falsehoods at the start by her
own words—that she was “sorry for
Mrs. Carman.” i

Mrs. Carman’s Calm Demeanor.

While the prosecutor was talking
Mrs. Carman kept her eyes on him
constantly, but all the while he was
vehemently accusing her of the crime

DIONT START TALK
OF EXTRA SESSION

Officials Close to President
Say Word Did Not Come
From White House.,

BOTH HOUSES ADJOURN
AS CLOCKS TAKE JUMPS |

Tired legislators Are Appreciative
When Donaldson Moves Hands
Ahead Forty Minutes.

With the return of President Wilson
frem Pittsburgh last night it became
‘known that predictions made in the
House earlier in the day that Congress
would be convened in extra session in
November to consider cotton relief leg-
islation were not made on the authority
of Mr. Wilson. Officials close to the
Pregident sald that he would not call
an extra session.

The President seriously considered the
extra sesslon question several weeks
ago, in relation to the Alexander bill
for government ownership of merchant
ships, but abandoned the idea on the
understanding that the measure would
be tuken up early in the December ses-
sion.

Regular Session Questions.

While the President favors the Lever
bill for the government licensing of
cotton warehouses and the Glass amend-
ment to the currency act allowing banks
to issue m:m.ea up to 100 per tent of
their capital and surplus, he was un-
derstood last night to believe both ques-
tions should go over until the regular
session of Congress.
As outlined by the President the pro-
gram for the December session will In-
clude the regular appropriation bills,
the Philippine bill, remaining bills of
Secretary Lane's conservation program
and the shipping bill. To this program
will now be added cotton legislation.
There have been intimatii.ns that ef-
forts will be made to pass rural credit
legislation during the next session, and
also that believers in stronger irma-
ments for the United States will seek
to have the army and navy appropria-
tion bill increascd. Should these ques-
tions be taken up, official observers be-
lieve it will be difficult to finish the
work by March 4.

Will Visit the Canal

The President, it iz known definitely,
will mot call an extra session next
spring unless some unusual emergency
arises. He plans to leave Washington
after the adjournment in March to open
officially the Panama canal and the
San Francisco exposition.

Jury’s Request Causes Commotion.

During the first hour of the Jury's
deliberations Mrs. Carman remained
in the chambers at the rear of the
court. An hour and five minutes after
the jury had retired it sent out a re-
quest for some testimony.

Mrs. Carman, highly nervous, was
brought out into the courtroom, Three
woman friends and a prison guard fol-
lowed her. She took her seat at the
counsel table.

The jury then suddenly decided it did
not desire the testimony, and the de-
feandant was led back to the cham-
bers.

At midnight the Carman jury was
still out. it had been dellberating two
hours and fifteen minutes,

Arguments of Counsel

Attorney John J. Graham summed
up for the defense. Before Mr. Gra-
ham began the state introduced its last
witness, John C. Quinn, a friend of
Mr. Bailey, husband of the murdered
woman. Mr. Quinn testified that Dr.
Carman had told him at the Carman
house, the morning after the murder,
that he thought the hand which held
the pistol was the hand of a woman.

In summing up Mr. Graham took the
district attorney to task for not hav-
ing called Dr. Carman as a witness,
and asserted that Mrs. Carman had
not received justice from persons con-
nected with the prosecution.

“She did not have a chance till she
testified in court,” Mr. Graham sald.
“Never before has a refilned, cultured
woman like this defendant been
charged with a crime upon the state-
ments of a self-confessed negro per-
jurer and a convieted thief like this
man Farrell.”

Attacks Maid’s Testimony.

Mr. Graham told of Celia Coleman's
various statements and attacked all of
them. Every time he spoke of Celin
he called her “this negro perjurer.”
When he mentioned Mrs. Carman he
referred to her as “this refined wom-
an at the end of the table here.”

At 4:40 o'clock Mr. Graham wasa still
addressing the jury, although his time
limit had explred at 4. It began to
look doubfful If the case would go to
the jury tlll late this evening. He, how-
ever, concluded at 5:15 o'clock, an hour
and & quarter after the expiration of,
the time allotted to him

During Mr. Graham's long summing
up the defendant sat at the counsel ta-
ble holding her daughter's hand. When
Mr. Graham spoke of Mrs. Carman’'s
family and her freedom, she placed a
handkerchiefl to her eyes and wept
softly. She quickly calmed herself
when her counsel closed.

On the Senate side some one
whispered what had been done, and
the clocks of that solemn_body leaped
forward llkewise, and Senator Swan-
son, who was in the chair, simply an-
nounced that the end had come.

And thus the longest sitting of Con-
gress in history died. The filibuster
faded away, but not without speeches
from Senator Hoke Smith of Georgia
and Representative Henry of Texas,
who have been the leading filibusters
in the cause of relief legislation for the
cotton farmers. Representative Henry's
speech contained a prediction that an
extra sesslon of Congress would be
called within a short time after elec-
tion, and Congress would again return
to Washington to pass the ship pur-
chase Dbill

Are Not Confident.

However, administration leaders were
not so confldent that the President
would reconvene Congress. They
acknowledged that the President, until
a short -time ago, had believed Con-
gress should pass the ship bill and
other measures advocated by the ad-
mintstration, but declared that he had
now changed his mind. They insisted
that Congress would not meet again
until December 7, the date fixed by
the Censtitution for the opening this
year of the regular session.
The flibuster against adjournment
by the members of Congress from the
cotton belt, which has prevented Con-
gress leaving Washington for the last
three days, crumbled yesterday after-
noon. Representative Henry of Texas
and Senator Hoke Smith of Georgia
who had led the filibuster, found them.

AFTER 566 DAYS.
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BRITISH DESTROYER BADGER RAMS
AND SINKS GERMAN SUBMARINE

London Announces Daring Dash of Eng-
Crew to the Bottom.

LONDON, October 24, 11:21 p.m.—A
German submarine has been rammed
and sunk by the British destroyer
Badger, Commander Charles Freeman-
tie, off the Dutch coast. The Badger's
bow was somewhat damaged.

The official announcement was made
4tonight.

French Bhip Fires on Ostend.

LONDON, October 24, 10:30 p.m.—
While a French torpedo boat was ap-
proaching the Ostend pier at night re-
cently two shots were fired at her by
German guns, which were concealed,
says a dispatch to the Exchange Tele-
graph Company.

The torpedo boat replied with seven
shots, which killed a German offlecer

and wounded three others. Several
hotels and the pler were damaged.

British Fleet Off Dardanelles.

LONDON, October 24, 10:50 p.m—A
dispatch received here from Berlin by
the Marconl Wireless Telegraph Com-
pany says: .

“A British fleet.is lying off the Dar-
danelles. The thunder of its guns has
been heard at Madltor (probably
Maidos). £

“The Frankfurt Zeitung states that
two Japanese men-of-war and the Brit-
ish man-of-war Triumph have bom-
barded the Tsingtau forts, but without
result 8o far. The upper deck of the
Triumph was plerced October 14 by a
shot from a heavy howitzer. The Ger-

man gunboat Jaguar was slightly
damaged.”

LONDON, October 24 (5:3%8 p.m.)—
The admiralty today issued the follow-
ing announcement:

*All of yesterday monitors and other
vessels of the British bombarding fio-
tilla fired on the German right, which
they searched thoroughly and effec-
tively in concert with the operations
of the Belgian army.

*“All German attacks on Nieuport
were repulsed.

“Much damage was done to the en-
emy by the naval flre which enfiladed
the German lines, and prisoners taken
yesterday and the day before testify
to the heavy losses the enemy has
suffered from this cause.

Work of Monitors.

“Fire also was opened in the after-
noon on the German batterles near
Ostend. Admiral Hood now has a fine
fotilla of vessels very suitable for this
work, but at the same time not of

great value.

“PDuring the day our ships were per-
sistently attacked by an enemy sub-
marine, and torpedoes were fired with-
out success at the Wildfire and the
destroyer Myrmidon. :
uOther British vessels again at-
tacked the submarine. Naval aero-
planes and balloons aided in directing

the fire. The weather conditions were
fine and favorable. No loss was sus-
tained by the flotilla yesterday."

A dispatch to the Evening News from
Dunkirk gives heretofore unpublished
details of the bombardment of the Ger-
mans on the coast of Belgium by
British monltors.

Landing Party Defeated.

The admiralty had stated previously
that the British naval loss was slight
and the correspondent sustaining this
says that only one ship was damaged,
but that the landing party, which the
admiralty statement referred to as go-
ing ashore with a machine gun, suffer-
ed severely, losing a lieutenant and a
number of men, who were picked off
by German sharpshooters. The gun
was of-necessity abandoned and only
a handful of the Britishers got back
to thelr ship.

The correspondent states that the
Germans placed guns in gaps between
houses along the shore, adding:

“The British ships steamed down the
coast at full speed, giving the Germans
their starboard guns. Then they turn-
ed and came back, letting go their
port guns. By the time they next
came by the German guns were silent
and an ambulance had appeared and
was picking up the dead and wounded.”

and perhaps of France, is believed to
depend. Anxlety has been increasing
all the week. It has seemed as though
each day must see the culmination of
the titanic efforts of the two great
armies.

The shops of Paris, which have been
doing = good deal of business since the
first of the month, are nearly empty
again, while the crowds have Increased
around the newspaper offices, discuss-
ing in low tones the fragments of news
posted on the bulletin boards. Every
word of the official communication is
studied in an endeavor to determine
what has happened.

The crowd is greatest at the head-
quarters of the military governor of
Paris in the Boulevard des Invalides,
where the official announcements are
issued. The people gather also at the
Villette gate, through which runs the
main highway toward the north, to see
the dispatch bearers arriving in motor
cars or on motor cycles.

Fighting is proceeding within one
hour’s ride of Paris by swift motor
when the roads are clear. Some per-
sons say that when the wind Is right
cannonading can be heard in the north-
ern suburbs of the city.

Convoys of automobile ambulances
from all the Paris hospitals have gone
to the front to convey the wounded,
not to Paris, but to hospitals near the
firing lines. Extraordinary precau-
tions are being taken against wheeled
vehicles, including bicycles, leaving the
limita of the so-called intrenched camp
of Paris, which includes the depart-
ments of Scine and Seine et Oise. Even
pedestrians are examined along the
roads near Paris and French officers are
frequently obliged to show their pa-
pers, under new instructions, owing to
the use of French uniforms by sples.
The minister of war will not grant
any permit to approach within twenty
miles of the fighting lines, unless It is
countersgigned by Gen. Joffre.

Still Undeclded.

LONDON, October 24, 9:15 a.m—The
immense armies of the belligerent pow-
ers continue to hammer each other
ceaselessly on lines extending from
the North sea to the Swiss frontier In
the west, and from the Baltic sea to
the Carpathians in the east. The net
result, however, S0 far as can be
judged from official reports issued to-
night is that they gain a little here
only to lose a little elsewhere.

The French commander-in-chief fis
the only one to admit reverses in the
western theater of the war, and he
does so only in cryptic sentences. It
is difficult to judge, therefore, how the
battles in France and Belgium are pro-
gressing, but It Is certain that up to
this evening none of the armies has
succeeded in pushing its offensive far
enough to bring appreclably nearer the
end of any of the engagements that
have been going on for so many weeks.
The Germans have taken the offen-
sive against both the right wing of
the allied army, which rests on the
sea, and that portlon of the French
army which is defending the line of
fortifications between Verdun and
Toul.

The British admiralty has issued an
interesting account of the operations
of this fleet, in which it is explained
that the ships have fired upon the Ger-
man batteries In the vicinlty of Os-
tend.

Germans Are Halted.

In Poland, the Ruselans, having comni-
pelled the Germans to desist from their
first attack on Warsow and Ivan-
gorod, are preparing for a repetition of
the offensive on the part of thelr ad-
versarieas by bringing up more men
and guns. Further south they have
not been able to make the Austrians,
who are now under command of Ger-
man officers and stiffened with Ger-
man troops, give up thelr attempt to
cross the San river.

The Russians also apparently are en-
gaged In offensive operations on the
East Prussian frontier, as the Ger-
man official report refers to a Hussian
attack at Augustowo, which it says
was repulsed.
