BALTIMORE, Md., October 24.—The
Maryland Agricultural College eleven
sprang the surprise of the local foot
ball season here today, when it de-
feated Johns Hopkins University by
14 to 0. Hopkins had not lost a single
contest, and as the Farmers' team Was
known to be made up of more or less
green material it was not expected it
would do more than put up a hard
contest against strong odds. The re-
sult was a hard blow to the high hopes
Hopkins had entertained of winning
the state championship with its vet-
eran eleven.

The Farmers won on the merits of
the play. There was not a time after
the first five minutes that the Farmers
did not appear to be the more capable
combination. They did not display the
speed that did the local backfield, but
played well together and kept plug-
ging away. The local team outweighed
the visitora slightly.

Derrick and Oberlin Do Well.

Derrick and Oberlin played about
the best foot ball for M. A. C, although
it was difficult to pick an individual
star. Many of the Aggies’ gdins were
made on end runs from a shift forma-
tion and on a double pass, in which
Oberlin took the ball from one of the
halfbacks after a double pass in the
backfleld. B. Randall and Wilkinson
starred for Hopkins, the former show-
ing himself to be one of the fastest
backs that has ever represented any
of the Maryland colleges. Wilkinson
did well on the defensive and offensive
for Hopkins. Derrick scored both
touchdowns for M. A. C., and Oberlin
gave an exhibition of defensive work
that was remarkable.

Things started badly for M. A, C. It
teceived the kick-off and on the first
play fumbled the ball, Hopkins recover-
ing the oval on the 20-yard line.
