Reports Received Here Indicate
Mexican Convention

Will Depose First Chief.

RUMORS ARE CONFLICTING
REGARDING HIS ATTITUDE

Substitution of a Provisional President
Also Hinted at in Official

Dispatches.

Official reports to the American governmenttoday indicated that the sessionof the Mexican national conventionat Agruasealientes would today or

tomorrow depose (Jen. Carranza as first
chief of the constitutionalist army and
substitute a provisional president.
Conflicting? reports have been received

by the State Department as to Gen.
Carranza's attitude toward retirement.
To the telesxams sent by Gen. Antonio
Villareal. chairman of the convention,
bceseeching Carranza to resigrn, the lattersent a defiant reply that he would
not submit his resignation to the conventionand would deliver the executive
power only to the man elected to the
presidency by the people.
American Consul Silliman. However,

reported that he was reliably informed
<.f Gen. Carranza's intention to retire underconditions that no objection would be
interposed to his candidacy and that the
tenure of the provisional government
should be short.

May Abide by Decision.
Officials here were of the Impression

that while Carranza refused to take the
Initiative in submitting his resignation to
the convention, he would abide by its decisionshould it vote to retire him. Evidenceof this was contained in official reportswhich stated that Carranza was

making no extraordinary military preparations.
The twenty-eight delegates sent by

Gen. Zapata were due to reach Aguascalientestoday. Their passage through
Mexico City was reported in official
dispatches which remarked that the
delegates were fully armed and were
inclined to be apprehensive.
While no confirmation has been receivedof alleged disturbances in

Mexico City, official advices told of a
general order issued by Carranza deposingmany of the commanders who
were Villa adherents at the convention
and appointing others in their place.Similarly a decree was issued by Carranzainforming all chiefs throughoutthe republic that he was still first chief,and to obey only orders from him insteadof the convention.

clentiflco conspiracy to eliminate Don
Venustiano Carranza."

JUAN URQUIDI RESIGNS.

Acting Charge at Mexican Embassy
Here Quits Post.

Juan Urquidi, acting charge at the
Mexican embassy here, who had been a
first aid to Rafael Zubaran Capmany in
charge of the constitutionalist headquartersthroughout the Mexican turmoil,admitted today that he has sent
his resignation to Gen. Carranza.
Mr. Urquidi gave as his reason for

resigning that he wishes to go Into
business, probably In New York. Those
close to the conndences of the constitutionalistjunta say Mr. Urquidi was
influenced in his action because he recognizesthe Aguascalientes conference as
supreme in command in Mexico, which
Gen. Carranza has disputed. This was
the reason given by Mr. Urquidi's
brother, Mexican consul at New York,
who took similar action several days
ago.

OHIO MINE RUN LAW
HELD CONSTITUTIONAL

United States Supreme Court Affirms
Decision of State Tribunal as

to Coal Screen Statute.

The Supreme Court of the United
States today affirmed the decision of
the Ohio Supreme Court, holding the
so-called Ohio mine run or the coal
screen law constitutional.
The law provides that every coal

miner paid by weight shall be paid on
the total weight of the coal within
the mine car in which the coal is removedfrom the mine. In papers filed
with the court the law Is given as the
reason for the present Idle condition of
the Ohio mines.
Xo opinion was announced in affirmingthe decision of the federal district

court in northern Ohio. Chief JusticeWhite merely announced that tne court
affirmed the decision on the authorityof McLean agt. Arkansas, 211 17. S., 639.The action of the court was unusualin that it was one of the first cases inwhich the tribunal has affirmed a decisionof a lower court without oral argumentThis was in accordance with
a rule recently put In force by the
court to dispose of cases where the decisionbelow is regarded as unquestionablycorrect.

TRANSFER OF GERMAN
CREW IS QUESTIONED

HONOLULU. T. H., October 26..
Transfer of the crew of the German
power schooner Aeolus, sunk by the
lapanese battleship Hizen off this port
Saturday, from that warship to a
launch of the North German Lloyd
refugee steamer Locksun outside the
harbor yesterday, has raised questions
as to the propriety of this act. The
Locksun is interned here and there is
uncertainty as to whether her sending
out a launch did not constitute a
breach of neutrality. As there were
Chinese among the crew of the Aeolus,
a. possible breach of the immigrationlaw also is Involved.

It is understood that the situation
has been laid officially before Washingtonfor a decision.
The German schooner Hermes, from

the Marshall Islands, was more fortunatethan the Aeolus, from the same
islands, for she succeeded yesterday in
running the blockade established outsidethis port by the Hizen and is now
safe under the protection of American
neutrality.

REPORTS SEEING MAN
WITH MURDERED GIRL

Friend of Hazel Macklin, Found
Dead in lonely Park.

Gives Clue.

SOUTH BEND, Ind.. October 26..Tlie
body of Hazel Macklin, aged fifteen,
was found in an abandoned vault on

Tsland Park, near here, yesterday after- j
noon. A girl friend today gave to de-
tectives a description of a man who.
she said, was seen with Hazel the

evening: of August 19. The Macklin
girl had been missing since that date,
when she left the home of her uncle,
Charles Miller, to go to meet a farmer,
who had telephoned that he had work
for the girl.
The police are working on a theory

that the slayer of the girl was a residentof South Bend.
The police were told that Miss Macklin'scompanion on the evening she

disappeared was about forty years old,
five feet eleven inches in height, and
weighing about 165 pounds. The man
was described as being rather dark
and as wearing a mustache. The name
of Miss Macklin's friend, who gave
the description to the police, is being
withheld.

Victim Not Wayward.
Botii the police and relatives of the

dead girl today denied rumors that
the girl was inclined to be wayward.
She was unusually well developed, and
had the appearance of being eighteen
years old. The girl's parents are sepiarated. arid, until she went to meet
the farmer, had made her home with
her uncle.
The initials 4*H. M." were found on

jewelry taken from the body of the
girl. The police found that the disappearanceof Hazel had been reported
by a Sunday school teacher about a

month ago. Mrs. Miller, the girl's aunt,
was called and she identified the body
by the clothing. The disappearance of
the girl was not made public at the
time it was reported to the police. The
girl was carrying a suit case when she
left home. This has not been found, althougha thorough search has been
made of the lonely and abandoned park
whAro sba is believed to have been
murdered. None of her jewelry Is missing.

Passerby Heard Scream.
The shirt which was knotted about

the neck of the body is one clue to
the murderer. John Slick said that
when he was passing Island Park August19 he heard a scream. He says he
did not investigate, as the cry was not
repeated.
The body of a suicide was found in

the waters of a stream which flows
through Island Park August 28. The
body was never identified, and it is
thought by some that the body was
that of the man who strangled Hazel
and then threw her body into the vault.
John Macklin, the girl's father, lives

in Hammond, Ind.

RETURNS FROM BERLIN
BY MOF BELGIUM

Prof. Fickenscher Says He Witnessed
Hardships and Suffering ResultingFrom War.

Arthur Fickenscher, who has for the
last two years been a professor of
music in Berlin, is now the guest of
his sister at 502 Quincy street, Petworth.
When he left Berlin October 9 he

says that the war had not made any
serious depression on the lives of the
German populace, the theaters and concerthalls were open as theretofore, and
the citizens were enthusiastic over
their prospects in the field.
He said that as he came through Belgiumhe witnessed terrible hardships

and suffering. He was delayed because
all of the trains were crowded with
wounded Belgians being brought in
from the battlefield and with French
prisoners.

MORE TROOPS ON CANAL ZONE.

War Department Orders Infantry
Regiment to Reinforce Garrison.
In view of the war in Europe and in

the far east it has been thought best
by the officers of the War Department
to increase the military garrison on the
Panama Canal Zone. To that end ordershave been prepared for the transferto the r*anal Zone of the 5th United
States Infantry, now stationed at Plattsburgbarracks, N. Y., and it is expected
that the troops will be taken to Panama
on the transport Buford, now at Vera
Cruz.
There are already stationed in the

Canal Zone the 10th Infantry and four
companies of coast artillery.
The date of the departure of the 5th

Infantry will depend somewhat on developmentsat Vera Cruz. It is not
known yet when the Buford will be relievedfrom duty at that port. Her
movements will be governed by the
policy of the administration regarding
the withdrawal of troops from the
Mexican port.

WHILE DARKNESS REIGNS
light Hundred Troops Return to

Barracks After Campaign in

"Enemy's" Country.

Gen. Wood and Secretary Garrison
Pleased With. Efficiency Displayedby Soldiers.

troops from posts in and around "Washingtonended their campaign in the
"enemy's" country, rolled up their
shelter tents yesterday and started for
home and soft beds in the barracks in
the posts. They were the engineers
and cavalry, who, four days ago, receivedtelephone orders to proceed
with heavy held equipment and four

days' subsistence to the camp on the
banks of the Potomac, reached by
muddy roads and narrow trails.
For their duty in this wooded countrythey have been marked "efficient."

They have proved it to MaJ. Gen. LeonardWood, former chief of the general
staff corps, and now commanding the
Department of the East, with headquartersat Governors Island, New
York, who was with them for the time
they were in camp. Gen. Wood was

pleased with the manner In which
they responded to the call, not knowing*what duty they were to perform,
or, in the case of the men, even where
they were going.

Secretary Garrison Pleased.
Like Gen. Wood, so was Secretary

Garrison of the War Department
pleased with the work of the soldiers.
He spent one day in camp observing
their work, and was particularly
pleased with the showing made by both
the engineers in their construction and
the cavalry in searching out the enemy.
"The troops did excellent work, and

I was very much pleased with it," said
Gen. Wood this morning. "They respondedquickly and did their work
well. The engineers did excellent work
in their construction, putting up
bridges over deep ravines, building
wire entaglements, digging trenches
and throwing up breastworks. Alto-
gether the entire movement was very
well executed."

Not a Show Camp.
In other words, the American army is

prepared, and for its size, is believed to
Via nn« rtf tlm iniio^ offiflont fnrr-oc in tinA

world. That much was shown In the
movement and mobilization around Washington.4s the opinion. It was not a show
camp where these troops were located, ]
for it can be reached only by a long "

drive over bad roads and through forests
well nigh impenetrable. There were no
visitors; it was a camp of work to show
the efficiency of the force.

It was about daybreak Sunday morning
when the soldiers rolled up their dog
tents, packed the combat trains and
started the homeward march.
It is twenty-three miles the way the

troops travel from camp to their poets
in Washington, and it took the engineersonly seven hours to cover this
distance, with a rest of ten minutes
in each hour. The cavalry, of course,
covered in comparatively shorter period,taking only about four hours in
the return movement, as it did in the
movement to the mobilization center.
Gen. Wood, with Capt. Frank McCoy,

his aid-de-camp, both of whom came
to Washington expressly for the purposeof testing the preparedness of
these troops to turn out for field service,left for their headquarters, at
Governors Island, this afternoon.

YOUTH WAS SELDON MILLER.

Body Found in Wisconsin That of
Wealthy Philadelphian.

KEXOSIIA, Wis.. October 26..The
youth whose body was found near the
mouth of Pike river here recently was
identified yesterday as Seldon Miller,
a member of a wealthy Philadelphia
family, who disappeared from home
a year ago. The Identification was by a

brother, Emlin Hare Miller.
Miller, who had been sought by his

family ever since his disappearance,
had lived in Milwaukee as Alfred Freeman.lie came here to enter a sana|torium.
Miller left his home November 23,

1913, saying he was going for a walk
before lunch. That was the last seen
of him by relatives. A world-wide
search was instituted by his family,
but no clue to his whreabouts could be
found. It is believed that he was sufferingfrom a nervous breakdown.

Only Trusteeship for Protection.
German property In France, taken over

oy the French government, has not been
sonfiscated, but merely taken into trusteeshipfor its protection, according to
1 statement at the French embassy tolaysupplementing a dispatch from the
foreign office at Bordeaux describing
seizure or *rencn property oy the Germansin Alsace-Lorraine. The dispatch
was as follows:
"The German government, according

to reports received from Switzerland,
Intends to seize personal ami real estatesbelonging to the French in Alsace-Lorrainein reprisal for the seizureof German property in France. I
consider it hardly necessary to state
that the French official government circularof the 14th of October referred
to by the Germans merely enforced
protections ry measures for placing
German property situated in France
under trusteeship of the government.

APPEALS TO IRISH MANHOOD.

Redmond Says Country Must MaintainIts Place as Fighting Nation.
BELFAST, Ireland, via London, October26..Addressing a meeting of Irish

volunteers yesterday, John E. Redmond,the Irish nationalist leader, said
that when the Irish government came
into being the volunteers must be absolutelyat the disposal of that government,and he declared that in spite of
emigration Ireland would maintain her
place as a fighting nation.
"Ireland's rights," said Mr. Redmond,

"are not to be defended merely within
the Irish shores. If the manhood of
Ireland refused to strike a blow where
real fighting is going on the country
would be covered with disgrace. Ire-

men, while Irishmen remained at home
and took none of the risks."
Thirty-five thousand men from all
