Shows Less Outward Changes
Due to War Than London,

LIGHTS STILL BLAZE AND
THEATERS CONTINUE OPEN

Social Life Dominated by Benevolencefor the Wounded Soldier.
Children Wage Mimic Warfare.

BKRI.iN, October 9..-An American,
recently arrived in Berlin from London,was surprised to find that the
German capital showed less outward
changes due to the war than London,
lie remarked that there was less of
nervous anxiety here than there and
he saw evidence of this in the fact that
Berlin still shows its usual blaze of
electric lamps at night, w hile London,
Tearing an unheralded visit from GermanZeppelins, has greatly reduced its
illumination, just as Paris has done
fnr 1.^ «.>»«<, Po-.c^n

Another cause for comment was to
see so many men capable of doing mill-
tary duty still moving about the streets
of Berlin, engaged in their customary
work. As a matter of fact most of the
military barracks of the empire are

still well tilled with soldiers, for the
most part men who are to receive furtherdrilling before going to the front.
Another class of soldiers now frequentlyseen on the streets are the

convalescent wounded, looking somewhatless trim and well fed than when
they marched away from Berlin two
months ago.

Every Attention for Wounded.
The life of Berlin, in fact, centers

just now about the wounded soldier as

well as the soldier still in the field. Sociallife is dominated by benevolence
for him. Women and girls are industriouslyknitting stockings and wristletsfor him: and wherever they meet,
at the afternoon coffee party,, at the
business meetings of the numerous societiesfor assisting the sick and
Mounded, even occasionally at concertsand in other public places, their
lingers are soon busy with their work.
Nearly every Berlin woman of the
wealthier classes is doing something
to help. Some are M'orking in the
kitchens, conducted for the feeding of
the poor: some in charity organizations,which are looking after the childrenof soldiers at the front left withoutadequate means of support and
many are nursing sick or M*ounded soldiers.Most families of the wealthier
viuoijcs aisu are tatting into ineir
homes poor women and children for
one good meal daily, and there are organizationsof women to find such dispensersof charity and supply them
with mouths to fill.
Another function of the charity organizationis to collect books, picturesand newspapers for the militaryhospitals, of which th£re are a numberin Berlin and the suburbs. There

is even a society of British citizens in
Berlin which sends its agents now and
then to American families to ask for
American magazines and books for the
English prisoners at Doeberitz, a few
miles outside of Berlin. The theaters
and concert halls of Berlin are all open
us usual, but the attendance is not
large. The war figures largely in the
light musical farces and in the productionsat the variety theaters, and the
moving-picture places present military
films of many kinds. There are sham
fights made in very close imitation of
real war, but a proposal to take movingpictures of real battles, or at least
battlefields, did not meet the approval
of the military authorities, as the Germangovernment make it a set policy
to spare the public the useless emotionalexcitement of seeing and readingabout the horrors of the battlefield.

Correspondents Kept Far in Bear.
There are but few so-called war correspondents.and these are kept far in

the rear and never see more than mere
scraps of the fighting, if any at all.
Their descriptions of battles are confinedto the few details that the staff
officers dole out to them. .The thrill
«m me eyewitness is utterly lackingin their reports.
The theaters and concerts give evidenceof the high wave of patriotism

on which Germany is now riding. Betweenthe acts at the playhouses the
latest war bulletins are read. There
is loud applause over victories announced,and patriotic songs are sung.
'oricert programs also show a strong
leaning to patriotic music. Nevertheless.as already said, the attendance at
all places of amusement is much less
than in times of peace; and the managersare therefore not making money.
<*oncert singers now number themselvesamong the suffering classes, and
charity concerts are being organized
to aid them. Many people cannot affordthe luxury of the theater or the
concert, and many others living In a
high heroic mood feel that this is no
time for amusements. The deep mourningworn by many women supplies anotherexplanation for light audiences.
Some of the people in Germany, however,fail to catch the spirit of deep

seriousness in which most Germans are
now living, and picture post-card makersrecently have tried the experiment
of getting out comic war post cards.
These, however, have fallen flat when
sent to the front. Word has been given
out by the military authorities that the
soldiers now doing hard fighting are
in no mood to enjoy these ill-timed
efforts at fun, ijot a few of which, besides,are in very bad taste, and the
newspapers have requested their readersto refrain from sending such missivesto the front.

KING ALBERT AT HEAD
OE SHATTERED ARMY

Belgians Reported in Exhausted
Condition When They Left

for France.

OSTEXD. October 14..King Albert

led a shattered and broken army when

he left for France. The fights at Liege,
at Namur, at Mons, and then at Antwerphad tried the Belgians sadly. The

cavalry suffered severely, having lost

heavily in men and horses. But all

arms were literally exhausted.
Through such long service in the

trenches many of the Belgian soldiers
have rheumatism. Then their commissaryhas been sadly lacking and men

who were not wounded were so illnourishedthat many of them must
have rest for recuperation.

Revelation of Hardships.
The faded and bedraggled uniforms

of the Belgians told the story of their
hardships. Two months of the hardest
fighting, fighting which was almost

plucky Belgians. Much of their fightingwas in rainy weather and many of
the soldiers had bad colds and hacking
coughs.
Many of the Belgians now actually

in the field had no training before the
beginning of the war. Even some of
their commissioned officers had little
training. Consequently the glory of
the little Belgian army is all the greater.Without conscription Belgium was

able to make a marvelous defense of
its fortified cities.
All men under forty-five have now

been ordered into- service and the shatteredforces which left Ostend for
France will doubtless soon be reinforcedby a gallant crowd. In spite
of their reverses and misfortunes the
Belgian soldiers are cheerful and
unanimous in their declaration that
Germany must be exterminated.

Show Devotion to King.
The devotion of the soldiers to King

Albert is remarkable. He is their idol
and none of them seems to have a word
of unfavorable criticism for him. Althoughthere is a marked difference
between the Flemish and other Belgians,and the Flanders people do not
speak French, all seem to be acting as
one in this war.
Many of the Belgian soldiers are

small and they probably average far
below the English troops in weight.
The percentage of very young men
among the Belgians seems high. All
in all they represent the appearance
of a brave lot of chaps whose valor
is far above their fitness and efficiency.

COUNTRY DEATH-SWEPT
BY ENGINES OF WAR

Correspondent of London Daily
News Describes Battle Along

Banks of the Yser.

Bages With Frightful Destruction
of liife, He Says.Armored

Trains in Daring Feats.

LONDON, October 26..The correspondentof the Daily News, who has
been in an armored train to the banks
or the Yser, gives a, good description
of the battle in the northwest. He
says:
"The battle rages along the Yser with

frightful destruction of life. Air engines,sea engines and land engines
death-sweep this desolate country vertically,horizontally and transversely.
Through it the little frail human enginescrawl and dig, walk and run,
skirmishing, charging and blundering
in little individual lights and tussles,
tired and puzzled, ordered here and
there, sleeping where they can, never
washing and dying unnoticed. A friend
may find himself firing on a friendly
force and few are to blame.
"Thursday the Germans were driven

back over the Yser, Friday they secureda footing again and Saturday
they were again hurled back. Now a
bridge blown up is repaired by the
other, it is again blown up by the first
or left as a death trap till the enemy
is actually crossing.

Individual Daring Feats.
"Actions by armored trains, Borne of

them the most reckless adventures, are
attempted daily. Each day accumulatesan unwritten record of individual
daring: feats, accepted as part of the
daily work. Day by day our men push
out on these dangerous explorations,
attacked by shell fire, in danger of cross

Are, dynamite and ambuscades, bringinga priceless support to the threatenedlines. As the armored train approachesthe river under shell fire the
ear cracks with the constant thundei
of guns aboard.

"It is amazing to see the angle al
which the guns can be swung. Anc
overhead the airmen are busy venturingthruugh fog and pufts of exploding
shells to get one small fact of information.We used to regard the looping
of the loop by the Germans overhead
aB a hare-brained piece of impudent defianceto our infantry Are. Now w«
know it means extra trouble for th<
infantry.
"Beside us. as we crawl up snuAIng

the lines like dogs on a scent, grin
trainloads of wounded wait soundlessly
in the sidings. Further up the line ambulancesare coming slowly back. Th«
bullets of machine guns begin to rattU
on our armored coats. Shells we learn
ed to disregard, but the machine gun h
the master in this war.

Territory Full of Trenches.
"Now w© near the river at a fla

The territory la scarre<
with trenches, and it is impossible t<
say at first who is in them, so inci
dental and separate are the fortunes o:
this riverside battle. The Germans ar<
on our bank, enfilading? the lines o
the allies' trenches.

returning home from enemy countries,
in accordance with the prevailing internationalpractice that only persons
liable to military service are subject
to seizure."

SHIP DESTROYER IDENTIFIED.

Berlin Says Cruiser Hawke Was
Sunk by Submarine U-9.

BERLIN, Germany. October 28. by
wireless to Sayville, L. I..It is learned
that it was the German submarine l"-9
which sank the British cruiser Hawke.
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The l'-9 returned safely to her home
harbor at noon Friday. The survival
of the warship after an adventurous
voyage, during which she sent four
British cruisers to the bottom, already
had been made known. The admiralty,
however, has not yet made public the
details of the submarine's latest exploit,
nor the subsequent cruise, during which
apparently she found no further opportunityto launch torpedoes.
