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LICENSE DECIIONS
DIPLEASE BOTH

Liquor Men and Anti-Saloon
League Discuss Text of Ex-
cise Board’s Acts.

PERMIT 297 RETAIL AND
93 WHOLESALE HOUSES

Constitutionality of Law Likely to
Be Attacked—Court Review of
Protests Also Planned.

That neither the temperance nor sa-
loon factions of the capital is pleased
with the findings of the excise board,
announced vyesterday, and that both
are considering the advisability of ap-
pealing to the courts for a final adjust-
ment of the District’s liguor traffic be-
came known last night.

Disappointed license applicants, it is
learned, already have taken steps in
the direction of testing the constitn
tionality of the Jones-Works law. This
was at a meeting Thursday night in
the offices of Attorney Harry A. He-
garty. According to Mr. Hegarty, it has
not been definitely determined to at-
tack the validity of the law, but there
ts every prospect of developments
along this line in the immediate future.

Directors of the Anti-Saloon League
will meet tomorrow night to discuss
the situation. One of the propositions
to be taken up by the league, it is
stated, will be with reference to the
advisability of endeavoring to obtain
a court review of the records in certain
cases in which licenses were granted.

As an auxiliary of the Anti-Saloon
League, the East Washington Clvie As-
soclatlion, which sought to have the
exclse board drive the saloon out of
the fifth and ninth police precincts on
Capitol Hill, also may appeal to the
courts, it s stated. Directors of this
body will likewise meet tomorrow
night to canvass the situation. This or-
ganization is preparing a bilt for in-
roduction in the next Congress to es-
tablish a “dry"” zone around the Capi-
tol.

Measurements the Issue.

Should the Anti-Saloon League go into
court it will be for the purpose primari-
ly of obtaining & ruling as to the
method in which measurements should
be conducted by the excise board. OMi-
clals of the league declare that had its !
method for ascertaining distances been
adopted by the board the excise commis-
sioners would have been compeiled to
reject & great many more licenses than
they did because of the establishmenta
being located in prohibited zones.

Tn the event a court decision should
be handed down upholding the league's
contention as to the manner in which
measurements should be made that or-
ganization undoubtedly will attempt to
have annulled many of the licenses
Sranted by the board. At tomorrow
night's meeting of the directors of the
Anti-8aloon League, A. E. Shoemaker,
attorney for the organization. will make
definite recommendations as to its fu-
ture course. Speaking of the situation
last night, he said:

“The league's object ls to ultimately
suppress the liquor traffic in the Dis-
trict. In the meantime it is its pur-
pose as always to get the most pos-
sible good out of existing license laws.
S0 it has been the aim of the league
ever since the present law was enacted
to get ont of it ms much as possible
in the way of protection to the homes
of the city, and be removing so far
as has been In ita power the tempta-
tilon of the saloon, especially in resi-
'dence sections.

Contrary to Law.

“The work of the board has been dif-
ficult in the extreme. The league
sought to render it every passible as-
sistance in securing facts as to lgca-
tions and conditions. While there 1=
much In the final results that is grati-
fying to the league and anti-saloon
people generally, there is also bitter
disappointment. Not that the number
of barroom licenses granted is only three
less than the limit under the law, but
that many barrooms have been re-
licensed contrary to the express pro-
visions of the law, in the judgment of
its friends. If the 237 or even 300
barroom licenses had been granted
without going outside the law no com-
plaint would have been made by the

applicants who have been in business in
the District for a number of years and
whose records are of the best.

The new license year began at 12
o'clock last night with a total of 297
retail and ninety-three wholesale liquor
establishments authorized to do busi-
nest. When the office of the District
license clerk closed at 3:156 o'clock yes-
terday afternoon licenses had been 1s-
sued to 263 retailers and seventy-four
wholesalers. The office will be open
from 2 until 3 o'clock thls afternoon
for the purpose of issuing the remain-
ing licenses granted Ly the hoard.

Halloween was not the joyful oc-
casion in scores of Washington saloons
last night that it has been in previous
vears. While many disappointed pro-
prietors sought to make the best of the
gituation, gloom pervaded the old es-
tablishments which had come under the
ban of the law. Old customers in-
dulged In reminiscences as they took
‘:’helr last drinks over many a favorite
ar.

May Become “Near Beer” Saloons.

It was learned last night that a num-
ber of saloons carried in the llet of re-
jections will open up for businéss as
usual Monday morning, but not as
placeg where intoxicating llquors may
be hought. Instead, cigars, soft drinks
and “near beer” will be offered for sale.
T'nder a ruling by the excise board,
rejected applicants have until Decem-
ber to dispose of the stock of goods
left on their hands at the closing hour
Inst night. In many cases the Haquor
will be returned to the wholesale
housesg from which it was obtained. In
others it will be disposed of at publie
and private sales. No liguor may be
sold, however, except under permit is-
sued by the board.

EAST PRUSSIA LOST
40,000 CIVILIANS

Berlin Says Russian Atrocities
Caused This Heavy Toll
of Citizens.

BERLIN, October 31, by wireless.—
According to official informatlon given
to the press in Berlin today the only
German news from the Polish front is
the authoritative confirmation of the
prevailing impression in Berlin that
the German onslaught on the Warsaw
fortress was in full swing when the
retirement of the German forces was
ordered.

It Is pointed out that the German at-
tack would scarcely have heen directed
against this fortified position after
strong Russian forces had arrived at
Points south and to the west of War-
saw. These naturaily must be the first
ehjert of attack,

“The general staff of the Austro-Hun-
garian army reports significantly that
there was no fighting October 28 in Rus-
sian Poland. This shows that the Austro-
German forces have been successful in
freeing themselves from the enemy, a
maneuver which permitted them to
make new dispositions of their troops
without disturbance.

“A  epecial correspondent of the
Frankfort Gazette in East Prussia re-
ports that there is now a total of
40,000 eivilians of East Prussia who
are missing as a result of the Russian
atrocities in this dlstrict.”

FATE OF KROONLAND
STILL IN THE BALANCE

English Still Investigating Steam-
er's Status—Destination of
Cargo Issue.

LONDON, October 31.—The case of the
Red Star line steamer Kroonland, from
New York, Naples and Greece, with a
cargo of copper, detained by the British
authorities at Gdibraltar, Is at present
under investigation. No decision, how-
ever, has been made yet as to whether
ghe is to go before a prize court.

The chief question seems to be the des-
tination of the cargo of copper on board
the vessel

Instead of
measuring distances between churches
or schools and saloons by ‘the shortest
course of travel, as we think is requred
by law, other methods of measurement
were adopted in many cases,

“Barrooms located on non-business
streets have been turned into wholesale
places which, according to many, are
sven more objectionable in a residence
neighborhood than saloons. A whole-
saler may sell to women; a bar may not.

“Clubs and hotels located on non-
business fronts have been granted |-
censes, we believe, in violation of the
spirit and the letter of the law. Whole-
eale licenses have been granted in resi-
dence streets and in residence sections,
contrary to the Interpretation of the
law by its friends, and hotels with less
than fifty bedrnoms have heen granted
licenses when the law provides that no
license shall be issued to a hotel hav-
ing less than fifty bedrooms for guestsa.

Much Rejoicing Also.
“While there is disappointment in the
firal results of the board's delibera-

tions, there 13 great rejolicing in many
sections because of the removal of sa-

looms therefrom. FEspecially is this
true of suburban sections. Indeed,
anti-saloom people all over the Dis-

trict have reasmon to rejoice over the
general results of the Jones-Works
law, and by the end of another year
its effect will be even more apparent.

“The fight of the league to reduce
the number of liquor establishments
has not been directed against the men
who hold licenses. The fight Is against
the traffic. In very few instances was
the league called on to attack the
licensee. The alm was to remove sa-
loons prineipally by applying to them
the provisions of the law."

Matthew E. O'Brien, chairman of the
board of directors of the East Wash-
ington  Civic Association, stated this
organization would not rest in its fight
to abolish the saloon from Capitol Hill.
There is every prospect that the asso-
ciation will work in conjunction with
the Anti-S8aloon League in whatever
court action may be instituted. Mr.
’'Brien sald the members of his organ-
ization bhelleve that representatives

KING ALBERT BEGS
FOOD FOR BELGIUM

Asks American People to Feed
His Starving During
Coming Winter.

FRAMES APPEAL WHILE
UNDER FIRE IN BATTLE

Both Rich and Poor in Stricken Do-
main Now Are Subjects
of Charity.

LONDON, October 31 (5:20 pau.).—
rAlber:. King of the Belgians, haa asked
the American people through the Amer-
ican commission, for relief in Belglum
to help feed his starving people dur-
ing the coming winter.

The king's message, written under
fire in the battle before Dunkirk, fol-
lows:

“I am informed that American
officials and citizens In Belgium and
England are working to save my
people from the horrors of the fam-
ine which now threaten them. It is
a great comfort to me in this hour
of sorrow and misfortune to feel
that a great-hearted, disinterested
people ia directing its efforta to re-
lieving the distress of the unoffend-
ing civilian population of my coun-
try.

“Despite all that can be done, the
suffering in the coming winter will
be terrible, but the burden we must
bear will be lightened if my people
can be spared the pangs of hunger
with its frightiful consequences of
disease and violence.

“I confidently hope that the appeal
of the American commission will
meet with a generous response. The
whole-hearted friendship of Amer-
ica shown my people at this time
always will be a precious memory.

(Signed) “ALBERT "

Commission Is Recognized.

The American commission for rellef
in Belgium is an officlal body recog-
nized by the various governments for
the transmission of foodstuffs into Bel-
gium. It is the only channel through
which food can be introduced into Bel-
gium, and by its association with a
committee in Belgium has the only
efficient agency diatribution of food
within that country. H. C. Hoover,
chairman of the commlission, which
has headquarters in London, makes
the following appeal to all American
newspapers;

“We have recelved reports from
members of this commission who were
sent into Belgium. They have the
assistance of the natlonal committee
of relief and its branches throughout
Belgium, together with the help of the
American ministers and consuls and
local officials. Their reports show that

there are still some 7,000,000 people |
in Belgium. In many centers the peo-|
‘ple are receiving an allowance of a

|little more than three ounces of flour
| per capita dally.

Every Home Touched.

“This is not a question of charity or
relief to the chroniecally poor; it is a
| question of feeding an entire popula-
tion. The situation affects the wealthy
and well-to-do as well as the poor.
It touches every heme in Belgium.
“Our experts calculate that In order
to avoid actual starvation Belgium
must have every month a minimum of
60,000 tons of wheat, 15,000 tons of
ecorn, 5,000 tons of peas or beans, and a
limited amount of bacon eor lard.
“This will allow rations of ten
ounces per capita daily, which is about
{half the usual soldier's ration. All this
will cost - §4,000,000 or $5.000,000
monthly. There is no meney in Bel-
|glum. The whole credit machinery has
| ceased. Eighty per cent of the people
tare unemployed.

Payment May Be Devised.

“A plan may be devised whereby such
Belgians as possess property may give
culigations to pay when the war ends,
but even if we could realize on these
obligations we must still hg\re at least
$2,500,000 monthly In food or money
with which to buy it. That these fig-
ures are no exaggeration Is proven by
the foot that Belgium Imports in
|normal times an average of 230,000
tons of cereals monthly. This, together
with its own production, which, with
accumulations, is now exhuusted.

“During the past week We have re-
ceived and expended In emergency food
£600,000, and yet this i3 only four days’
supply. The problem is Immediate. The
Belglans are helping themselves, but
they can do littie. The British and
French are under such strain that they
also can do little. Besides these na-
tions, together with the Dutch, have a
million refugees on their hands. Amer-
icans must feed Belgium this winter.
There never was such a call on Amer-
fcan charlty and there never was a
famine emergency so great.

£ctual Food Desired.

“This committee and its distributing

ency, the Belgian committee, is com-
posed entirely of volunteers, and every
dollar represents actual food, without
any organization expenses, It is our
earnest hope that all funds raised for
Belgian relief in the United States will
be translated into actual food and
shipped through the commission.

‘“Will vou, therefors, in the interests
of humanity, open a subscription among
vour readers, earmarked ‘For the =sole
purpose of purchasing and transporting

food.'

“Every dollar so raised will be used
to purchase food in the United States.
Information as to what centers and
what rellef agencles in the United
| States will undertake the purchase and
dispatch will be cabled later.

ITALIAN CABINET HAS RESIGNED.

ROME DISPATCH

Question of Neutrality Cause of Division,
Same as in the Country asa

Whole.

LONDON, November 1 (2:25 am.).—
The Italian cabinet has resigned, accord-
ing to a dispatch from Rome to Reuter's
Telegram Company.

ROME, October 31 (1:50 pm).—

Signor Rubini, minister of the treasury,
has sent his resignation to FPremier
Snlandra. Efforts were made at the
council of ministers today to have him
withdraw his resignation, but he declined
to do so.
The Italinn cabinet has suffered from
the same division of opinion as exista
in the country at large. Italy's neutral-
ity has been approved by the whole cab-
inet, but there existed among the min-
isters two opinions, as in the country,
the one favoring military preparations at
any cost, and the other supporting the
idea that the risk of Italy becoming In-
volved through these measures was dis-
proportionate to any advantage she
might gain,

By those holding the latter opimion
it has been pointed out that Ttaly
would become stronger daily and would
be able to push her claims at the right
moment, possibly without recourse to
arms,

A definite decision regarding the
ministerial erisls awaits the return
of King Victor Emmanuel, but the gen-
eral opinion is that Premier Sulandra’s
task will not be limited to the appoint-
ment of new ministers of the treasury
and foreign affairs, the latter office
made vacant by the death of Marquis
Di San Kiuliano. Tt is argued that a
ministry thus reformed would still lack
hemogeneity, the ahsence of which
caused first the resignation on October

O of Gen. Grandi as minister of war
and then the resignation of Signor
Rubini.

The belief is held here that the resig-
nation of the entire cabinet is not far
off and that the king will intrust
Premier Salandra te organize a new
ministry. Tn this way the premier would
be free to select ministers of a mind
to meet the present situation vith
unanimity,

CANADA PUTS UP BARS.

Places Embargo on Exportation of

Contraband Articles.

OTTAWA, Octoher 3L—The Canadian

government today placed an embargo
on the exportation to any country at
war with Great Britaln of any articles
which will be of use to them in prose-
cuting the war.
A far-reaching contraband of war
order, adopted yesterday by the Domin-
ion cabinet, also prohibits the exporta-
tlon of contraband to any neutral
country which would In turn re-export
the materials to Great Britain's ene-
mies.

Among the articles specifically men-
tioned as contraband are nickel, nickel
ore, woolen goods, food, exploslves,
horses, fodder. leather, coal, copper,
petrol, aeroplanes and barbed wire.

DOLLAR BLAMES BRAZIL.

Owner of Steamer Held Up E;on-

erates British Consul.

SAN FRANCISCO, October 31.—Com-
plete exoneration of the British and

American governments from any
blame or criticism in connection
with the failure of the British
steamer Robert Dollar to obtain a

transfer to the American flag in the
harbor of Rio de Janeiro last month
the Assoclated Press today by Capt.
Robert Dollar, owner of the vessel
According to his version of the affair
the Brazilian government was at fault.

He says the vessel's failure to trans-
fer her registry was not hecauss of
mny action taken by the British, as had

been reported, for the British consu-
late at Rio de Janeiro agreed to the
transfer, and later, September 23 ca-
bled his willingness to clear the ship
under the British flag when it ap-
peared that otherwlse she must be in-
terned to the end of the war.

Gervase Markham, writing in
1614, gives this Instruction regarding the
tralning of gamecocks: “With a sharp
knife you shall scrape smooth and sharpen
his spurs.”” All other seventeenth century
writers on cockfighting likewise take the

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CARRANZA DEPOSED
ALONG WITHVILLA

Aguascalientes Convention
Demotes Provisional
President.

CHIEFTAINS DETERMINE
TO GOVERN THE NATION

Will Act in Capacity of a Congress
With New Head Acting
as Chairman,

EL PASO, Tex., October 31.—Leaders
of the rival Carranza and Villa factions
of the constitutionalist party in Mexico
today looked for an early settlement
of the differences between the two
chieftains, following the action of the
Aguascalientes conference late Yester-
day in adopting a decree deposing both
Carranza and Villa from official posi-
tions.

The plan which would retire the two
opposing leaders was drafted and
adopted unanimously by a Jjoint com-
mittee on ecivil and military matters,
the members of which are the leaders
of both factions. It arranged that the
provisional president, to be named lat-
«r, should take oath of office before the
assembled convention. The document
thanked Gen. Carranza and Gen. Villa
for their revolutionary activity.

The proposition for the retirement
of both leaders was made to the con-
vention by Carranza himself, whe in-
ststed that unless Villa also retired he
‘H‘ouid refuse to step down from of-

ce,

Later in the night the protocol came
up before the assembled body and was
passed by a vote of 112 to 17.

The plan of Aguascalientes differs
widely from the many other rsvolu-
tionary plans adopted at various times
during Mexico's present day revolu-
tionary period, In that it is more defi-
nite in the matter of arranging a pro-
vislonal government and carrving out
civil reforms. It places full power in
the provisional president and the pres-
ent body of chieftains, which will act
in the capacity of a congress.

New Government Plan.

The plan does not call for elections
until after the arrangement of ciwvil
reformse by this body. No time Ia set
for the general elections. The plan in
this regard says:

“Said president will take oath before
the assembled convention and arrange
the program of government which will
emanate from this arrangement along
the best lines to realize in a pro-con-
stitutlonal perlod the social and po-
litical reforms needed by the coun-
try."

This plan borders on the suggested
commission form of government, since
the provisional president would be act-
ing as chairman of the convention.

Gen., Carranza was demoted to the
position of peneral of division, whiech
he held prior to the drafting of the
Guadalupe plan which made him com-
mander-in-chief of the constitutional-
ist army during its flght against the
Huerta power.

All commanders, Gen. Ville included,
were placed under the orders of the
secretary of war who would be named
under the new arrangement, although a
previous clause clearly stated that both
Carranza and Villa “would cease their
present functions.”

Funston Has No Fear
of Mexicans Attacking
His Vera Cruz Forces

Gen. Funston takes little stock in the
reports that Gen. Agullar in the out-
skirts of Vera Cruz may attempt to
expel the American forces. He is mak-
Ing absolutely no preparations for such
an attack, and refuses to take the mat-
ter =seriously, according to messages
sent by him in answer to inquiries
from the War Department.

He said he had not deemed it neces-
sary to extend hls outposts, and stated
there was no excitement in the city.
The reports had reached the depart-
ment in press dispatches,

Gen. Funston’s command has been re-
duced to about 6,000 men by expira-
tion of enlistments. No recruits have
been sent elther for the army or ma-
rine companiea ashore there since
orders for the withdrawal of the force
were i{ssued. The order will not be car-
rled out until guarantees are obtainei
froin the government to which the city
is restored.

State Department advices yesterlay
from  Aguascallentes antedated the
gession in which both Carranza and
Villa were reported to have been de-

posed by the XMexican national cen-
vention. i
There were indications in the dis-

patches, however, that somes of those
delegates who originally were pro-
Carranza and had shown a tendency
to side with the Villa supporters were
swinging back to their first alllance.
The conventlon seemed more evenly
balanced than before as between the
Villa and Carranza factlons. Villa
supporters, however, claimed they had
g working malority which would be
further increased when Carranza's
resignation was acted upon.

Ecuador Rebels Repulsed.

GUAYAQUIL, Ecuador, October 31—
Continuing their campaign against the
present administration of the republic
of Ecuador; a rebel band of about 200
men attacked the town of Esmeraldas,
on the seacoast ninety-five miles north-
west of Quito, today. They were re-
pulsed by the government garrison aft-
er six hours of fighting, and left be-
hind them 100 men In killed and
wounded. The Zovernment force sus-
tained few losses and a government de-
tachment is at present jn pursuit of the
defeated rebels.

i Pope to Ask for Peace,

ROME, October 31.—The Idea XNa-
zionale prints a rumer to the effect that
a papal document will be published short-

ly exhorting the Mexicans to use every
effort in establishing peace in their re-
public.

FRENCH.

PARIS, October 31, 11 p.m.—
The official communication issued
tonight by the French war ofhce
says:

“According to the latest ad-
vices there is no incident of any
importance to report. In the cen-
ter we have made progress in the
region to the north of Sounarn.

“Everywhere else we are main-
taining our positions.”

A semi-official announcement
was made this afternoon as fol-
lows:

“In one of our attacks delivered
the day before yesterday a vil-
lage strongly held by the enemy’s
infantry, supported by artillery
was taken by a detachment of
French unmounted cavalry be-
longing to two dragoon regi-
ments. The men charged with
their lances in their hands. The
enemy left in the village more
than 200 dead and abandoned 200
of their wounded.”

RUSSIAN. ;

PETROGRAD, October 31—
The following official communi-
cation was issued by general
headquarters tonight:

“On the east Prussian front the
plan for breaking through the
center of our fortified position
dround Bakalrzewo projected by
the enemy has failed. During
five days of unsuccessful attacks
tlfe ; Germans suffered immense
losses.. In many places the great
accumulations of German dead in
front of our trenches caused a
moderation of our fire.

“Qur troops have progressed in
several districts on the east Prus-
sian front.

“Beyond the Vistula we occupy
strongly the towns of Gostynin,
Lenczica, Lodz and Ostrovac.

“In Galicia the fighting con-
tinues without any essential
change in the situation.”

GERMAN.

BERLIN, October 31, via Am-
sterdam and London.—A report
received here today from German
army headquarters says:

“Qur army in Belgium yester-
day occupied Ramscapelle (two
and one-half miles east of Nieu-
port) and Prelschoon and our at-
tacks on Ypres are progressing.
Zandvoorde, Chateau Hollenieke
and Wambeke have been stormed.

“Further south we also have
gained ground to the east of Sois-
sons. The enemy has been at-
tacked and during the day chased
from several strongly fortified po-
sitions to the north of Veilly
(about ten miles east of Sois-
sons), which was stormed during
the afternoon, the enemy retreat-
ing across the river Aisne and
suffering severe losses. We cap-
tured 1,000 prisoners and two ma-
chine guns; :

“In the Argonnes and to th
west of Verdun and to the north
of Toul several French attacks
were repulsed with heavy losses
for the enemy.

“The battle in the northeastern
war theater till now has not been
decided. To the west of Warsaw

AMSTERDAM, October 3r.—
An official dispatch from Vienna
dated today noon, says:

“Near the Galician-Bukowinian
irontier, north of Kuty, a mixed
Russian column was defeated
yesterday.

Forecast of New York Re:sult
Based on the Figures Given
By Leaders of the Parties

NEW YORK. November L—The New
York Times will say today: A close
election, with the outlook favering
Gov. Martin H. Glynn and a majority
of the candidates on the democratie
state ticket, provided New Yok ltv
lives up to traditions and returns a
substantial democratic plurality.

The forecast on the eve of the vol-
ing is based on statements from the
leaders of the three principal parties
and observations made by correspond-
ents In every sectlon of the state.

The outlook for the Congress eloe-
tions is less encouraging from a demo-
gratic point of view. While New York
city will return a majorlty of demo-
cratic miembers of the House, the
slump in the progressive vole upstate
will result in many upsets through
which republican representatives will
be seni Lo take the places of demo-
cr‘i“hsc:.re i= & probability that the next
legislature in both branches will be
republican. The legislature outlook
distinctly favors a republican ussem-
bly, even though in many localities
tusions between the democrats and the
progresgives on candidates of strength
may make the republican majority at
Albany next year less than it would
have been with three candidates in the
field everywhere,

Constitutional Convention Vote.

Control of the constitutional conven-
tion, which wiil be held next vear, is
in the balance, becauee the delegates
will be voted for on a separate bal
lot arranged on the party column plan
and very different from the form of
Massachugetts ballot, which will be
used for the first time in-this state
next Tuesday.

The anti-Catholic movement directed
against Gov. Glynn and other Homan
Catholic nomineea has been working
covertly in this state for months, but
®ince it was dragged out into the open
recently it has caused flerce resent-
ments which ma» make of it a two-
edged sword cutting into the Glynn
strength on one hand and on the other

into the support of Mr. Whitman,
whom the =cctarian agitators have
indorsed.

The republican leaders themselves
have begun to appreciate the fallacy
of their pres=umption that the cam-
palgn of William Sulzer for governor
would menace Gov. Glynn's chances
exclusively and thus aid the republi-
cans. During the closing week of the
campalgn republican attacks on Mr,
Sulzer huave followed in the wake of
futile efforts to persuade him to give
up the race and do what lies in his
power to turn the support of his pres-
ent following over to Mr. Whitman,
thus to Iinsure the defeat of Gov.
Glynn. .

The Wilson administration’s unguali-
fied indorsement of both Gov. (ilynn
and James W. Gerard, the democratic
candidate for United States senator,
marked a turning point in the cam-
paign. Prior to that indorsement the
chances all favored a republican wic-
tory.

T}{e democratic leaders have not made
public any estimate of the vote for
Gov. Glynn and the other democratic
candidates. It was learned, however,
that the “ingide” figures at Tummany
Hall, bused on one of the closest can-
vasges made in many years, gave New
York city to Gov. Glynn and the demo-
cratic candidates by 86,500, the plu-
ralities being distributed as follows:
Manhattan, 61,000; Kings, 12,000; Bronx,
6,600; Queens, 5,600; Richmond, 1.500.
Apother estimate based on reports
made to the democratic state commit-
tee by canvassers covering the entire
gtate glves the state to Gov. Glynn and
Ambassador Gerard by 68,900,
