Says It Will Be Impossible to Restore
War-Devastated
Cathedrals.

Arthur Stanley Riggs delivered a lectureon "France" yesterday afternoon
and again last night before the membersof the National Geographic Societyat New Masonic Temple auditorium,in which he declared that it
will be utterly impossible to restore
the war-devastated cathedrals of
Europe.
Mr. Riggs, who is a traveler and lecturer,and a fellow of the Royal GeographicSociety, illustrated his talk

with colored views of the cathedrals
taken before the war and since, as well
as with pictures of the principal cities
of Brittany. Normandy, Anjou and other
sections of France.

Restoration Talk Called Foolish.
"There is much foolish talk to the effectthat after the war work of restorationand reconstruction in Europe will

make the devastated cathedrals even
more beautiful than they were originally,"Mr. Riggs said.
"It is absurd. No modern hand can

bring back the glory of the thirteenth
century workmanship of the Cathedral
of Rheims. No one today can producethe same significant work as was done
by the geniuses of the middle age.Art is more than skill, it demands inspiration.This inspiration that
prompted the medieval artist cannot be
reproduced. Some of these talented
workmen labored for 3 cents a day.What would the work cost today? Afabulous sum."

Precursor of New Civilization.
Americans are intimately affected by

the history of France, the lecturer said,
because in that country the passion

f _ _ .
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for liberty was born, from It came
many of the ideas incorporated in the
United States Constitution, and due to
it is the evolution of the idea that
government should make for freedom,
equality and fraternity among the
people.
Moreover, he added, the French peoplegave the United States significant

aid in the struggle for its independence.
One of the results of the struggle,

however, the lecturer predicted, will be
enormous strides in the progress of
mankind. He expressed the belief that
Europe's present misfortune is the precursorof a new civilization, higher,
healthier and far more friutful.
In conclusion, Mr. Riggs spoke of the

advantages to the French of their
wonderful river and canal systems. So
all-reaching are the waterway systems
of France, he said, that they would
almost meet all the needs of the countrywere there no roads or railways.
He mentioned that one may travel by
boat from the Mediterranean sea to the
Atlantic, the English channel, or the
North sea, or cross France from end
to end by water.
