APPOINTEE OF WILSON

E. G. Bland, Named for U. 8. Mar-
shalship in Missouri, Sees
Senator Reed.

Ewing G. Bland, the President's ap-
pointea as United States marshal for
the western district of Missourl,
turned up In Washington today, and
went to talk the matter of his appoint-
ment over with Senator Reed of Mis-
sonri, at the latter's office. Senator
Tieed is opposing Rland's confirmation
vigorously, and there has been no in-
dication that he would change his
stand in this matter,

Senator ftone of Missourl is in Flor-
fiia, and is not expected back for sev-

eral days. He, too, haa opposed the
¥land nomination, for Bland and his
family have been political opponents
of Senator Btone for some time.

At the last meeting of tha Henate ju-
diciary committee hefore the Christmas
recess, Senator Reed, after making an
unfavorable report on the Bland nomi-

nation from the subcommittee, to which
it had been referred, stated that he
would not ask to have the full com-

HERDIC SERVICE CHANGES

Pennsylvania Avenue Route to Be
Abandoned Jan-

uary 1.

Although glven permission by the
publie utilitles commission to withdraw
immediately its herdlec service on
Pennsylvania avenue, the Metropolitan
Coach Company will keep this portion
of itas line in operation until Friday,
January 1, officials of the company
said today.

Recently the company requested per-
mission to abandon the service on
FPennsylvania avenue, between 15th
street and B8th street, on the ground
that its equipment waos insufficlent to
Insure patisfactory service during the
winter. The utilities board informally
approved the request at the time, and
yesterday Issued formal orders per-
mitting abandonment of the eeérvice
today.

The route of the herdic coaches after
Thuraday will be from 16th and U
streets, south on 16th street and Massa-
chusetts avenue, £ast to 1ith street and
south to New York avenue. The cars
wlll then double the block to the west
by way of Pennsylvania avenue, Madi-
son place and H street, and will return
by the mouthbound route to U street.

WILL NOT DELAY AGTION

OCEAN FREIGHT RATE
INCREASES EXORBITANT

Held Unreasonable by Secretaries
MecAdoo and Redfield in Re-
port on Shipping.

Increase in ocean frelght rates gince
the beginning of the European war ares
characterized as having been in many
cases “unreasonable and exorbitant”
notwithatanding the extraordinary con-
ditlons, by Secretary Redfleld and Sec-
retary McAdoo in a prellminary report
on shipping conditions submitted to-
dny to the Benate.

The report declares that in shipping
circles generally it is estimated that
50 per cent of the ships have been
allminated “through the tying up of
the German and Austrian marine and
through the commandeering of such a
large part of the British marine by
the admiralty.”

Heavy Demand for Ships.

“On account of the large purchases
or war supplies and the great profits
which can be derlved from shipments
to European ports thera has been a
corresponding increase in the demand
for ships for ecargo purposes. The in-
evitable result has been a steady in-
crease in steamship rates.”

Willinmm Thompson Manning, who
shot and killed Grover C. Glascock, a
srocer, in the slayer’s spartment, at
1453 Newton street northwest, Sunday
afternoon, was held for the action of
the grand jury at an Inquest held at
the morgue yesterday afternoon.

1t was testified that Manning and
some of hla guests had several drinks
during the afternoon and that shortly
Lefore the shooting occurred they were
amueing themseelves with popguns.
Not an unpleasant word was spoken
until Glascocke took a fancy vesat that
belonged to Manning and refused to
return it on Manning’'s demand, it was
testified.

FRecent disturbances among natives
in the Philippines will not delay action
by the Senate Phillppine committes on
the Jones bill to grant the Fillpinos a
greater measure of self-government,
Senator Hitchcock, chairman of the
committee, sald today. It i1a expected
the bill will be reported to the Senate
by the middle of January.

“The reports of the uprisings are
very meager,” Senator Hitchcock said,
“but they do not indicate that the dis-
turbances were Important. The fact
that the nattves Involved were armed
with bolos means nothing.

Nothing to Alter Sentiment.

“Virutally all Filipinos possess such
weapons, which really are agricultural
toolse. The whole matter is being given
too great importance down there. Cer-
tainly nothing has occurred to our
knowledge which will delay action or
alter sentiment on the Jones bill"

Senator Hitchcock sald the commit-
tee proposed to make no suggestion to
the insular govefnment that it investi-
gate the caude of the disturbances
while the Philippine bill was pending.
Such an investigation might prove ad-
vantageous, however, he said, to thoee
desiring independence.
