ASSOCIATION FAVORS |
SUFFRAGE IN DISTRICT

Residents of Columbia Hgights
Also Ask for Representation

in Congress.

Resolution Adopted Leaves the Is-
sue of “Votes for Women” to
Future Consideration.

Suffrage for the Distriet was discuss-
ed at a meeting of the Columbia
Heights Citizens' Association, in the
parish hall of St. Stephen's Church,
last night, with the result that the as-
sociation took action recommending the
amendment of the Constitution so as
to give the people of the District of
Columbia representation in the Senate,
the House of Representatives and in
the electoral college. This decision was
not reached, however, until practically
all the members present had expressed
their views on the subject and a sub-
stitute amendment had been offered.

The question came up through a mo-
tion proposed by A. B. Carty, asking
that the associntion advocate District
suffrage, and that the vote be extended
to the women of the District.

Views of Judge Bundy.

Judge Bundy declared himself heart-
ily in faver of the resolution provid-
ing for District suffrage and repre-
sentation, but said:

“The District ought to be represent-
ed in both houses of Congress and in
the electoral college. These things
would pass almost unanimonsly in the
District, 1 feel sure. But when cou-
pled with the vexatious question of fe-
male suffrage, it is handicapped to an
extent that makes it Impossible of pas-
sage.” i

The substitute, with no mention of
woman suffrage in It, was then offered
by J. Clinton Hiatt, and, following dis-
cussion, was adopted. A. Leftwich Sin-
clair, favoring the motion, declared
that the ettect of giving the District
the right to vote would be to abollsh
political slavery in the District. He
declured the motion of Mr. Hiatt in
harmony with the position taken in the
matter by the Chamber of Commerce.
The speaker read extracts from the
report of the committee of ten or the
chamber, and also read an editorlal
from The Star dealing with the sub-
Ject.

Fears Revival of Former Troubles.

At this juncture Dr. W. W. Foster
expressed fear that with the coming of
the vote to the Diatrict would perhaps
come a revival of the old riots that
used to be quelled by troops. F. v.
Keeting, however, declared that
“Washington can take care of itzelf,”
and his words met with a spontaneous
outburst of applause. Others who
spoke on the guestion included wW. W.
Bowie, W. B. Todd, Dr. L. F. Kebler,
William R. s.arr and President Wil-
liam H. Saunders.

“We will get woman suffrage as soon
as we gel representation,” asserted Dr.
Kebler.

Mr. Harr declared that under pres-
ent conditions a man cannot live in the
Distriet and really become identified |
with it

“All we can do is to Tesolute,” he |
said: “complain to the postmaster and ,
have him answer or not; complain to |
Congress and get an unofficial answer
or not, just as it pleases them.”

The resolution, as passed, would in
no way interfere with the half-and-
half principle, it was brought out, or |
with the present system of government
in general. Upon its passage President
Saunders appointed the following com- |
mittee to co-operate with other com-
mittees in their effort to bring about
such an amendment to the Constitu- |
tion.. J. Clinton Hiatt, Willlam B.'
Tadd, Willlam R. Harr, Arthur B.
Shreve and Dr. Benjamin F. Gibbs.

A resolution asking that the Com-
missioners water 16th street more thor-
oughly and oftener was passed. One
citizen described the erstwhile Avenue
of the Presidents as 'one long cloud of
perpetual dust.” The resolution was in-
troduced by W. W. Bowie.

DUTY RATE OF JEWELRY
RESET WHILE ABROAD

Customs Division Gives Ruling on
Gems Taken to Other Coun-
tries and Repaired There.

The custom division of the Treasury
Department has recently set forth the
rule of procedure in regard to the pay-
ment of duty on jewels taken abroad
and there reset and repaired. The word-
ing of the rule, which is calculated
to be of interest to those contemplat-

ing future European trips, is as fol-
lows:

“When a ring, pin, hracelet, brooch
or other article of jewelry is taken

abroad and the stone or other setting
is replaced in the same kind of article
ag that =ert abhroad, the Identity of the
exported article is not destroyed. Tn
such case the article is entitled to ad-
mission upon the payment of duty on
the value of the repairs only, provided
that the wvalue of said repairs be

the returned article.
value of these repairs equals or ex-
ceeds 50 per cent, the article shoului be
assessed with duty upon its entire val-
ue in the condition as imported.”

A case in issue has heen ruled upon
by the customs division. A diamond
pin reset abroad, and even the setting
changed for a new stone, inasmuch as
it is still a diamond pin, is permittéad
to come in on payment of duty based
on the cost of repairs. Another re-
cant decision, however, made assess-
ment upon the full value of a diamond
brooch taken abroad and brought baclk
in the shape of a bracelet.

It was decided that this particular |
piece had lost its identity as the article |

taken abroad.

COPPER IN CINDERS.

Refuse From Pyrites Shipped to
Maine for Extracting Process.
