AS IF BESIEGED

German Chancellor So De-
clares, Referring to Actions
of England.

BRITISH DENY PLAN TO
BLOCKADE FOE’S PORTS

London Journal Sees Fraud In-
tended to Stir Up Bad Blood
With America.

TONDOUXN, February s—"England
treats the United States as a besieged
fortress,” declured Dr. Theobald von
Bethmann-Hollweg, the imperial chan-
cellor of Germany, in discussing with
a Danish correspondent Great Britain's
attempts to prevent imports of food
into Germany, says a Copenhagen dls-
patch to the Exchange Telegraph Com-
pany.

“Winston Churchill,” continued the
chanecellor, "wants to starve a people
numbering 70,000,000 in this bagbarian
fashion. Against this effort Germany
will use every opportunity to take re-
venge.

“With regard to the complaint that
We are injuring neutral interests, neu-
trul powers Muve not protested against
England's action, and they must take
the consequences. We certainly are not
going to die of famine.”

Blockade Not Intended.

Thouzgh the Morning Post and other
London daily newspapers frequently
hiave urged a blockade of Germnan ports,
thus cutting off all cotton and food-
stuffs, the British foreign office re-
peatedly has declared that such a step
is mot contemplated, and announces
that its policy is the same today as in
the past.

It is added that the British govern-
ment has no thought of antagonizing
neutral countries whose shipping would

be stopped by the closing of the Baltic
sed.

Treatment of the Wilhelmina.

Great Britain has decided that if the
American steamer Wilhelmina, now on
her way with a cargo of foodstuffs for
Germany, is intercepted, her cargo
will he submitted to a prize court,
so that the new situation arising eout
of the action of Germany in ordering
that all grain and flour shall be placed
under contrel of the government may
be regulated. In a statement the Brit-
izh foreign office savs:

“The new German decree makes it
evident that all grain and flour is to
pass under control of the German gov-
ernment, and it must therefore, when
imported, be regarded as virtually con-
slgned to the German government or to
the authorities under their control.

“This creates a novel situation, and
it is probable that if the destination
and cargo of the Wilhelmina are as
supposed the cargo will, if the wvessel
is intercepted, be submitted to a prize
court in order that the new sgituation
created by the German decree may he
examined and a decision reached upon
it after full consideration.

Compensation to Be Given for Loss.

“There is no question of taking any
proceedings against the vessel, and the
owners of the vessel will be indemni-
fled for any delay caused to it, and
the shippers of the ftargo compensated
fer any loss caused to them by the
action of the British authorities.
“There is no truth whatever in the
statement made in the press that it
has been decided that other such con-
signments will be seized, together
with the vessels, without compensation
to neutrals, for no decision has yet
been taken to depart from previously
existing rules or practice.”
Discussing editorially the foreign of-
fice’s contraband statement, the Times
refers to the German bundesrath's In-
sertion of a clause seeking to exclude
wheat and flour in that country. This
action the Times characterizes as a
fraud intended to make bad blood be-
tween Great Britain and the United
States. The paper argues that it would
be impossible to discriminate between
such imports and the home product.

Prohibition on Sugar.

Prohibition of the sale of American
sugar in this couniry was brought up
in the house of commons by Sir James
Dalziel, who desired to know why a
neutral country should be debarred
from sending sugar here, to the em-
barrassment of British manulactirers.
The home secretary, Reginald McKenna,
replied that sugar exported from Amer-
ica would be replaced with supplies
obtained from an enemy of Great
Britain.

“No, not in this case,” Sir Jamea re-
torted.

“I have documentary proof ol' it Mr.
McKenna sald. He added that the pro-
hibition would not he removed so long
as the removal would benefit an enemy
of England.

Urge Control of Food.

In view of the increased cost of food,
which is due almost entirely to
higher freight rates and the conges-
tion of goods at the docks, members of
the corporations of Glasgow, Liver-
pool and other cities in the kingdom
have proposed the passage of resolu-
tions for the framing of a petition to
the government in favor of govern-
ment control of foodstuffs and coal
and shippilng services, Strong views
were expressed that immedlate action
by the government Was necessary, as
wheat, flour and coal are dally in-
creasing in price,

Some of the gpeakers deprecated gov-
eriment control of sugar and the pro-
hibition of sugar importatijons from
cvountries desiring to =end in supplies.
Ths prohibition is due, as Huome Sec-
retary HReginald MceEKenna told the
house of commons, to a fear thut such
imports would be replaced by supplies
from Germany.

Prices to Be Discussed.

The cntire question of food prices
will be discussed in the house of com-
mons next Thursday, when Premier |z,
Asquith has promised to make a state-
ment on the situation. Meantime a
committee has been appointed to in-
quire into the congestion of goods on
the docks. The labor party has drafted
a resolution for introduction in the
house of commons, insisting that the
rise of prices is not justified by the
economic consequences of the war, but
is due to the holding up of stocks of
goods and inadequate transport facili-
Lie The resolution calls upon the
government to provide transport fa-
cilities and to fix maximum prices by
ucn;uhmg control of commodities,

‘Costa Rica Bank Fails.
Reports to the State Department from
San Jose, Costa Rieca, say the Banco
Commercial de Costa Rica, under the
management of British directors,

failed two days ago, when quarterly
interest was due. The pregident of
Costz Hlea, it is sald, is arranging for
redemption of the bank's currency.

Vessels Built in January.
There were thirtv-two salling, steam
and unrigged vessels of 1238 gross
tons built in the United States in Jan-
uary. avcording to the bureau of navi-

Zation. The largest vessel was the
Northern Pacific, at FPhiladelphia.

SCENE OF RUSSIAN MOVEMENTS IN EAST PRUSSIA

PARIS, February 5.—The following
official statement has been issued here:

“The finance ministers of Great
Britain, France #fnd Russia have met
in Paris to examine into financial ques-
tions growing out of the war. It is
stated that the three powers resolved
to unite their financial as well as their
military resources to carry on the war
to victory.

“With that idea they decided to pro-
pose to their respective governments
that they share equally in the ad-
vances made or to be made to the
countries which are now fighting with
them or which might be disposed to
take the fleld shortly for the common
cause.

Loan in Name of Three.

“The amount of these advances will
be covered both by special resvurces
of the three powers and by the issue
of a loan in the sname of the three

powers at the proper time. The ques-
tion of the relations to be established
between the issuing banks of the three
countries has been the object of spe-
cinl agreement,

“The ministers decided to make in
concert all purchases for their coun-
tries from neutral pations. They have
taken the necessary financial measures
to facilitate the Russian export trade
and to restore as far as possible parity
of exchange between Tussia and the
allied nations.

“They also decided to meet again as
circumstances regnire. The next con-
ference will be in London.™

Officials in Conference.

A dispatcrh from Parls January 22
sald that David Lloyd (George, chan-
cellor of the British exchequer, and
Alexandre Ribot and P. Bark, respect-
ively the French and Russian minls-
ters of finance, were preparing for a
meeting in the I'rench capital to con-
sider a joint loan eof 15,000,000,000
francs ($3,000,000,000).

GERMANS STILL INSIST
BRITISH LOST A CRUISER

Destruction Accomplished by Tor-
pedo Boat, According to Testi-
mony of Officers in Battle.

BERLIXN, February 4 (by wireless to

SBayville, N. Y.).—German admiralty of-
ficers assert that there is no longer any
possibility of doubt that a British battle
cruiser was sunk in the naval battle in
the North sea January 24, during which
the German cruiser Bluecher went down.
They say that this has been established
definitely by the testimony of a large
number of officers and men who took
part in the fight.
The destruction of the British battle
cruiser, according to these statements,
was accomplished by the German torpedo
boat destroyer V-5, commanded by Lieut.
von Eichorn. The V-3, it iz =aid,
launched torpedoes at a distance of five
miles from the British warship, demon-
strating the exceptional range of German
torpedoes.

The admiralty officers express the be-
lief that the British battle cruiser Tiger
was sunk.

No further news has been received
here concerning the use of German sub-
marines against British transports. It
is believed that Germany's action is di-
rected solely against transports, and that
a submarine bleckade of France is not
contemplated.

The British” admiralty in its report of
the North. sea battle insisted that no
British warships were sunk. The Tiger
was damaged, the British claim, but was
reported two days after the battle Lo
have returned to her moorings.

RUSSIA IN NEED OF COTTON.

Beady to Buy Large Quantities of
the American Product.

Russia will absorb large quantities of
American cotton as soon as there are
facilities for shipping it from the south
to that country, American Consul
General Snodgrass at Moscow reports.
Russian dealers have been endeavoring,
with poor results, to secure a cotton
supply from England, but no goods are
accepted via Archangel, and railroad
lines from Sweden to Russia are badly
congested. The consul general says
the' Russian crop for 1914-15 amounts
to 1,220,000 bales. Practically no Ameri-
can cotton is now going forward to Rus-
sia, he states.

No more cotton should be shipped to
Gotsburg, Sweden, at present, aecord-
ing to t ommercial Attache Thompson
at HRotterdam, because of congestion
at that port. He states there (8 no
difficulty in shipping through Rotter-
dam to Germany,

American exporters, Mr, Thompbd’n
says, may possibly find a splendid op-
portunity in Holland for linseed oil,
as it is receiving considerable atten-
tion there.

Lonsdale Not to Be Executed.

BERLIN, February 5 by wireless
telegraphy to Sayville, N. Y. —The Ger-
man supreme military court has com-
muted to imprisohment for twenty
vears the deuth sentence imposed on
Willilam Lonsdale, a British seldier, for
an attack on a German non-commis-
sioned officer at the military prison
at Doeberitz.

LONDON, February H—S8ir Edward
Grey, British secretary of state for
foreign affairs, has just announced In

Sir Edward Grey said that although
some camps in Germany already had
been wisited by an American official,
more satisfactory results could be ob-
tained by the scheme proposed by. the
American government.
