of the year covered by Maj. Sylvester's
last report the property and money the
police handled aggregated $546,527.81.
The report shows the disposition of

property and cash as follows: Returnedto owners, $82,578.01; delivered to
property clerk. $159,487.29; delivered
to poundmaster, $40.00; taken from
prisoners and returned. $171,085.26;
collateral delivered to collector at PoliceCourt. $93,064.00: collateral deliveredto clerk at Juvenile Court, $4,331.00,and collected in non-support
cases arid delivered to clerk at
Juvenile Court, $34,942.15.
Probably the most interesting item

is the one which relates to the Juvenile
Court. Scores of delinquent husbands
turn over to the police each week or
month the amounts ordered by thejudge of the Juvenile Court.

TN LIGHTHOUSE SERVICE.

render Woodbine to Be Transferred,
Change in Fog Signal.

The new tender Woodbine, the only
ighthouse service vessel in the fifth
[istrict equipped with an oil power
ngine, it is stated, is to be transferred
o the fourth lighthouse district, with
leadquarters at Philadelphia. About
larch 1 the little vessell will leave the
'hesapeake for her new home. The
Voodbine will look after lights and
iuoys on Delaware river and bay. The
essel was built at Baltimore about a
