Manager Mack Maintains That |
Frank Baker Is Sincere.

[HINTS AT A BIG CHANGE%

Third Baseman Turned Down Chance
. to Get Contract at Own

Figures.

PHILADELPHIA, February 22.—"1
don’t think the offer of more money
will tempt J. Franklin Baker to re-
consider his decision to retire from
hasge ball, but believe he is sincere in
his stand, amd is out of the game for
good. Certainly 1 won't make the
strongest effort to get him back.”™

That's what Connie Mack sald last
,night in reply to the report that Baker
might stick in base ball if better finan-
cial inducements were offered.

“lI base this belief,”" resumed the
gaunt general, “on my talks with the
third-sacker this winter and last sea-
s0n.

“If money had anvthing to do with
hi= discontent 1 would have known
about it.

“Baker started the season of 1914 un-
der a new three-year contract with the
ten-day clause contained in the docu-
ment. As the season wore on 1 de-
cvided to change all contracts for docu-
ments in which the ten-day stipulation
was omitted, but at the same salary |
as In the contracts in force. 1 did
l.h’us at the advice of attorneys in
orider to get an absolutely ironclad
contract.

Mack Was Held Up.

“When I broached the matter to the
players several declared they would
not stand for this slight alteration,
unless they were paid extra for it. Sev-
eral of my stars held me up in this
Wiy,

“Baker was not one of them. He
signed the new contract at the same
figure without the slightest protest.
Now, had he wanted more money he
was in a position to kick over the
traces and force me to boost the
figures.

“Moreover, when I received a letter
from him ten days ago containing the
simple statement that he had retired
from the game I replied, asking him if
there was any cause under my control
that could induce him to change his
mind.

“Mind you, T didn’t send any appeal
to him. T said that I considered it his
own personal matter and that I didn't
purpose to advise him or offer any sug-
gestions, 1 did say that if he found
fault with the salary {n his contract
for him to name his price and that 1
would try to grant it.

“Baker's answer-came in a few davs.
He wrote that he hadn't given the ques-
tion of money one thought and that he
was quitting solely because he detested
to travel, and wanted to stay in peace
and quiet on hig farm at Trappe.

“This convinces me that he Is sincere,
and that financial motives have noth-
ing to do with his retirement.”

No Offers for Baker.

Mr. Mack was asked whether any
other clubs had made an offer for
Baker, and whether he would sell him
If a good offer were made.

“] have had no offers for Baker,” he
answered, “and don't look for any. T'm
not in a position to say what 1 would
do if Baker agreed to return to base
ball providing he were transferred to
another club. i

“I'm not losing one wink of sleep
over Baker's retirement. 1 no longer
consider him a member of the Athletic
team, and am devoting all my energies
to planning for the campaign with
playvers T know will be with me down
in Jacksonville.”

The tall tutor declared that every
member of his regular team was under
an iron-clad contract calling for his
services at Shibe Park in 1915 and 1816.
He said that this included everybody—
pitchers, catchers. infieldera and out-
fielders. :

Mack made one eignificant assertion
when asked if he had decided on Bill
Kopf to cover third base in place of
Baker.

“] ean't tell just what I'm going to
do until I get down teo Jacksonville,”
he explained, “but there s i chance
that | shall make a big shake-up In
my infleld. T won't say or hint what it
is zoing to be, but 1 have such a
change in mind."” :

Has Altered Line-Up Often.

radical switehes., Fans will recall how
he started the season of 190% by shift-
ing Dan Murphy to right fileld and Ed-
die Collins to second base. This master
move really changed the Athletics into
a championship team. Two years later
Connte also surprised the fans by
benching Harry Davis and putting
Substitute Shortstop Btuffy McInnis on
first. The latter immediately became
the topnotch first-saciger of the Amerl-

can League.

Connie's hint eof another change
offerk wide room for speculatien. If it
is done it is almost sure to Involve Mc-
Inniz. One combinatlon would bs to
put Stuffy on sccond and Lajole on
first. In this case Kopf would cover
third, while Barry, of course, would
=tay at short.

JOHNSON IN HAVANA

Champion Boxer With Retinue
Turns Up Unexpectedly.

IS ANXIOUS TO GET AWAY

Chaotic State in Mexico May Pre-
vent Jack Reaching Juarez
for Fight.

HAVANA, Pebruary 22 —Juck Joimn-
son, the pugilist. accompanied by his
wife, secretury, sparring pariner and a
servant, arrived here early this morn-
in ° from (ienfuegos. He appeared in
good condition and declared he mever
felt better.

Johnson said his only anxiety now
was to reach Juarez, Mexico, in time
for his match with Jess Willard March
6. He was much annoyed at hearing of
the present chaotie conditions in Mex-
ico, especially the difficulties which
probably would confront him in going
porth from Tampleo. Johnson de-
clared, however, that he was deter-
mined to push ahead in spite of all
obstacles, and if no regular steamer
wus available for the trip he would
charter a vessel to take him to Tam-
pico.

May Exhibit in Cuba.

No plans had been made for his ap-
pearance in Havana, Johnson said, but
he would confer with George M. Bradt,
who holds the Cuban government con-
cession for boxing matches in_ the
Havann stadium, and might give an
bout with Sam McVey or
The heavyweight cham-
pion reached tienfuegos on the four-
masted schooner Henry ¥. Krager,
which he chartered to take him from
Barbados. The passage, which was
rough, took ten days.
