UNIVERSITY OF U. S.
FINDS HOUSE FAVOR

Fess Files Report Giving Scope
of Proposed Graduate

Institution.

PLAN TO MAKE IT CENTER
OF RESEARCH OF WORLD

"Wj/at we need in Washington is an
institution not so much to multiply
scholars as to develop scholarship,"
said Representative Fess in the report
on the national university bill, printed
and distributed today to members of
the House.
The bill provides for the establishmentof a national university, to be the

greatest center of research in all the
world, to be located in the District of
Columbia and to be in the care of the
federal government.
Representative Fess' report explains

the measure. It says, in part:
"Such an institution will not interferewith nor supersede the hundreds

of institutions already existing:, but it
will supplement them, as it will indeed
depend upon them for its supply of studentsseeking the rank of special experts.Instead of weakening the existentuniversity or college, like themultiplied collective strand, it gains its
strength from a combination of allwithout weakening any one.
"It will be in a unique sense our university,and will develop the sense ofpride and democratic support not nowfelt by any institution. It will thus besought by our ambitious men as theypass from college or university to the

more specialized field "of expert investigation.Graduate, as well as professor,who may be desired for some specialwork now and then, will look toward it.It will thus divert from Berlin, Paris,Oxford, Jena and Vienna to Washingtonthe flow of American students.
Effect of Scholarship.

"There cannot be serious doubt of the
effect of such a national university
upon scholarship in our own country.
Washington long ago had come to be
one of the greatest scientific centers
of the earth. Here are assembled the
most remarkable collections in the
way of scientific material known to the
scientific world. Here the various departmentsof , scientific investigation
headed by the world's best experts,
aided by a group of trained workers,
with separate laboratories and experimentalfacilities, run up into the
hundreds. Here also are domiciled
thirty-four associations devoted to the
investigation of truth in various
spheres. At least that number are incorporatedby act of Congress. These
make Washington attractive to the
scholar of all countries. Many of the
societies that are not domiciled here
hold their annual meetings at the capital.t
"If any one should doubt the wisdom

of the establishment of such an institutionupon the ground that we do
not need it, or upon the ground of expense,or of corrupt control, or upon
any other ground, a complete answer is
the Smithsonian Institution. This institution,established in 1840 with a
five-hund red -thousand-dollar bequest,
has proved itself to be one of the
most successful in the advancement of
knowledge. Today it is well housed in
buildings worth at least as much as
the original gift, and it has accumulatedcollections of book's and manuscriptsby the simple method of governmentexchange, with slight cost to
any one, of an amount beyond the
original gift.
"Besides this, here, under such men

as Henry, Baird, Powell, Newcomb,
Goode. Langley and others, have grown
up these rare agencies of advancement
in useful knowledge. Here telegraphy
was perfected and then turned over to
the government. Research on the lines
of climate, meteorology and so forth
was conducted by these leaders of
science and was finally allowed to
grow, under governmental agencies,
into the present weather bureau. Underthe direction of Prof. Baird. investigationsof life in the sea, with
special relation to fish, purely in a scientificinterest, grew into the governmentfish commission, now so importantas an agency, under experts, attemptingto supply needed food from
the wastes of ocean waters.
"Other important governmental agencieshad their beginnings here. The CongressionalLibrary. America's greatest

collection of books, housed in the
world's most beautiful building, was
started in the same way by the same
institution.

Possibilities of University.
"In view of such results flowing from

this single establishment, we ask. What
is the possibility of a national universityunder a similar management with
means multiplied and a field unlimited?
Even today there exists in the capital,
the university, only awaiting organization,housing and research students.
Probably in no one place in the world
is there such a rare and numerous aggregationof material for laboratory
use as in Washington. No university
could gather such laboratory facilities.
"Its purpose is to promote the advanceof science, pure and applied, and

of the liberal and fine arts by original
investigation and research, and such
other means as may appear suitable.
Furthermore, to train men and women
for posts or responsibility in the publicand private service of state and nation;also to co-operate with the scientificdepartments of the federal governmentand with the various colleges
and universities, public and private,
throughout the country. This last purposeis one of the most important.

A Graduate Institution.
"It is to be a graduate institution.
"The ultimate authority in the governmentof the institution is vested in

a board of trustees appointed by the
President of the United States; but thisboard must consult and consider the
counsel and advice of a national advisorycouncil, consisting of one representativefrom each state in the Union,this representative to be the president
of the state university in those states
in which there is a state universitv. and
in those states where no such institutionexists a person to be appointed bythe governor of the state. This form
of organization secures two great advantages.It secures the efficiency,
economy, promptness and vigor of administrationcharacteristic of a small
board vested with full authority to act.
"The institution is authorized to acceptgifts and donations of money or

property from any private citizen or
public body, provided these gifts be
given, with no conditions attached, for
the general purposes of the university.
This university will have an organic
affiliation with educational institutions
of other countries, by which we will
have the exchange of professorships.
"It would be difficult to estimate the

influence upon a better understanding
and relationship with all countries oi
ideas as an organization of this sort
located at the capital of the nation.
It would be a far greater insurance
against world warfare than battleships.
Now, when Europe is in the throes of
war and all education is at a standstill,is the time to establish this institution.

Athletics to Be Absent.
"It goes without saying that such an

institution must be free from all characteristicsthat dominate modern collegelife. Modern athletics, college
spirit and the consequent police disciplinaryfeatures, all proper in their
places, will have no Dlace here. Even
degrees are not to be sought.

"In this beautiful capital of the nation,with the galaxy of great buildingshousing such treasures of art and
science, with its many associations representinggreat learning, a significant
item of world meaning, the crown of it
all is lacking.a national university."

opinions or guesses were correct. But!
tli-e census authorities knew that these
reports of the relation of assessed to
true value were almost universally inaccurateand misleading, and that only
false conclusions could be derived from
them. And the census authorities said
so, warning against reliance upon these
figures.
Census Bulletin 118 (1912) Says:
"Reported Basis of Assessment in

Practice..For most cities the figures
shown in the table as the reported
basis of assessment in practice are
estimates furnished by local officials
of the percentage which the assessed
valuation of property subject to the
general property tax in those cities
forms of its true value. For certain of
the cities of Minnesota, Washington
and Wisconsin the figures given were
obtained from the slate tax commissions,and represent approximately
the proportion that the assessed valuationbears to the selling value, having
been determined by a critical investigationinvolving a comparison betweenthe assessed valuations of propertysold and the considerations receivedat such sales. The figures for
both real and personal property for
most cities outside of these three
states are far from correct, although
those for some cities are more accuratethan for others, and those for
real property are more trustworthy
than those for personal.
"Tax Rates.-^rThe rates of levy given

for the general property tax are those
per $1,000 of assessed valuation and
per $1,000 of reported true value. * * *

The rates based on the reported true
value are subject to all the errors in
the estimates to which attention was
called in the preceding paragraph*"

I Mr. Prouty disregards the real meas-
ure of tax burdens, the total and per
capita tax levy, commended as accurate
by the census authorities, and applies
to the tax rate this confessedly grossly
misleading factor of calculation. The
result is worthless as a measure of
comparative tax burdens.

False Pretense of Full Valuation.
Full valuation for aMfiflment means

full and true valuation for Male nowhere
In the United State*. Reports to the
census of a 100 per cent amefinment
valuation, if construed to mean 100 per
cent valuation between buyer and seller,
are false and misleading* Failure to appreciatethis fact is all that has preventedquick and full recognition of
the gross overassessment off Washingtonrealty in comparison with' that of
other cities.
Except In a few cities of the states

of Minnesota, Washington and Wisconsinthe census-reported relations of
assessed to true value are slurred as
incorrect by the census authorities.
They are the guesswork off municipal
officials, influenced by a natural Impulseto exaggerate the reported percentagerelation. Since these reports
are inaccurate and misleading, the censuscalculations of tax-rate on true
valuation based upon them are tainted
with the same error, and are absolutely
worthless as a measure of the comparativeactual tax-burdens. The cen-
sus authorities make clear the unre-

liability of these statistics and of the
Inferences and deductions from them.
The only reliable measure of comparativetax-burdens is the per capita

tax-levy.

Nobody's Doing It.
It is not necessary for convenience in

comparison and to assimilate Washingtonto other American cities to go on
the nominal full valuation basis. Full
valuation means full valuation as the

. words are construed in other cities. The
comparisons to determine whether
Washington's taxation is reasonable
are with other cities. To make comparisonsfair the same construction must
be placed upon the terms employed. The
census shows that comparatively few
American states and American cities
have even a nominal full valuation of
realty for tax purposes, and the evidenceis conclusive that in most of the
cities which have a nominal full valuationthe assessment is not .at 100 per
cent in fact.
The census of 1912 shows that of 195

American cities having over 110,000
population, 133 are assessed at less
than full valuation and 62 nominally at
fill 1 value. Of these 62 cities, 22 are in
Massachusetts, 14 in New Jersey and 12
in Ohio, leaving only 14 in all the rest
of the United States (3 Rhode Tsland,
3 New York (out of 17 cities). 2 Connecticut,2 Kansas, 1 Maryland, 1 New
Hampshire, 1 Pennsylvania and 1 West
Virginia). Thus only eleven states containany cities assessed at full valuationand four of these states have only
one each of such cities. There are no
cities with full valuation assessments
in the remaining thirty-seven states.
among which are Alabama, Arkansas,
California, Colorado, Delaware, Florida,Georgia, Illinois, Indiana, Iowa.Kentucky, Louisiana. Maine, Michigan,Minnesota. Missouri, Montana. Nebraska,
North Carolina. Oklahoma, Oregon,South Carolina, Tennessee, Texas, Utah,Virginia, Washington and Wisconsin.
No Full Valuation Anywhere.
But even in the case of states which,

have cities that report the 100 per cent
hnsia r>f a uocoomunt tKo /.nmivmnio nf

the census authorities and a comparisonof actual figures indicate conclusivelythe unreliability of these statementsof full valuation.
Forty-eight of the sixty-two cities

which report full valuations are in
three states whose laws compel such
nominal valuations. But if the assessorsof Newark or New York are
asked what the actual relation of the
assessment to true value is they will
say frankly Xhat it is much less than
100 per cent. Full assessment valuationis nowhere the same as full valuationfor sale.
That the 100 per cent valuation is

nominal only in many cases is obvious
from the slightest inspection of the
figures. Take Baltimore. foM instance,
the one large southern city#vhich has
a nominal 100 per cent valuation. The
Baltimore assessors (1912) report the
full value of all the real property in
great, prosperous and wealthy Baltimoreas $372,651,502. The Washington
assessors report that two-thirds of the
full value of the assessed and taxed
fraction of Washington's real property
is $330,322,487, which makes its full
valuation on the 100 per cent basis
$495,483,730, or $122,832,22S more than
wealthy, busy, industrial Baltimore,
with 226,784 greater population. Dr.
A. R. Li. Dohrne of Baltimore, at a
meeting of the city-wide congress, testifiedconvincingly concerning the city's
underassessment. Urging reassessment,
he said: "In theory the city is assessed
every five years. As a matter of fact,
complete assessment of the city under the
present system takes at least seventeen
years. Judge Oscar Leser of the appeal
tax court stated to Mayor Preston in my
presence recently that there is property
in Baltimore which has not been assessed
since 1S96. Tt seems to be that a completereassessment is due."
The same lesson is taught by comparisonof Washington's two-thirds valuationof $330,322,487 with the full 100 per

cent valuations of Newark, $301,209,664,
and Jersey City. $190,857.5X2. Of course,
it is absurd to suggest that the full
valuation of real property in such cities
as Newark and Jersey City is in reality
less by millions than the two-thirds
assessed valuation of real property in
the taxed fraction of Washington.
The census slurs as incorrect the reportsof relation of assessed to true

value in all but three of the states.
These three states are Minnesota,
Washington and Wisconsin. What are
the percentages thus commended as

accurate? Note how widely they differ
from the false pretense of full valuation:

It was found,
Assessor Richards testifies, that values
assessed under this law' were "some of
them one-tenth, some one-quarter,
some two-thirds, but none of them
seemed to be up to the full valuation.
Most of them, however, were close to
the two-thirds mark. So Congress
passed an act requiring that hereafter
none of these assessments should be
less than two-thirds of the true valuation."
The proposition now is to return to

the old law of 1883, requiring true
value assessments, under which these
widely varying underassessments were 1made.

parisons of present assessments with
numerous sales of property in the last
three or four years in all sections of
the city and including all kinds of
realty.

Washington realty is slightly overassessedby the assessor, while nearly
everywhere else the actual value is underassessed,whatever the nominal
valuation, in many cases by 50 per cent i:
of that valuation.
The fact that la a Washington assessmenta nominal 66 2-3 per cent means

an actual 70 per cent, while In most
other cities a nominal 100 per cent
means an actual 50 per cent and a nomjInal 50 per cent means an actual 25
'per cent, explains the amazing disr
crepancles which confront us when
Washington's realty assessment is com-
pared with that of larger and richer
cities.
Mr. Prouty injects into his table an

additional element of error in adding to
his mills of fictitious tax rate an
allowance for county and state taxes.
It is shown by thorough discussion in
Thjc Star of December 18, 1913, and
March 14, 1914, that county taxes
enter equitably into these calculations
of city taxes only to a limited extent,
recognized by the census, and state
taxes do not enter properly into the
calculation at all, any more than nationaltaxes or the dues and assessmentsof some public-spirited village
or city improvement association.
As against Mr. Prouty's unique and

self-made figures, rooted in error and
applied by him in his own way to a
list of cities selected by him for that
purpose, is the census showing conicerning comparative tax burdens in the
government's own accredited figures
concerning total and per capita tax
levies.

Prouty vs. Census.
