CONSTRUCTION TIED UP.

Appesal to U. S. Supreme Court Con-

templated in New York.

NEW YORK, February 26 —In an ef-
fort to avoid a serious tie-up in public
work under construction, contractors
today expressed the opinion thatanap-
peal to the United States Supreme
Court and the granting of a stay pend-
ing decision by a Supreme Court jus-
tice would be taken from the decision
of the New York state court of ap-
peals upholding the alien labhor law.

Dalmatia, Monaco, the Sphinx, Jeru-
salem and other tourist-beaten points
were described and pictured with a

OPPOSE MINIMUM WAGE LAW.

Manufacturers and Labor Union
Men Speak Against Plan.

NEW YORK, February 26.—At a meet-
ing yesterday of the minimum wage com-
mission of the National Civic Federation
to give a hearing to Mrs. Charles Farweil
Edson, who told of the minimum wage
law in California, representatives of in-
dustrial and commerclal organizations and
of organized labor united in attacking the
principles of such legislation.

After Mrs. Edson had spoken in favor
of the California law.
