RENEW P. 0. PETITION

'S

Committee Tells Roper Sufficient
Time Has Elapsed to Show Need
of Better Service.

First Assistant Postmaster General
Promises Ample Facilities in Vi-
cinity of Old City Office.

That the suggestions submitted in the
recent petition for the re-establish-
ment of post office facilities in the
Post Office Department building, 11th
street and Pennsylvania avenue, slgned
by many merchants of the down-town
section, will be given careful considera-
tion and that the efficient and satis-
factory postal service very properly
demanded will be guaranteed, is the
statement of Daniel C, Roper, first as-
slstant postmaster general.

Mr. Roper's promise is contained in
a letter received by Isidor Grosner,
chairman of the commfttee on details
of the citizens' committee on puostal
facilities, which procured the signa-
tures of practically all the business
firms in the section from 6th to 15th
and from H to F streets northwest.
The executive committee of this body
received Mr, Roper's communication
at & meeting held yesterday afternoon.

Mr. Roper’s Position.

* *“The postmuster,” said Mr. Roper, 1n
part, “is now earnestly endeavoring o
work out certain changes in methods
and practices which, in his opinion,
will not injure or in any wise lessen
the efficiency of the postal service; but,
on the contrary, result in more zatis-
factory sgervice for this section of the
city.

“It is only natural that the postmas-
ter and the department should desire
time in which to demonstrate tne effec-
tiveness of these suggestions and
changes, but if after the lapse of a
reasonible time in trying them out it
i shown that the serviee ix not us
satisfactory as it should be, and would
be by following the suggestiong which
you have made, the department will
open up the case for further consider-
ation, with a view to, as stated above,
guaranteeing you the service~ which
you very properly request and require.

“In the meantime the department
earnestly solicits your continued in-
terest and hearfy co-operation in
maintaining the effective postal sertice
toward which vou and the department
Jointly look, and which we ure endesy-
oring to bring about.”

Thinks Try-Out Shows Need.

The first assistant postmaster gen-
eral was today banded a communica-
tion. signed by Chairman Grosner, in-
forming him that it was the senze of
the committee that a reasonable period
for the trying out of the present system
of postal facilities in the Section re-
ferred to has already elapsed; alsgo that
this was also the sentiment of the sign-
ers of the petition.

“We are pleased 10 note the open-
mindedness of the department in the
premises,’” says the chairman's letter,
“and trust that on further reflection
the department will agree with thoue
doing business im the section from
which the petition emanated.”

“You do not indicate in your letter,”
concludes the document, “a time when
the Post Office Department will be will-
ing to consider a change to the system,
and we respectfully ask that you set
such a time s0 that we can make a sat-
isfuctory report to those whose nter-
esls we represent.”
