SAYS HANGING TO STRAPS
IS A MENACE TO HEALTH

Dr. Goldwater, New York Official, Is¬
sues Order Against Crowding Pas¬

sengers Into-Street Cars.

NEW YORK, February 27..Relief for
the New York straphanger may come
from an unexpected source.the health
department. Dr. S. S. Goldwater, com¬
missioner of health, with the approval
of Mayor Mitchel, has undertaken to
relieve crowded condition® on cars on
the ground that permitting passengers
to be herded together is a menace to
health. Dr. Goldwater has served
mandatory orders upon the New York
Railways Company and the Belt Line
Railway Corporation to stop over¬

crowding on the 86th and 59th street
cross-town lines.

May Extend to All Lines.
The commissioner indicates today

that if this campaign is successful it
will be extended to relieve conditions
on all the transit lines in the city, in¬
cluding the elevated and subway sys¬
tems.
Mavor Mitchel in a letter to Com¬

missioner Goldwater has urged prompt
action, declaring he believed the courts
would sustaih the plan "to obtain re¬
lief from the present notorious and
intolerable conditions which offend not
only against health but against de¬
cency."
