|.LONDON, March 3—The at-
titude of the neutral powers over
Great Pritain’s proposal to shat
off all sea traffic with Germany
forms the basis of most of the
political comment published today
in England.

The London papers, through
their Washington correspondents,
z11 have been told that the United
States will protest vigorously, and
protests are expected also from
Haolland and the Scandinavian

countries.

Not Likely to Yield.

Yet iz it 18 not bhelieved that Great
Britain will recede one whit from her
mnnounced intention, but that if neceasary
she wiil define her blockade measures
and seek to make them effective.

It 18 argued in London that Germany,
swithout domination of the sez and car-
rving on an attempted blockade by
means of submarines, 18 quite natural-
1¥ willing to make concessions regard-
fng her marine war zone in return for
Great Britain's relaxing the pressure
flesigned to cut off her supplies. The
British view i3 that Germany has
everything to zain and nothing to lose.

Nevertheless, Great Britaln is still
eonsldering the American note, and a
reply to this communication, together
with & further pronouncement concern-
ing detalls of the blockade of the Ger-
man coast. may be forthcoming.

Interest in Dacia Case.

There I much speculation In I
#s to whether the American steamer
Pacla will be treated by France in the
wame manner as England had stated
ehie would handle the ship and cargo
if the Dacia reached an English port.

The English position was that the
carge of cotton would be forwarded
directly to Rotterdam in another ship,
without cost to the owners, while the
Dacla, which was formerly a German
vesse], would go to a prize court.

The Hritish forelgn office, however,
epoke only for England, not for the
allies, according to the present view-
point, and France is in no way obl-
gated by the English pesition.

Formal Blockade Urged.

The Manchester Guardian., comment-

inz on the Britieh statement, expressges

Recalls Civil War Days.

The Daily News in an editorial refer-
ring to Lancashire’s sufferings owing
to the hlockade in the American civil
war, despite which Lancashire's sym-
pathies remained true to the north,
eays:

the ILancashire operatives of other
days.”

Norway to Enter Protest.

CHRIBTIANTA, March 2, via london,

“Norway cannot recognize the British
proclamation any more than she recog-
nized that of Germany proclalming a
blockade of Great Britain. What form
the Norwegian protest against the new
measures will take will depend on the
form of the communications made to
the nmeutral powers by the London gov-
ernment.”

Affects Marine Insurance.

NEW YORK, March 2 —The allies’ in-
terdiction on all ships to and from Ger-
many and Austria has resulted in New
York underwriters refusing to accept
riske on any cargoes tn (Germany and
Austria except with the phrase in the
policy “free of British capture.”

Shippers do not want to accept such
terms. Nominal rates of insurance are
from 1% to 2 per cent, as they have

heen, but this doesn't insure against the
vapture of a cargo.

EXPECTED TO SCORE
THE DISTRICT BOARD

Shoemaker Denies Every License
Was Protested—R. I. Miller Also
Takes Exception to Testimony.

The preparation of a report on the
District excise board and the manner
in which the board has conducted its
business by the Senate Investigating
committee is expected this afternoon
or tonight. Senator Sheppard, chair-
man of the commfittee, said today that
he would get his committes together at
the earliest opportunity and draft the
report. He ineistad that the report
would be completed in time to submit
to the Senate before adjournment of
the present Congress tomorrow.

“The committee held an informal
meeting last night and talked over In-
formally the testimony and the report,”
sald Senator Sheppard. *“Nothing defi-
nite was done, but I hope to get the
committes together some time today or
tonight and frame the report.”

Criticism Is Expected.

It te understood that the report will
be decidedly unfavorable to the ex-
cise board, and that the board will
come in for some scathing criticism on
the ground that it has seemed to favor
the liquor iInterests in granting li-
censes rather than the community in
which the licenses have been granted.
A. E Shoemaker, attorney for the
Antl-Saloon League, has filed with the
committee a statement controverting
the testimony given on the stand dur-
Ing the hearing to the effect that the
league had protested to the exclse
board against the issue of every li-
cenge for which application was made
to the board. He gave a list of a
hundred cases in which the league
made no protest against the granting
of the licenses by the board.

Miller Issues Denial.

A letter from Robert 1. Miller, an at-
torney of this clty, to the Senate com-
mittee, declaring that he had never told
Andrew Wilson, presldent of the Anti-
Saloon League, that he, Mr. Miller, had
geen Gen. Robert E. Smith, chairman of
the excise board, In Saratoga In com-
pany with Joseph Sheehy and M. J.
}(eeme. attornevs representing lquor
interests before the excise board, was
received. Mr. Miller in his letter de-
clared that he had never known or
spoken to Mr. Wilson. His letter was
based on the published account of the
hearing at which Mr. Wilson testified.

Official Testimony.

The testimony given by Mr. Wilson
according to the official record, how-
ever, was not to the effect that Mr.
Miller had made the statement to Mr.
Wilson personally garding Gen.
Smith, but that Mr. Wilson had been
told by another party that Mr. Miller
had seen Gen. Smith in Saratoga with
M. J. Keane and Joseph Sheehy. The
testimony was as follows:

“The mame of the other attorney, al-
though he did not tell me and 1 have
it on informatlon, is Mr. Robert I. Mil-
ler, a member of this bar. He was at
the United States Hotel at Saratoga
and saw Joseph C. Sheehy and Michael
J. Keane in his (Smith's) company at
the time the races were going on at
that place.”

CONGRESS 10 T0IL
UNTIL THE FINISH

Faces Practically Continuous
Session Until Tomorrow
at Noon.

LEGISLATIVE OUTLOOK
IS MUCH BRIGHTER

Believed All Appropriation Bills
Will Be Passed Before Adjourn-
ment Time Is Reached.

When Congress resumed work this
forenoon senators and representatives
faced the prospect of practically a con-
tinuous session until nmoon tomMOrrow,
when it will adjourn sine die. The
Senate had labored all night until 6:30
o'clock this morning, and the House
until after midnight.

The legislative outlook this after-
noon warranted the bellef that all the
appropriation bills can be acted upon
and that none will fall, although &
great deal of hard work remains to be
done. President Wilson had given as-
surance that he will not call the Sen-
ate back In extra session to act upon
treaties, and all senators were anxious
that no further occasion should be af-
forded to bring the Congress back.

Chief Work Ahead.

The chief work of importance is ac-
tion upon conference reports on A&ap-
propriation bills. It is considered that
the ship purchase bill is dead, al-
though the republicans are maintain-
ing a sharp lookout all the time, hav-
ing been informed that another effort
will be made tonight to pass it

The conference reports which are
causing the most trouble are thoss on
the Indian, agricultural and the post
office appropriation bills. It is expected
that the naval and rivers and harbors
bills will be agreed to before the day
is over. The legislative bill and the
general deficiency hill are not expected
to cause much friction.

Fight Over Postal Bill.

The post office appropriation bill is a
bone of contention between the House
and Senate, the question of railway mail
pay being an Important issue. It was
said at the Senate today that it is barely
possible, on account of the high feeling
between the two houses over this item,
that it may be found necessary to drop
the bill in its presen: form and pass a
resolution continuing the current appro-
priation, although every effort will be
made to avold such action.

The Indian bill contains a number of
propesitions which are objectionable to
gne house or the other, and the conferees
are having a hard time to smooth out
the Lrouble.

Rural Credits Fight.

The emba®rassing feature of
riculture appropriation bill
amendment relating to rural credits,
the House and Senate being at lexger-
heads, and President Wilson making a
third party to the fight, through his
determination not to agree to any-
thing which promises aid by the gov-
ernment.

It was said today that the nomina-
tion of George Rublee to be a member
of the federal trade commission would
not be confirmed and that the Fresi-
dent would make a recess appointment
and leave his confirmation to the next
Senate.

A great many bills of minor importance
are now in course of conference and will
vccupy the time of the two houses when
they are not wourking on appropriation
medsures.

All District of Columbia legislation
is out of the way. Of importance to
the District is the appointment by the
Vice Fresident and the Speaker of the
committee to investigate the fiscal re-
lations of the District of Columbia to
the United States.

President Wilson will go to the
Capltol tomorrow mornlng and occupy
the President’s room, ready to sign the
latest bllls that are brought to him.

Senators Look Weary .
and Another All-Night
Session Seems Certain

When the Senate met 11 o'clock this
morning after a recess of only 4 hours
and 23 minutes, It wus with the under-
standing that it would probably re-
main In continuéus session until noon
tomorrow.

Samuel 1. Rogers of Franklin, N. C,
has been selected by President Wilson
tor director of the census to sucreed
William J. Harris of Cedartown, Ga.,
who was confirmed by the Senate last
night as a member of the new federal
trade commission.

Mr. Rogers was born in  Franklin,
Macon county, N. C. and during the
second term of President Cleveland

served as collector of internal revenue
for the western portion of that com-
monwealth. Senator Simmons of North
Carolina, with whom Mr. Hogers has
been closely identified politically for a
number of years, was serving at the
same time as collector for the eastern
portion of the state.

On Corporation Commission,

For the twelve years previous to 1911
Mr. Rogers was a member of the North
Carolina corporation commission, an
elective office. In the year named he
declined a rénomination to this posi-
tion, and retired to give his attention
to his private affairs.

In the senatorial campalgn of 1812,
however, he served as campaign man-
ager for Senator Simmons,

then governor and the other the chief
justice of Lhe state.

Since that year Mr. Rogers has de-
voted his atteption to banking and
farming until selected for this new

post by President Wilson. He received
his education in the high schools of
hizs native towrn, is married and has
gix children—three sons and three
daughters. His oldest dunghtler grad-
uated last June from Randolph-Macon
College, and the second Miss Rogers
fs now in her junior year at Agnes
Scott College.

Prize Money for British Sailors.

TURKISH ARMY IS ISOLATED
BY RUSSIANS IN CAUCASUS

Supplies and Reinforcements Both Cut Off
When Enemy Reaches the River
Khopachas.

*

TIFLi%. ‘iranscaucasia, March 3, via
Petrodrad and London, 1:45 p.m.—The
Russian army of the Caucasus, driving
the Turklish forces before It, hae reach-
ed the River Khopachas, the estuary of
the Tchoruk, in Armenia.

This advance by the Russians cuts
the route of Turkish reinforcements
and supplies from Constantinople to
the Caucasian frontier through Kopa,
Turkish Armenia, and isolates a large
section of Turkish territory.

Four Districts Isolated.

The isolated section Includes the die-
tricts of Ardanuch, Ardahan, Olti and
Sarl Kamysh.

The Russelan forces advanced from
Batum, on the Black sea near the
Turkish border, and were opposed by
the Turks at every step. They were
assisted by Russlan warships, which
¢leared the shore of Turkish. forces
and cut off successively several ave-
nued of Turkish commuynications by
the Kopa route re-

sen until only

mained.

After a battle of three days this last
route was closed effectively.

Says Russians Are Exhausted.

LONDON, March 3 —Telegraphing
from Amaterdam, Reuter’s correspond-
ent says;

“A_dispatch recelved here from Con-
stantinople saya that Halll Bey, presi-
dent of the chamber of deputies, at a
meeting of that body before an ad-
journment was taken until September
28, declared that the Ottoman troops
had exhausted the Russian army in the
Cauecasus, and crossed the west bank
of the Suez canal and fulfilled their
task and returned.

“The latter army, Halil declared, is
now perfecting Its preparationa and
will shortly liberate Egypt from ‘the
tyranny of the enemy.” He added that
the British would soon be driven from
Basra (Asiatic Turkey).”

Many Turkish Prisoners.

PETROGRAD, March 3.—Official re-
turns show that up to February 13
49,000 Turkish prisoners, including 527
officers, had passed through Pyatigorsk
since the war with Turkey began, on
their way to the interior of Russia.

ITALIANS FLOCK TO THE ARMY
IN BELIEF THAT WAR IS NEAR

ROME, March 3.—Gen. Zupelli, min-
ister of war, speaking vesterday in
the chamber of deputies in faver of
the bill authorizing the recall of re-
serve officers, said that at the end of
this month 7,000 of these officers
would have been summoned to the col-
or=. “All classes in the nation,” he
said, "are asking to enter the ar_my.“
The war minister paid a tribute to
those who had offered their services
as volunteers, declaring their exam-
ple was an inspiration to the public
to meet “new needs for the defense of
the fatherland.”

The bill presented by Premier Salan-
dra to prevent espionage provides se-
vers penalties for any attempt to ob-

tain military information. Any one
without authority entering a place
where such information is obtainable
is made liable to imprisonment for
from one to thirty months and a max-
imum fine of 3600.

The Salandra bill authorizes the gov-
ernment under certain conditions to
prohibit absolutely the publication of
military mews, providing a penalty of
one vear in prison or a fine of $100.
If news of this character is supplied
to a foreign country the penaity is
doubled. PFrovislon is made for the
government to take over control of
every industry connected with the de-
fense of the country, including wire-
legs telegraphy and aviation.

DUTCH NOT PLANNING TO JOIN
IN WAR, THE HAGUE DECLARES

Henry Van Dyke, the American min-
ister, referring to the reports, sald:
“Naturally the various naval declara-

tions have caused considerable anxiety
among the neutral nations, which, like
Holland and the United States, have
large commercial interests. But 1 see
no signs whatever of any change in the
attitude of Holland. She is both peace-
ful and calm and as strongly resolved
ag ever to do all in her power to pre-
serve her neutrality and maintain her
rights."

There has been a considerable influx
of Germans into Holland recently. The
hotels in The Hague and in other cities
are crowded. It is understood that
many Germans are leaving their coun-
try owing to the effects of the food
restrictions.

AVIATOR'S BOMBS

FALL ON WARSAW

Residential Districts Suffer
Damage, But No Casualties
Have Been Reported.

EASTERN FRONT BATTLES
ARE NOT YET DECISIVE

Situation of Teutons Described as
Hopeless—Efforts of Russians
Are Termed Vain.

March 3, via Petrograd and Lon-
don.—A German aviator today
bombarded Warsaw. Most of the
bombs fell in residential districts.
Many windows were shattered,
but there were no casualties.

Termed & “Losing Game.™

LONDON, March 3, 12:68 p.m.—Ac-
cording to what appears to be the al-
most unenimous opinion of British ob-
servers, Germany and Anstria are
playing a losing game along nearly all,
the sastern front.

The situation of the Austrians in the
Carpathians, judging from official and
unofficial dispatches from Petrograd,
seemns unsatisfactory, while the Rus-
siane, It is eaid, have definitely checked
th-m in eastern Gallcia. Furthermore,
London advices continue to relate suc-
cesses of greater or lesser degree. I T
tha Russian forces in Poland operating
against the armies of Field Marshal
von Hindenburg.

Czernowitz Is Bombarded.

“The Russian artlllery has bombarded
Czernowits, capital of the Austrian
crown land of Bukowina,’ =ays the
Daily Mail's Bucharest correspondent.

“The Austrians,’” the correspondent
continues, “have placed a rigid cordon
of military and police around Czerno-
witz, and nobody 18 allowed to depart
toward the Roumanian frontler. Re-
ports received here say that the Aus-
trians are dealing severely with cer-
tain elements in the population. It Is
reported that numercus secret hang-
ings have occurred, and that hundreds
of arrests have been made.

Russians Claim Successes.

A Petrograd dispatch to Reulter's
Telegraph Comgpany gives the follow-
ing wsemi-official communication re-
garding the progrees of the war.

“The Germang expended & vast guan-
tity of ammunition in a futile bom-
bardment of Ossowetz. -

“An Austrian attempt to pierce the

Russian front at Lupkow and thus re-
lleve Prezemysl resulted only in their
suffering enormous losses. The Aus-
trians oo longer make attacks In open
order, but endeavor to break our lines
by advancing in solid masses, which
are mowed down by our fire.

“The situation in Eastern Galicia is
developing favorably for the Russians."

Terms Rusgian Efforts Vain.

BEFRLIN, via London, March 3, 10:556

a.m.—The Tagebilatt's correspondent in
Gallcia telegraphs that the Russians
have not won a single complete suc-
cess in their efforts to regain Car-
pathian crests lost by them. Heavy
filehting continues, he =ays. along the

whole line In spite of heavy snow-
storms. The Russlans are sacrificing
many men, the correspondent declares,
in their effort to regain mountaln
heights and prevent a threatened en-
circling of their flank.

CZECH TROOPS REVOLT,
KILLING THEIR OFFICERS

LONDON, March 3.—"The 91st Aus-
trian Infantry Regiment, composed en-
tirely of CUzechs, mutinied at Prague,
refused to proceed to Galicia and mur-
dered all ita senior officers,” says Reu-
ter's Vemice correspondent, quoting a
Bucharest dispatch received there.

An Amsterdam dispatch from Con-
stantinople quotes Halil Bey, president
of the chamber of deputies, as saying
that the bombardmient of the Dar-
danelles had not achieved the smailesi
result.
