Indoor work is all that is to be ex¬

pected for today. The players took a

work-out in the gym this morning and
will go back there this afternoon. !t
" ill be several days under the most
"avorable conditions before the play-
tig field will be fit for practice pur¬
poses. There is 110 snow on the in¬
field. but the outfield is covered a foot
or more deep, while antarctic wind
sweeps across the field from the near¬

by mountains. There is nothing sug¬
gestive of a training place for ball
players in this section just now, but,
of course, Mr. Griffith is still hopeful
that the weather will moderate and
the sun drive away the snow and cold.
He is arranging to have a lot of saw¬
dust brought to the ball field, which
after being spread about the infield
will be soaked with gasoline and ig-
.iited. This is expected to hurry along
and dryinsr-out process.
All the pitchers worked out for more

tnan half an hour in tlie gym this
morning. They used nothing: but speed
'lid had their deliveries handled by
ITenry. Williams- and Ainsmith. There
is to be another dose of it this after¬
noon. The infielders as well as the out-
Heblers indulged in fielding practice,
grounders being served on the hard
gym floor.

Kddie Foster will have to undergo a
strenuous training period in order to

ander from New Jersey. Thormahlen,
ho is but eighteen years old, is a
ood-sized fellow and works so
-moothiy arid with apparently such
ood control that he makes a better
mpression than any of the young left¬
handers when they made their debut
ith the team, not even barring Joe
loehfing.
Thormahlen will be a big man when
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hp is matured. H. lias long arms and
a beautiful swing and wind-up, and in
addition he is one of the few young¬
sters who have a natural way of taking
their step in delivering the ball. It is a
safe prediction that Griffith will hold
on to this young: man all summer, if
for no other purpose than to give him

^ needed experience.
There will, of course, be no chance to

get any idea of the ability (if the young
outfielders.Massev. Brown and Ron¬
deau.while this gymnasium work is
going on. Not until actual practice is
begun on the ball tield will there be any¬
thing known about these youngsters.
lnfielder Pick made his appearance in

camp last night. He seems to have
picked up considerable weight and will
have to do a lot of work to get down
to his normal playing condition. In just
what position Pick is to lie tried out has
not >ct been determined by Manager
Griffith. l>ast fall he used him mostly
in the outfield. which was new to him.
but it is understood that he will try
him out in the infield this spring. Pick
demonstrated in the little while that he
was with tlie team that he is a fair
hitter and fast on his feet.

Henri Rondeau was one of those to
come down yesterday morning from
Washington. Rondeau gives every
evidence of being in perfect physical
condition, and he admits he has been
working all winter long in a gym¬
nasium at his home, Woonsoeket. Ron¬
deau is ambitious to make good in fast
company. He wants to stay in the big
leagues for more than one reason, the
principal one being that he knows he
can make more money here than in
the minors.

.'1 want to make good with the Na¬
tionals," he said, "and with this in
view T have been working indoors all
winter so as to be ready. J am much
lighter than I have been in several
years, and I am ready to show some¬
thing right from the oiftsct."
Rondeau is a well built fellow and

looks much younger than he really is.

The new members of the squad are a
rather good-looking lot. They are re¬
semble ideal athletes, and Griffith is
particularly well pleased with the ap¬
pearance of them. Massey and Brown,
the two Texas outfielders who arrived
here yesterday, are a couple of fine-
looking kids. They have the size and
weight, and if they show the required
speed in the field are sure to be given
a careful trial, for they look the partif nothing more. Hopper, Clarke, Rus¬
sell and Thormahlen are a likely-look¬
ing lot of youngsters, so far as their
build and physical make-up is con¬
cerned.

According to Acosta, Seiglie. the Cu¬
ban infielder who joined the Phillies
instead of coming here with Acosta, is
a ball player of much more than ordi¬
nary ability. He is so clever, according
to Acosta, that if Manager Moran of
the Phillies ever sees him in action he
will hold on to him. Seiglie would have
come north with Acosta, but it seems
that there was some delay in the ar¬
ranging of his transportation, and in
the meantime the Phillies sent him a
ticket, and being anxious to locate
with some American club, Seiglie grab¬
bed it and came on to the Phillies'
camp.

John Henry believes Griffith has
picked up a most serviceable pitcher in
Booth Hopper. He is one of the few
pitchers that I have seen break in who
seems to know what he is out on the
mound for. H*-has done exceptionally
well since reporting here, and I am
convinced that he will be one of the
regulars the coming season. Hopper
seems to have everything that goes to
make a good pitcher. Several of the
other youngsters also show a lot of;
stuff, and in all I believe that we have!
gathered in a lot of valuable players." j
Lamar, the outfielder from RockvilleJ

also is here. He is a green, inexpe-l
rienced fellow who is said to have a
lot of natural ability, and Griffith will
look him over for the purpose of fann¬
ing him to some minor league club.

The climate here is very changeable.

It is like summer here some days and
in less than ten hours can turn Into
winter. Griffith, who for the fourth
successive year has brought his play¬
ers here, is confident that weather con¬
ditions this spring will be better than
the> have ever been before.

There were a lot of inquiries among
the players yesterday when the reg¬
ulars arrived and Walter Johnson was
not among them. The youngsters in
the camp who have never seen John¬
son were particularly disappointed, but
Griffith assured them that they would
see plenty of Walter during the coining
season.

BY ORGANIZED BALL

Contract Jumpers Barred for at
Least live Years. Says National

Boevd Member.

"Now t li.i ip Federal League lias
found it i;. .(.-ssiblo to enlist the tinan-
cial support of some minor league will-
ing 10 take a lony chance as outsiders,!
wliat ¦w ill become of tin; small army oi*'
ball players tliat must naturally be re-!
leased by Gilmore's band?" asks Tim
Murnane in the Boston Globe. "More
than 50 per cent of the players who
played In the Federal League last year
either jumped their contracts or reser¬

vations with clubs in organized ball,
and ara barred from organized ball for
live years at least. Also, r-very man of
them can be returned to his old Hub;
only through the national commission-)
or the national board. The exceptionsj
are the players p« \suaded to come bae|vi
before having played a guni'- v. itII the!
Federals. Walter Johnson, for e.\-J
ample, signed with the Federals while
under reserve to the Washington cluh>»
but returned to Washington afty b.fng
shown that the Nationals had a claim to
Ills services.'
"There are many players who are

either tied up to the Feds or were at

one time who have a perfect right to

play with any club, as they were never
guilty of jumping their obligations.
The national commission has men keep¬
ing a sharp lookout to see that the
minor leagues do not take hack any
of the marked plajers; and, not finding,
a way to «e? rid of the men who have
fallen off in play or failed to show
proper strength, t lie Feds up
against a new experience that they
never dreamed of. Their one way out

of the trouble was to find minor leagues
willing to take these men, but this Mas

I considered an expensive luxury by the
minors, and the idea was killed in the
bud.

Played the Wrong Card.
"Some of the cleverest men in base

ball can be found in the minor leagues,
and when President Gilmore and his

angel. Ward, went against the minor
managers with fine stories, b"ut no

money, they played the wrong card. If
arry *one- <-ares- to -pay.the price it is a

very easy matter to start a minor
league in any section of the country:
but when not financed from one golden
fountain, as last year in the poorly pat¬
ronized <'olonial league, then only the
fact that organized ball has arrived
will induce the lovers of the game to

give their substantial support.
"President Dave Fultz of the I'layers'

Fraternity claims that the Brooklyn
club acted unfairly with Kd Reulbach
in releasing him without first notifying
him that waivers had been asked and
received frtfm the other major league
elubs. Mr. Fultz should explain the
fine inside work that Reulbach has
been carrying on for the last year
against organized ball. Players not
loyal to their employers should have no

kick coming when unfair work is dis¬
covered and they are passed up. Reul¬
bach is only one of a couple of dozen
who have drawn their unconditional
releases as a result of disloyalty toward
employers." N

So the magnate must
look out the window; he must send his

With a single sweep the big minor
league magnates have sliced their sal¬
ary list." /
The speaker disclaimed owning a sin¬

gle share of stock in any ball club, not
even a puny organization, but he
quoted the following figures as the
salary limit around the minor league
circuit: American Association, $250 to

$275; International league, $250 to

$275: Pacific Coast League, $250 to
$275: Southern League, $225: Western
League. $225: class B leagues. $150 to
$175; class C leagues, *125; class 1>
leagues, 5100. Before the Federal
League arrived many stars from the
majors who were slipping found em¬

ployment in the three big minor
leagues.the International. American
Association and Pacific Coast. And
many of them drew down as high as

$500 a month. A $400-a-month salary
was common in these three circuits.
But in 1914 those three leagues discov¬
ered they could not pay the high sal¬
aries and ring up with a profitable^bal¬
ance at the end of the season.

The knife has been the closest friend
to the minor league magnate since last
October. He not only has sliced the
salaries, but he has fired many of those
ex-majors who found employment with
them after slipping out of the big
arena. And why. you ask? The sal¬
ary increase the Federals started.
