$250,000 PLANT PLANNED
FOR RITTMAN'S INVENTION

Secretary Lane, as Trustee for Gov¬
ernment, Also Applies for

Patents on Processes.

Secretary T,ane announced after the
cabinet meeting today that he had
entered into a contract with private in¬
terests to build a two-hundred-and-
tifty-thousand-dol!ar plant to handle
the invention of Dr. Walter G. liitt-
man of the bureau of mines.a processfor the manufacture of gasoline, dye-stuffs and explosives from crude pe¬troleum.
Secretary Lane, acting as trustee for

the government, has already appliedfor patents on L>r. Rittman's invention.
Later he will announce details of the
plan for utilizing it.
Dr. Jtittman's invention has been ex¬

plained to a number of manufacturers
and is expected to cheapen the manu¬
facture of gasoline, analine dyes, mod¬
ern explosives and other articles.

COL. HARTSTO EXAMINE
WATERS OF TIDAL BASIN

If Found Polluted or Contaminated,
He Will Report How Condition

Can Be Overcome.

By direction of the Secretary of War,!
Col. W. W. Harts, the officer in charge
of public buildings and grounds, has
been instructed to investigate the con-
dition of the waters in the tidal basin
of Potomac Park, and, if found to be
polluted or contaminated, as has been
reported by the public health authori¬
ties, to report "by what means, if
any. the waters of said basin can be
freed from such pollution and contami¬
nation." That action has been taken
in conformity with the action of Con¬
gress in passing the resolution intro¬
duced by Senator Xorris calling for
such information with a view to the
possible use of the tidal basin in the
establishment of public bathing
beaches.
Col. Harts also is asked to answer

the inquiry contained in the Norris
resolution as to what authority of law
or regulation exists for permitting
private parties to maintain a boat
and bathhouse on the shores of the
tidal basin, and also what rental or

fee, if any, is paid by the proprietors
for the privilege. The data supplied by
Col. Harts will be used by the War
Department in submitting its report to
Congress at its next session.
