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THE Irish are natural-born military

leaders and have carved out fame
for themselves in many wars.

Witness the honor roll of our revolu-
tionary and civil wars.
Associated with Washington were

Montgomery, Stark, Sullivan, Anthony
Wayne and Morgan. More recent were

Sheridan, Sherman, Shields and Kear¬
ny. all of the civil war, while the list
of generals of today includes such names

as Gen. Irwin, given a congressional
medal for distinguished service in ac-

tion; Gen. M. Cooney, who served gal-|
lantly in the civil war: Gen. James
Scully, three times brevetter for gal-
lantry in Indian battles; Gen. Charles
Francis Eagan. brevetted for gallantry
at Lava Beds. Cal.: Gen. William Quin-
ton, civil war; Gen. John McGuinness,
twice brevetted for bravery before
Charleston; Gen. George O'Connell,
who went through the civil war and
Indian campaigns and was the first
white man to land in Cuba after war

was declared.
The records of these men have abun¬

dantly proved the old instincts and
ideals of the ancient Irish militia
which have been handed down as part
of their birthright to their descendants.
The Irish militia, or trained bands,

began its career shortly after St. Fat-
rick converted Ireland to Christianity
and the requirements for enlistment
and service were of a nature to makfcj
it impossible for any but men of fine
physical and moral attainment to be-
come a part of it. These trained bands
were the most ancient Celtic army.
They Vere called together by one
Fionn. son of Cumhall and son-in-law
of Cormac, so well known to ancien§t
Irish history. Their duties were to de-
fend the country from invasions, watch
seacoasts and inland waters and sup¬
port the crown.

*
* *

They were billeted on the country for
part of the year, presumably winter,
and the rest of the time were allowed
to fish and hunt and sell whatever they
did not need of their spoils. The part
of the year that they were confined
was for military training and disci¬
pline. The officers were enjoined not
to oppress inhabitants, but to protect
them, fiuell riots, raise fines and se¬
cure forfeited estates for the use of the
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['king-, suppress all seditions and traitorous
practices and appear in arms whenever
required. For this service they were

allowed a .regular pay. They were
trained to be cleanly and their metli-
ods of cooking and ^-bathing were nec-
essa.rily primitive.
When a hunt was on the program

they gathered where water and wood
were plentiful and dug two large, deep
pits. A huge fire was made and a

number of stones were heated and
thrown on the bottom of one of the
pits until the latter was covered with
a pavement of hot rocks. !Tpon this
the raw meat was placed after being
tied up in bundles, wrapped around
with bulrushes or green sedge. More
hot stones were placed on top. then
more meat, and so on until the pit was
filled. While the meat was being
steamed or stewed in this fashion the
other, pit was filled with water and
the soldiers proceeded to b&the. They
then resumed their clothes and emptied
the pit of their dinner. As they ate
but once in twenty-four hours, this
was a most important ceremony.
This militia consisted of three battal¬

ions of 3,000 able men to each bat¬
talion. and they were liberally sup¬
plied wtih officers and were named ac¬

cording to their fighting strength. Any
officer whose name indicated twat he
could fight a hundred men. was ex¬

pected to engage and show good re¬

port of himself and his hundred men in
any clash with another of equal num-
ber.
Every soldier received into the mili-

tia of Ireland by Fionn was obliged to
[subscribe to several agreements and to
pass a number of tests. He had to
agree to marry a good woman without
mercenary motives, never offer vio¬
lence to a woman, be charitable and
help the poor and needy as far as he
could and not turn his back nor to re¬
fuse to fight any nine men of any
other nation that set upon him and
offered to fight him.
All applicants were not accepted, by

any means, and those that were had to
furnish security from father, mother
and all relatives that no attempt would
be made by any of thp family to
avenge his death, but to leave it to the
fellow-soldiers to see justice done. It
was also stipulated that misdemeanors
of a soldier should not be visited upon
his people.

Xo man could enlist unless he was a

poet, could compose verses and was
well acquainted with the twelve books
of poetry. Each soldier had to be per¬
fect master of his weapons, able to

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defend himself against all attacks. To
prove his dexterity in the use of his
arms he was placed in a field where
there was green sedge that reached
above his knees. He was allowed a
target and a ha:;el stake about the
length oL his arm. Nine experiencedso/diers of the militia were drawn out,ordered to stand at the distance of nine
ridges of land from him and throw al!
of their javelins at him at once. If
he was skillful enough with his tar-
get and stake to defend himself and
come off unhurt, he was admitted to
service, but if he happened to be
wounded he was rejected with scorn
and reproach.
The applicant had to be a good run-

ner and to d-efend himself while run-ning. To trj' him in this respect, hehad his hair plaited and was com¬pelled to run through a wood with allof the militia pursuing him. and he
was given biit the breadth «>f a tree
as a start of them. If overtaken or hereceived a wound, he was rejected astoo slow and unskillful to tight amongthese troops. He must be agile enoughto leap over a tree as high as his lore-head and stoop beneath one that waslower than his knees. He must alsohave steady nerves and hoid his
weapons steady. He must also be able.without stopping or lessening his
speed, to draw a thorn from his foot.The last condition required that hetake oath of allegiance to the com¬manding' officer of the army. Kionn.and tradition si ys that as lone: as theseconditions were exacted Ireland's mi¬litia was an invincible defem-e to theland.

Gold Coins Disappearing
In the Pacific States

WHEN a man in the east or south or

the middle west lays down a gold
coin, be it, a five-dollar piece, an eagle
or a double eagle in payment of a pur¬
chase. he is looked upon with interest
and curiosity and sometimes with sus¬

picion. The feeling in the older-peo¬
pled sections of the country is that if

a man carries gold money around in
his pockets be is either a counterfeiter
or a western millionaire. In the far
west.that is, up and down the Pacific
slope and in the states that lie under
lhn eastern shadow of the Sierra Nev¬
ada mountains.ihe reverse of this sit¬
uation may be said to be generally
true, though the situation is chang¬
ing. Whciy a man pays for a purchase
iti the- shops with a piece, of paper"
money the inference is that he may be
a counterfeiter or a tourist from the
eafct. Within the last ten or fifteen
years the people of the west have be-1
come somewhat more acquainted with
paper currency and man> of them have
¦retovered troin their doubts about the
stuff.
Students of such matters as the cir¬

culating medium of exchange believe
that gold coinage will disappear from
c irculation in the west as it has in the
east. With a stable national currency
On a gold basis and with everybody ab¬
solutely certain as to the soundness and
solvency of the government, a prefer-
ence for paper money sets in and drives
the sold coin or the basic money out
of circulation. Gold coins are easily
lost, as ihey wear the lining of pockets,
and in spite of the alloy in them for
hardening purposes they are too soft
to stand much wear without loss of
weight, and through the west there is
developing a disposition among the
banks to accept gold coins.badly worn

gold coins.H>nly at their weight or

bullion value, while no bank hesitates
to accept a gold certificate, a silver
certificate, a Treasury note, a national
bank note or the new federal reserve
currency at its face value, no matter
how badly worn and frazzled it is. just
so that the note is there and it can

be recognized.
Already the news has come from Cali¬

fornia that the gold dollar is not only
disappearing, but has nearly disap¬
peared. It is said that it held its own
against the national bank note and
other forms of paper currency for fifty
years, but that the federal reserve cur¬

rency is putting it out of the running
because the federal reserve bank ac¬

cepts worn gold only at its weight. So
much light gold coin is in circulation
on the Pacific coast that people have
