
Belasco.
A play of human Interest in which

the heart throb takes the place of the
so-called dramatic "punch" is offered
at the Belasco Theater this week. It
is a novelty because it departs entirely
from the customary effort to produce
startling- impressions and lets a simple
story tell itself under the guidance of
natural tendencies that are shared and
understood by people the world over.

The title, "The Things That Count,"
is a reference to the affection and
charity which dominate happiness in
defiance of the power which wealth
and prejudice may exert. The things
that count are the little mementos of
beloved babyhood; the tinsel and gew¬
gaws of an Improvised Christmas tree;
the fairy dreaming of a sensitive child;
the boisterous struggle of dirty-faced,
ill-mannered street urchins for the
hopes and pleasures which should
rightfully be their own. And what
dirty-faced, ill-bred, slangy children
they are! And yet how they become
subdued and lovable under the influ¬
ence of a little courtesy and tender¬
ness. Some of them are grown-up chil¬
dren, Impulsively resentful, yet swift¬
ly responsive to understanding sym¬
pathy. t
The character that unfoldB the chief'

theme of the story is Mrs. Hennaberry,
played by Florine Arnold. Mrs. Hen-
naberry is a kind of feminine Grumpy. j
She is accustomed to find fault with
those about her, even while she is
laboring for their happiness. While !
Orumpy busied himself with the per¬
plexities of a practical problem, Mrs.
Hennaberry, womanlike, applies her
forceful and dominating energies to
considerations of heart. The role is
splendidly played and the concluding
scene in which she begs her daughter-
Sn-law, whom she has exiled from her
home, for the one thing that her life
needs, affection, constitutes a conclud¬
ing incident of touching and satisfy¬
ing interest. Mrs. Hennaberry's visit j
to the humble dwelling of her daugh-
ter-in-law is ingeniously contrived by I
means of a surreptitious Christmas:
gift which is mistal en by feminine j
members of the Hennaberry household
for a token of clandestine sentiment.
The plot mechanism is not especially

Sngenfus. The play appeals by its
straightforwardness. The character I
types are drawn with a boldness and
freedom which make some of the
scenes seem like glimpses into the im- I
agination of Charies Dickens himself.

In an excellent cast Evelyn Wielding
makes an especially strong impression
by her performance.of the daughter-in-
law whose pride is superior to that
even of the wealthy and domineering
woman.
The audience last night manifested

its appreciation with unmistakable en¬
thusiasm.

The world has been so long attached

to the belief that the parent's rule is
always the best law for the child that
it seems almost sacriligious to give the
child a day in court, no matter what
the complaint. But in recent years big,
broad minds in men and women, clos¬
ing themselves to less fruitful fields of
modern uplift, have devoted themselves
to the study of child life and nature.
And some have discovered a strange
condition of affairs.
'The Poor Little Rich Girl," by

Eleanor Gates, which returns to the
*ew National Theater this week, is one
or those admonitions to grown-up folks
which sometimes thunder from the
stage with greater potency than the
most powerful of sermons. While a
child s play, in that it makes a thrilling
aPKal for the natural rights of the
child. It Is rather an irresistible les¬
son, In the form of Interesting and
rantastlc entertainment, for parents at
least.

"The troubles of tins world are chief¬

ly grammatical." declared Montaigne
and certainly the troubles that beset
the characters In "The Three of Us"
the drama by Kachel Crothers. which
the New i'cll Players are presenting
this week, are wholly bo. From the
start to the finish of this realistic play,
the main charm of which lies in its'
very human people, the troubles of all

concerned are caused by words. It l»
Clem MacChesney, admirably presented
by Graham Velsey, who gives away to
the "villain of the play" the secret
which would have made the fortune
and happiness of hla capricious but
lovable sister, Rhy MacChesney; of
Stephen Townley, her lover; of himself
and of his brother "Bonnie." It was a

promise lightly made by Rhy and fool¬
ishly kept. In accordance with the hap-
pily obsolete belief In the integrity or

the vowed word, which nearly upset
the whole life and happiness of all
concerned. a ,
"The Three of Us" deals with in¬

trigues to get possession of certain
mining properties, in which women

play a conspicuous part, almost to the
sorrow of all concerned. Maude Gil¬
bert, who plays the role of Rhy Mac¬
Chesney, makes of Rhy a very human
character.capricious, willful, abso¬
lutely foolish, and yet absolutely lov¬
able. Rhy toys with two men, when
she loves only one of them, and her
toying comes near to spoiling every¬
thing. But it doesn't Everything turns
out happily at last, and the curtain
goes down with Rhy in the arms of
Stephen. Mr. Rockliffe Fellowes. as the
young mining man, gives a forcible pre¬
sentation of the character of Stephen.
The role of Stephen also is peculiarly
suited to Mr. Fellowes* physical propor¬
tions. His work Is at all times con¬
vincing, and well In keeping with the
situations.
Helen Tracy, as Maggy, the guardian

angel of the MacChesney family (the
"three of us") gives a certain "hu-
manness" to her roles that makes her
one of the most efficient of the Poll
Players. Nanon Welch, as "Sonnie" in
knickerbockers, has little to do, but
does It well. The other roles are well
handled.
