Frances Margaret McDonald, youngest
child of Mr. and Mrs. P. J. McDonald,
1006 East Capitol street, fell from a sec¬
ond-story window at her home this morn¬
ing about 1:16 o'clock and received in¬
juries to her head which resulted in her
death at Casualty Hospital about two
hours later.
The child got out of bed shortly after

7 o'clock and walked across the room to
close the window before dressing. Both
the upper and lower windows were open,
it Is stated, and In order to reach the
top one It was necessary for her to stand
on the sill. She lost her balance and
fell to the areaway below.
Members of the family, attracted to the

yard by the accident, picked up the un¬
conscious child and had her taken to
Casualty Hospital. Her condition indi¬
cated that she had received a fracture of
the skull and internal injuries. Phy¬
sicians were unable to offer any hope to
her parents.

Frances, who was seven years old, was
In the first-year class at St. Cecelia's
Academy, East Capitol and 6th streets.
Coroner Nevltt made an investigation
and gave a certificate of accidental death.
Funeral arrangements have n«r - been
completed.

Decision Prevents His Return
to New Hampshire as

Asked by Counsel.

NEW YORK, March 16..Harry K.
Thaw will not be sent back to New
Hampshire by the state of New York
as his counsel demanded, but roust be
returned to Matteawan asylum, "unless
legal papers calling for his detention
In New York county are served upon
.the warden of Tombs prison."

^

Such
was Supreme Court Justice Page's de-
clslon today in disposing of the formal
motion to have Thaw returned to New
England.
In the meantime, counsel for Thaw,

as if in anticipation of just such a de¬
cision, had obtained from Supren.e
Court Justice Bijur. a writ of habeas
corpus which will keep Thaw in Tombs
prison till next Friday, when he must
be produced In court. !
It was & close call for Thaw, as plans

had been considered by the state for re¬
turning him at once to his longtime
residence In the hospital for the crim¬
inal insane. Asylum attendants were
in the courtroom, ready to rush him
there by automobile the moment the
motion for a return to New Hampshire
was denied. But the writ of habeas
corpus which had been served half an
half before on Warden Hanley of the
Tombs prevented this.
Takes Steps to Prevent Abduction.
Sheriff Griffenhagen of New York

county had heard whisperings of a plot
to abduct Thaw during the brief in-
terval when he should be out of War*
den Hanley's custody in going to and
from the prison to the courtroom
across the Bridge of Sighs. Accord¬
ingly, the sheriff armed twenty depu¬
ties with revolvers and scattered them
throughout the crowd that packed the
courtroom. Many more armed deputies
were sprinkled among the crowds in
the corridors. j"I am taking no chances, the sheriff
said. "I am well heeled for an abduc¬
tion."

...Thaw entered the courtroom smiling
and conflednt. He glanced over the
crowd for a familiar face, apparently
seeking his mother, his sister and his
half-brother, Josiali Thaw, but they
were not present.
When the decision was announced.

Thaw's smile changed to a frown.
Plainly he was disappointed. He
turned quickly to John B. Stanchfleld
of his counsel, spoke a few words In
ap undertone and took his seat. A
moment later two of the sheriff's dep¬
uties led him away to the Tombs.

Says State Acted in Good Faith.
Justice Page took occasion to com¬

ment, in his decision, on the good faith
displayed by the state of New York
toward New Hampshire by placing
Thaw on trial on the conspiracy
charge. There had been no evidence,
the court held, to warrant the charge
that Thaw had been brought back
simply to be sent again to Matteawan.
Nor had there been adduced any ade-
quate reason why Thaw should be sent
back to New Hampshire after his trial
and acquittal.
Thaw was to go back to Matteawan,

Justice Page decided, upon the old
commitment of Justice Dowling.
The next step in the litigation to

keep Thaw out of Matteawan will be
taken Friday before Justice Bijur upon
return of the writ of habeas corpus.
It is expected an effort will be made
then to have the question as to Thaw's
sanity decided by a jury. Failing to
obtain Thaw's release, there is a strong
probability that the case will be
thrown into the federal courts again
and will eventually find its way to the
United States Supreme Court. Mr.
Stanchfleld so asserted.

Declared to Be Without Precedent.
"The motion to have Mr. Thaw re¬

turned to New Hampshire and Its
denial are without precedent in law."
he said. "In a case of this kind, where
a man's sanity and constitutional
rights are involved. It seems to me

that the matter should be settled by
the United States Supreme Court."
It was understood that an appeal

probably would be entered from Jus¬
tice Page's decision, and that this ap¬
peal would be carried through the state
courts to the highest tribunal and aft¬
erward. if necessary, taken Inti the
federal courts and finally before the
Supreme Court.

SAMUEL L. ROGERS SWORN IN.

Takes Oath of Office as Director of
the Census.

The oath was administered
by Warren K. Choate of the bureau of
corporations. The ceremonies took
place in the director's offices in the
Commerce building, at 19tli street and
Pennsylvania avenue.
Those present were Secretary ,Ked-

fleld, William J. Harris, retiring direc¬
tor of the census; Dr. George C.
Havenner, chief clerk of the Depart¬
ment of Commerce; Thomas J. Fitz¬
gerald. assistant chief clerk. Depart¬
ment of Commerce; W. M. Steuart,
chief statistician of the census bureau;
E. F. Hartley, acting chief clerk of the
census bureau, and Mrs. Harris, wife
of the retiring director, and the mem¬
bers of the federal trade commission,
of which Mr. Harris is a member.

will be recorded stenographically. Later
the Commissioners will review the tes¬
timony and render a decision.

complainants, while thd case of the
sanitarium will be presented by the
firm of Tucker, Kenyon & Macfarland.
Approximately 100 witnesses have been
summoned.

Chairman Harper Confident Fond
Will Be Raised to Entertain

G. A. R. Veterans.

C. J. Oockeler Appointed Treasurer
of Citizens' Committee.Trans¬
portation Question Up Today.

Yesterday's work in the campaign to
raise $25,000 for the National G. A. R.
encampment, which Is to take plaoe
here the last week of September, was
this morning: reported to have been
entirely satisfactory by Chairman Rob¬
ert N. Harper of the finance committee
in charge of the work of collection.
General progress was reported by the
chairmen of the various subcommit¬
tees, and while definite results in the
processes of collelectlon cannot be made
known for several days, Mr. Harper
said that every indication at present
was that the fund necessary for ap¬
propriate entertainment of the vet¬
erans would be raised.
Announcement was made this morn¬

ing: of the appointment of C. J. Gock-
eler as treasurer of the citizens* com¬
mittee by Chairman William P. Gude
and of Mr. Gockeler's acceptance of
the appointment.

Transportation Question Up.
J. Harry Cunningham, chairman of

the transportation committee, this
morning: said the Trunk Line Associa¬
tion is to meet in New York today, and
that the question of concessions in
rates to the veterans on their wav to
the encampment would be passed upon.
Mr. Cunningham said he expected sub¬
stantial concessions as a result of the
appeal made in writing to the associa¬
tion.
Col. John McElroy, chairman of the

committee on reunions, announced this
morning that Col. George C. Rounds of
Manassas, Va., who is president of the
United States Signal Corps Associa¬
tion of the Civil War and who sent
the last wig-wag message of the war,
is arranging for a series of historic
messages to be sent from various sec¬
tions of Washington during the en¬
campment. According to the present
plans one signal station is to be es¬
tablished at Arlington, one on the roof
of the Capitol building and others at
points as yet undesignated.

Letter to Citizens.
The following letter, addressed to

many of Washington's patriotic and
liberal citizens, who may not be reach¬
ed by the business men's committees, is
to be sent out in the near future:
"The fiftieth anniversary of the grand

review will be held in this city, be¬
ginning the latter part of next Sep¬
tember, and continuing for one week.
"As this will undoubtedly be the last

time the men who wore the blue will
encamp in Washington and march on

Pennsylvania avenue, we should extend
to them a loyal and patriotic reception,
worthy of our National Capital.
"To properly entertain them will re¬

RAILROAD OWNERSHIP
OF SHIPS QUESTIONED

Commissioner Clements of Interstate
Commerce Commission Investigates

Chesapeake Bay Conditions.

Railroad officials occupied the stand
this morning at the hearing before
Commissioner Clements of the inter¬
state commerce commission on the
question as to whether railroads hav¬
ing interests in the steamboat lines op¬
erating* on Chesapeake bay and its
tributaries should be allowed to retain
such lines.
The purpose of the clause in the

Panama canal act requiring railroads
to release their steamboat holdings, ex¬

cept under certain conditions, was to
force competition between the land
and water lines and to prevent mo¬

nopoly.
Testimony adduced at this morning's

hearing tended to show that there was
great competition on Chesapeake bay
not only among steamboat lines, but
other classes of vessels. Ralph Robin¬
son, for the Maryland, Delaware and
Virginia railroad, declared that there
was "all sorts of competition on Ches¬
apeake bay among all sorts of vessels."

Officials on Stand.
Willard Thompson, vice president

and general manager of the Maryland,
Delaware and Virginia road, was on
the stand most of the morning, and at
the time of the luncheon recess George
D. Ogden, general freight agent of that
road, was on the stand.
The question of the Potomac river

lines was not discussed at much length
this morning, and only came up when
A. E. Beck asked Mr. Thompson re¬

garding the old Weems line, which was
taken over by the Maryland, Delaware
and Virginia road, and the Randall
line, if there was not an agreement to
keep oft each other's territory. The
witness replied that he knew nothing
of any such agreement.

BATTLESHIP IS DISABLED.

Connecticut Breaks Shaft While Ma¬
neuvering in Guantanamo Bay.
The battleship Connecticut broke oue

of her shafts last Sunday while ma¬

neuvering in Guantanamo bay and is
now bound northward for Philadelphia
under her own power and one propeller,
convoyed by the big: naval collier
Orion. The hull of the ship is unin¬
jured and no one was hurt. Admiral
Fletcher, who reported the accident to
the Navy Department today, said the
starboard shaft broke in the stern shaft
tube, slightly Injuring the ship's rud¬
der.
The accident is similar to one sus¬

tained by the Connecticut's sister ship
Vermont, while crossing the Atlantic
In 1913. On that occasion the Vermont
successfully made port under her own
¦team with one propeller.

It is only within the
last few years that our neighbors to
the south of us have been learning
what we really are through the efforts
of various organizations in this coun¬
try.

Under an
international franc, it sends to hun¬
dreds of newspapers in all of the Latin
American countries a weekly article
about what great Americans are doing
Through this agency Latin America has
learned that Yankees Invented the
aeroplane and perfected the telephone
and were the flrst to speak across a
continent. The articles sent out by the
I-an-American Union are in Portu¬
guese. Spanish and French, and they
are invariably published.

ralnable Aid has done much
to disseminate

information both in this country and
Latin America. For the little republic
of Haiti a special edition of the bulle¬
tin ls gotten out in French, and prob¬
ably no magazine in the world is
awaited by Its subscribers with more
eager interest. One time publication
was delayed, and a letter came from
a Haitian village asking that the maga¬
zine please be sent along In a hurry,
as twenty-four people had come long
distances to hear it read to them.
The results of this educational cam¬

paign are gratlfylngly evident. Dur¬
ing the last few years the attitude of
Latin American editorial writers to¬
ward the United States has undergone
a complete change. The tone of friend¬
liness and admiration for the great
northern republic is more and more
frequent in Latin American newspa¬
pers.
The most valuable result of this prop¬

aganda has been to convince Latin
America that we are the great invent¬
ive and industrial people of the world.
When Uruguay wanted to establish a
fish commission, it got an American
expert to take charge of the project.
Not long ago the Argentine govern¬
ment decided, and rightly, that Argen¬
tina had every natural advantage to
become a great textile manufacturing
nation. The flrst step was to hire an

American engineer at an immense sal¬
ary to study and report on the water
power resources of the country.
Another example of the new belief in

things American that is growing up In
the southern republic was the pur¬
chase of Chile% armament for coast
defense. Chile has more coaat than
anything else and. desiring to get the
very best guns for its protection, she
sent a commission to all the great
European gun works, and Incidentally
to the United States. The commission
came back and reported that if Chile
was going to have the best guns, she
would have to buy them in this coun¬
try. This statement created great
amazement. Another commission was
appointed and sent to this country
Elaborate tests were held and the
superiority of the American coast de¬
fense guns was proved to the satisfac¬
tion of the visitors. An American steel
works got the contract.

But that was not the end of the story.

were in force. But the Germans did
not know how to shbot the American
guns, and Chile asked that the United
States lend her an officer.

tion about Latin America in this coun¬

try as it has been in telling our south¬
ern neighbors about us, and there has
been almost as great a need for the
work. Even men in high places in
this country know incredibly little
about Latin America. Not long ago an
American statesman of great promi¬
nence in making an address at a gath¬
ering which included representatives
of several Latin American countries
repeatedly referred to "the great trop¬
ical nations to the south of us," and
each time he said "tropical" the' Latin
American representatives opened thei¬
rs a little wider, for much of Latin
America is in the south temperato
zone, has almost as many breezy up- i
lands as the United States and has
never thought of itself as a tropical I
jungle. I

bulletins In this ooontry, ths Fan-

deal of information to business men,
legislators, writers and women's cluba.
