Oil of bitter almonds 10 drops
Mix all the powders thoroughly and

sift them before adding the perfumes.

THE PLASTIC NOSE.

5n jouth be shaped by gentle strokes!
and pressure into the same perfection
that the sculptor molds his plaster
model. Even in early adult life mu. h
can be accomplished to improve tin-
shape of the nose by always exercising
care when bathing or using the hand¬
kerchief. One should wipe the nose
downward, with gentle pressure, never

forgetting that it should be handled
gently at all times.
The skin of the noses which be¬

come very red is usually delicate
Equal parts of cologne and water ap¬
plied to delicate skin v ill toughen it.
This will also help to remove the ex¬
cessive oil. A remedy which is some
times beneficial Is: Twenty grains of
tannic acid to one ounee of glvcerin, to
be applied night and morning.

Let it
stand a few minutes after taking from
the oven, then turn out and serve with
butter sauce.

cup of butter over hot water, add the
juice of two lemons and sprinkle with
paprika.

A LL# the world loves a good cup of
coffee. The average hnusekeei>er

seems to think, however, that all tb:t is
necessary is to put in the coffee pot :. few
tablespoonfuls of indifferent coOV«-. and
a little hot water, and let it tab.- rare of
itself, to come to the table as luck de
ternlines, either pahitable or so muddy
and weak as to be undrinkablc.
While a percolator is best for making

the beverage, as it can then be made
at the tabic and boiling water assured,
still good coffee is made in the old-fash-
ioned coffee pot. Be sure that th<> coffee
is properly ground and roasted. and do
not have it ground too fine. as when too

finely ground it makes muddy coffee, and
be sure and put into the pot a table-
spoonful of coffee for each cup to be
served and one for the pot. Settle with
a part ot egg anil use boiling water, al¬
lowing the coffee 10 boil for a few .seconds.
Do not use a whole egg each day f<>»-
clearing coffee. Break a small hob- in
the end of 'he shell and us«- oifiy a part
of the egg. Then wrap the egg in a cloth
and keep it in :i -up in a cool place. It
will then serve for several days. Some
housekeepers mix two well beaten eggs
with a pound of coffee and let dry in a
warm oven, taking care, not- to burn by
stirring often. This makes coffee taste

Put on the lid and let the
liquid run through, remembering that the
slower the water is added the better the
coffee. For cafe noir a tablespoonful of
ground coffee should be allowed for each
cup.

1'rovided one uses coffee in berries,
as the French do. there is no reason

why coffee should not have a perfect
flavor anywhere. Pour a small quanti¬
ty «>f boiling water on It at first. Place
the coffee pot in the oven where it can
uft warm, though not too near the

fire, pour a small quantity of boiling
nater at a time and allow it to drain
thoroughly before, adding enough for
the desired quantity of coffee. Serve
at once. Do not allow it to boil.
Never attempt to make good coffe*

out of grains that liav- absorbed mote
ture until they ate soft and leathery
They will sometimes become thus, even
when tightly shut up in a tin bo*. If
put into a hot oven for a few min
utes. then allowed to cool, they will
give a sharp, brittle sound In grinding
and make coffee with life and aroma
to it. I>o not grind more coffee than is
used at one meal. Dry ground coffee
should be heated before adding the
boiling water.
