GEORGETOWN BEATS TIGERS;
C. U. LOSES TO PENN STATE

Blue and Gray Overcomes Big Lead and
Brooklanders Fail to Get Breaks.

High School Teams Victors.

Georgetown won from Princeton and
Catholio University lost to Penn State
In the two college base ball games
played here yesterday. The Blue and
Gray deserves especial commendation
for the manner in which it pulled vie
tory out of apparent defeat, while
Catholic University probably would
have been a winner also had it gotten
a few good breaks.
When a college nine has four runs

scored against it in the first Inning of
a game it generally means that the
contest is lost, but that happened at
Georgetown yesterday, and yet the
Blue and Gray gathered its forces and
performed well enough to eke out a

victory. Princeton combined clean wal¬
lops off Thompson, with some wobbly
support, and scored four times before
the end of the opening period.

When one team
gets as many men on the bags as
Catholic University did, then the
chances are the contest will belong to
it. However, the Brooklanders were

unable to make the needed hit at any
time and the long end of the score
went to the visitors.

Both the pitchers started by George¬
town and Princeton yesterday were
forced from the mound. Deyo, the Ti¬
gers' star, who held Virginia almost
helpless last week, was wild, which
caused him to be replaced, by Link.
Thompson, who started on the rubber
for the local university, grave a poor
exhibition in the first inning, which
was his undoing.

Too much cannot be said of the splen¬
did ball being played by Johnny Shu-
grue, who is holding down second base
for Georgetown. The local youngster
is hitting exceptionally well and is
fielding his position a whole lot better
than would ordinarily be expected in
the transfer of an outfielder to the in¬
field. Shugrue also has been getting
on the bases a lot. Leading off in the
batting order, he got two hits in the
Yale game, and yesterday against
Princeton came through with the same
number. Shugrue also accepted seven
chances yesterday, six being assists.

Judging by the way he clouted the
ball yesterday, Fahey, Catholic Uni¬
versity's pitcher against Penn State,
must be something of a hitter.

BRITISH ATHLETE KILLED.

Capt. Halswelle of Olympic Fame
Dies at Battle Front.

LONDON. April 6..Capt. Wyndham
Halswelle, the well known British run¬

ner, was killed while fighting at the front
March 31, it was announced here today.
Capt. Halswelle broke the quarter-mile
record at the Olympic games in London
in 1908 in an exciting contest. He also
held other athletic records.

Capt. Halswelle made his record in the
second heat of the 400-meter race In the
1908 Olympics. His time was 48 2-5 sec¬

onds, which was equaled by C. D. Reld-
path, an American, at the games in Stock¬
holm in 1912. In the final heat of his
race Halswelle came in third, J. C. Car¬
penter. the Cornell University runner, and
W. C. Robbins of Cambridge University,
England, finishing first and second, re¬

spectively.
This race, however, was declared void

by the judges on the allegation that Car¬
penter had fouled Halswelle. Carpenter
was disqualified from competing again
and when the race was run over Robbins
and J. B. Taylor of the University of
Pennsylvania withdrew, leaving Hals¬
welle to run alone. He tried for a rec¬
ord, but finished In 50 seconds.
