This unusual sit fiat ion arises for the

first time in the history of the con¬

ference. which is now in its eighty-
seventh year, old-time conference-goers
said this morning. Although the fac-
n»M of instruction made Its report this
morning, ami five men were reported
:ts having passed through the course,
thus qualify ing them for ordination as
elders, it develops that these five men

already been ordained, and so the
. »rdination sermon will have to be
1' eached tomorrow without any ordi-
ition following.

Need of Militant Spirit
in Religion and Politics.
View of Secretary Daniels

Secretary Daniels of the Navy Depart-
tnent and Dr. Howard A Kelley of Bal¬
timore were the speakers at last night's
session of the conference. The delegates
lchJpy expressed admiration for both ad¬
dresses heard last night, and were louder
than ever in their praise of the local en¬

tertainment committee, which, in the last
two nights, has provided as Bpeakers
President Wilson. Secretary Bryan, Secre-
tary Daniels and Dr. Kelley.

A militant and religious citizenship that
will clarify politics by taking part in gov-
ernment affairs was urged by Secretary
Daniels.

Preachers Need Militant Spirit.
"No one needs to have the militant

spirit instilled into them more than the
preachers," the Secretary said. "Bold¬
ness, and more boldness, is needed by
the preachers 1f they want to be a

success in Christianizing the world.
"We need to mobilize Methodism to¬

day. Methodists will fail if they work
under a dozen or more leaders. They
must unite and work in unison."
Secretary Daniels, in speaking of the

influence of the Methodist Church, said
that Methodism should not be desig¬
nated by geographical boundaries if it
wishes to be a power in the world.
"I am loud in my praise of 'Billy'

Sunday as a Christian worker," said
the Secretary, "and T will say right
here that every preacher in this con¬
ference ought to study theology under
Rev. .Billy* Sunday. A man's religion
is no good if he does not carry it intoi
politics, his business or his trade, and
'Billy' Sunday does all three."

World-Wide Revival at Hand.
A world-wide religious revival is at

hand, according to Dr. Kelley, who
spoke on the working out of the indi¬
vidual salvation.
"We need Christian workers." declar¬

ed Dr. Kelley, "highway and hedge
Christians, who will work for the sal¬
vation of their fellow-men."
He characterized the religious work¬

ers of today as being "hothouse" and
"squirrel cage" Christians, who were

hypocritical in their religious beliefs.
Dr. Kelley said that within the past

ten years vice and crime had decreased
50 per cent in Baltimore, simply be¬
cause people were beginning to realize
that God put them on this earth to do
good and not to make a business of
sinning.

MRS. M'NABB RESENTS
PRODDING BY ATTORNEY

Trial of $500,000 Breach of Promise
Suit to Be Resumed

Monday.

The trial of Mrs. Ida M. McNabb's
suit to recover $500,000 damages from
John S. Kinney, reputed millionaire,
for alleged breach of contract to mar¬

ry will b^ resumed Monday before Jus¬
tice Stafford and a jury in Circuit Di¬
vision 2 of the District Supreme Court.
There was no session of the trial to¬

day, recess having been taken yester¬
day afternoon until Monday.
Letters written by the plaintiff to

friends, but which have found their
way into the hands of counsel for the
defense, are expected to play an Im¬

portant part In the determination of
t* -! suit.

Counsel Prodded Witness.
In addition to the letter in which Mrs.

McNabb wrote of her expectation to
"land the old dear" other correspond¬
ence was shown the witness yesterday
afternoon by Miss Harriet Freebey,
counsel for the millionaire, who merci¬
lessly prodded the plaintiff for expla¬
nations of the context of the epistles.
Just before adjournment Mrs. Mc-

Nabb exhibited displeasure at the in¬
quiry of the lawyer when the latter
sought an identification of a. man re¬
ferred to In one of the letters as
"Mac."
"He Is the man with whom you have

been trying to connect my name in a
way derogatory to me," snapped the'
witness, who then explained that he
is a Mr. McMillan, an "old friend of my
deceased husband, and friend of my
family. "

Defendant Not Attending.
Miss Freebey will conclude the cross-

examination of the witness Monday
morning, it is expected.
The defendant has not attended the

trial, but yesterday his eldest son oc¬

cupied a seat at the counsel table next
to Miss Freebey. Miss Addie Kinney,
the daughter, who is attending school
here, was also in court.
Attorneys Hoe & Cochems expect to

conclude the presentation of their case
for the plaintiff early next week.

Coltman, the largest brlckmaker in
Washington in his time.
Mr. Smith's wife died twenty-six

years airo. Two sons and two daugh¬
ters survive him. They are Charles C.
and Miss Klla Smith, both of (Jrafion,
W. Va. and Mrs. Cady and Robert T.
Smith, both of this city.

NEW STEPS TO CAPITOL.

Old Stones on East Front. Laid in
1849. Being Removed.

The broad steps leading to the main
entrance of the Capitol on the east front,
splintered and worn by countless thou¬
sands of feet and by the weather, are

being removed by laborers in order to
make room for granite or marble steps.
The old steps are of sandstone, and have
been in place since about 1840.

Congretft has appropriated $11,000 to
replace these steps, and it* is expected
that the contract will be let within a few
weeks, and the work of building the new
steps probably will be started in May.
About two months to put the new steps
in place will be required, it is said.

MESSAGE OF GRATITUTE
FROM GERMAN RED CROSS

Letter Transmitted by Ambassador
Gerard From Gen. von Pfuel,
Committee President, Berlin.

An expression of the gratitude of the
German Red Cross Society to American
subscribers to its funds during the
present war has been conveyed to the.
State Department by Ambassador
Gerard at Berlin, who transmitted the
following: letter from Gen. C. von
Pfuel. president of the central commit¬
tee of the German organization:
"Through the noblemindedness of

American citizens donations have
reached us, in the course of the months
of war, aggregating a total of almost
3,000,000 marks, without our being in
a position thus far to give expression
to our thanks In a manner adequate to
our feeling.

"Duty" to Repeat Thanks.
"Even though we have acknowledged

the receipt, of the moneys to each of
the auxiliary organizations and have
requested them to transmit the thanks
expressed to them to each of the per¬
sons who have participated, we con¬

sider it a high duty to thank again
for the kind gifts in broad publicity.
To our utmost regret we have not been
in the position to express to each
donor the thanks due him as, notwith¬
standing all our endeavors, we have not
been able to ascertain their addresses.
"We therefore desire to inquire

whether your excellency may possibly
know of some persons here, who as

representatives of the American press
could accomplish our desire of express¬
ing our gratitude in a. general public
manner."

GERMANY HAS WITHHELD
LIGHT UPON PRISONERS

British Correspondence With U. S.

Ambassador Page Purported to

Show Situation.

LONDuN, April 10.."A while paper"
concerning the treatment of British
prisoners in Germany has been issued
here. It consists of a series of letters
and documents and correspondence be¬
tween' the British government and

Walter Ilines Page, the American am¬

bassador here.
The correspondence covers seven

months and fills eighty-seven pages of
the "white paper." It purports to show
that Germany systematically withheld
information regarding the condition of
British prisoners and even declined to

permit an American diplomatic repre¬
sentative to carry out an examination
of the war prisoners in Germany in a

manner similar to that permitted by
Great Britain.
Commenting on the correspondence

between Ambassador Page and the
British government concerning British
prisoners in Germany, the Times sa>s:
"It is only just to record that from

the outset the United States, through
the agency of its various diplomatic
[and other representatives, has shown
unifornv courtesy and consideration in
the discharge of its functions as inter¬
mediary between Great Britain and the
belligerent powers. No one is more
unreservedly entitled to this tribute
than Mr. Page."

812,808 WAR PRISONERS
IN GERMANY'S CUSTODY

AMSTERDAM, via London, April 10.
A dispatch received here from Ber¬

lin says that April 1 812,SOS prisoners
of* war were being held in Germany.
10,17officers and 802,633 men. The
dispatch gives the prisoners by nation¬
ality as follows:
French. 3,868 officers and 238,406 men;

Russian, 5,140 officers and 504,210 men;
Belgians, 64 7 officers and 39,620 men;
British. 520 officers and 20,307 men.

French and British Governments
Agree to Release August Piepen-

brink. Taken Off Ship.

The American government has scored
an important point in its negotiations
for the protection of naturalized American
citizens which have been conducted with
the belligerent nations ever since the
outbreak of the European war.

The French and British governments
have consented to the release of
August Piepenbrink, a steward on the
American steamship Windber, who was

taken off by the French cruiser Conde
November 13, when the ship was two
days from Colon en route to New York.
Piepenbrink, who was born in Ger¬

many. filed a declaration of his inten¬
tion to become an American citizen in
Seatfle, Washington, in 1910.

French Position.
In defending the action of the com¬

mander of the Conde. the French gov¬
ernment set up a claim that the stew¬
ard had not completed his naturaliza¬
tion and, therefore, was a German
subject, a naval reservist, and proper¬
ly subject to arrest.
Piepenbrink was turned over to the

British military authorities at King¬
ston, Jamaica, who also refused to
deliver him up on the same ground.
The State Department asked for the

prisoner's release, insisting that a
sailor on an American vessel who has
declared his intention of becoming a
citizen and remains on the vessel un-
der the laws, of the United States is
considered as having acquired full
citizenship.

Cites Trent Case.
Moreover, the department held that the

sailor's removal, even though he were not
a citizen, was without justification under
the general rules of international law.
and pointed to the Trent case during
the American civil war, in which the
Confederate commissioner? Mason and
Slidell. having 1 eing taken from a
?British merchantman by a Federal
cruiser, the I'nited States released the
prisoners and made amends to Great
Britain.

TO PROBE HARRISON LAW.

Chamber of Commerce Will Sift Ir.
consistencies of Statute.

Inconsistencies in the Harrison anti¬
drug law which recently went into ef¬
fect are pointed out in a report of the
committee on public health of the
Chamber of Commerce which was

adopted al a meeting held at noon yester¬
day. The report is to be submitted to
the entire membership of the chamber
Tuesday night for Its approval.
At that time the president of the

chamber will be requested to instruct
the committee on law and legislation
to investigate the new Harrison law
with a view of ascertaining whether it
supersedes the District pharmacy law
formerly in force here. This question
hrs been raised a number of times
since the Harrison lav. went into effect
recently. The committee on public
health is anxious to get the opinion of
the committee on law and legislation,
the membership of which includes a
number of prominent lawyers of the
city.

WILL DISCUSS GAS SUPPLY.

Northeast Citizens Also Will Hear
Report on Protest to Utilities Bo&rd.
The gas supply of the District of Co¬

lumbia is to be the principal topic of
discussion at the meeting of the Nortiv-
east Washington Citizens* Associa¬
tion which is announced for Monday
evening at the Northeast Temple. This
association recently passed resolutions
saying that the gas furnished in Wash¬
ington did not come up to a proper
lighting standard. The resolutions
were forwarded to the public utilities
commission and the commission has
seat a reply. A report on the reply is
to be given at the meeting Monday
evening.
Itoscoe Jenkins, secretary of the citi¬

zens* association, in announcing the
meeting says that resolutions relative
to electric light companies will also be
presented.

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COLONIAL TROOPS MAKE!
GOOD SHOWING IN WAR I

National Geographic Society Gives
History of French Turcos and

English Singhalese.

1" a statement prepared today the
National Geographic Society tells
something: of the colonial troops now
on the firing line in the war in Europe.
The statement says:

Asia. Africa and Australasia have
furnished their quotas of men to the
firing lines in Europe. Among these
^preign troops that have most dis-
tinguished themselves in European
warfare are the French Turcos and
the English Singhalese. This is the
first appearance of the Singhalese
upon European battlefields, but the
Turcos have been employed on the
white continent several times.
"The Singhalese are natives of Cey¬

lon. There are. strictly speaking,
about 2.500,000 of them. They are set¬
tled in the central and southern di¬
visions of the island. They are mem¬
bers of the Aryan family by language,
but in blood, they are a very mixed
race, though basically they are of
white blood. They are descendants of
colonists from the valley of the
Ganges, who are thought to have set¬
tled in Ceylon about 500 years before
the birth of Christ.

Effeminate in Appearance.
"The Singhalese have remained a

stationary folk sin~;#» the opening of
the Christian era. Their costumes, cus¬
toms and manner of life are much the
same today as they were more than
2.000 years ago. In appearance, the
men of this people are peculiarly ef¬
feminate. Their bodies are slender and
their features are delicate. Their
dress is womanish, even to the extent
of fastening their long hair back from
the forehead by means of dainty
combs. The men. also, wear ear¬
rings. Nevertheless, the Singhalese
have managed to cover themselves
with glory by brilliant service in the
fearful battlefields of Europe.
"The Turcos are a French militarv

organization; not a folk. "Turcos" is
the name which the French have ap¬
plied to those troops that they have
formed out. of natives of Algeria. They
are of Arabic and negro stock, and are
among the best trained colonial troops
in the world.
"The Turcos were organized in the

first instance, as was, also. th« case
wth the foreign legion, solelv for
employment in Algeria. However,
^ ranee early found use for them in
other fields. In 1859 the Turcos went
through their first European cam¬
paign in Italy. These same troops won
international renown, when, in 1870-71.
their desperate fighting proved one of
the most serious obstacles to German
success upon more than one battle-*
field. Again, in 1884, the Turcos saw
service in the far distant French
province in China. The Turcos have
always distinguished themselves in
hardy endurance and in reckless
bravery."

CLAIM IS DISALLOWED.

Mrs. Scott Loses Plea for Pay Al¬
leged Due Husband's Estate.

The claim of Mrs. Ninna S. Scott for
$18.40, representing pay for an addi¬
tional four days' leave of absence al¬
leged to be due the estate of her hus¬
band. Edward L. Scott, deceased, for¬
merly a "maker-up" in the government
printing office, has been denied by the
auditor for the State and other depart¬
ments.
The claim was based on a contention

as to the right of a government print-
ling office employe to thirty days" leave
with pay, instead of pay for twenty-
Isix working days only. The controller
of the Treasury, George E. Downey,
confirms this disallowance.
The right to grant thirty days" leave

with pay vests in the public printer,
and is in his discretion to grant. No
absolute right to thirty days' leave
with pay vests in the employe by law.
This summarizes the ruling of Con¬
troller Downey in a former decision
applied to the present claim.
Had the claim been allowed it would

have justified similar claims of every
employe, on the rolls since the enact¬
ment of the law who has been sepa¬
rated from the government printing
office.
