HEAD OF THE G. A. R.

Gen. D. J. Palmer Confers With Lo¬
cal Members and Committee¬

men on Encampment.

Oen. David J. Palmer of Des Moines.
Iowa, conrmander-in-chief of the Q. A.

It., was In Washington yesterday, con¬

ferring with members of the citizens'
committee of one hundred in the in¬

terest of the national encampment,
which will be held here during the last

week of September.
The commander-in-chief, as the guest

of Col. John McElroy, took luncheon

at the National Press Club with Wil¬

liam P. Gude. chairman of the citi¬

zens' committee; Thomas Grant, secre¬

tary; C. J. Gockeler, treasurer, and Col.

Robert N. Harper, chairman of the

finance committee, by whom he was

told of the preparations that are being

made for the encampment.
Gen. Palmer was enthusiastic over

the progress which has been made in

the development of these plans. He

told his hosts that during a recent tour

of the United States made by him in

the interests of the encampment tre¬

mendous enthusiasm had been in evi¬

dence in all the sections visited, and

that on all sides were comments on

the" vigor with which Washington is

working to make the encampment a

memorable occasion.

To Be Greatest in History.
Chairman Gude. in speaking of the

already perfected plans, told the com¬

mander-in-chief that no effort was be¬

ing spared to make the coming en¬

campment the greatest In the history

of the G. A. R.
After luncheon the party vteted the old

census building, for the securing of which
for encampment purposes negotiations are

now under way. Gen. Palmer was de-

lighted with the arrangements of the

building, and expressed hopes that it

would be obtained. Later in the after¬

noon Chairman Gude accompanied the

commander-in-chief to the train.
Mr. Harper, chairman of the finance

committee, is making every effort to have

I DEPARTMENT ELEVATOR
MEN TO HAVE UNIFORMS

Secretaries at State, War and Navy
Building Issue Orders to

Thirteen Employes.

Orders for the forty watchmen at
the State. War and Navy building: to

appear In blue cloth uniforms with
brass buttons May 1 have been fol¬
lowed by orders for the thirteen ele¬
vator operators in that building: to

appear in cadet uniforms of dark blue
cloth June 1. These orders were is¬
sued by the secretaries of the three
departments on the recommendation
of Col. W. W. Harts. Corps of En¬
gineers, in his capacity as superin¬
tendent of the building.
The change is made, it is explained,

in the interests of better administra¬
tion. as well as for the better identi¬
fication of the employes by visitors,
especially strangers in the city, seek¬
ing information.
Under the orders the employes them¬

selves will bear the expenses of their
uniforms out of their salaries, and
some of them protested against
that feature of the plan. Although
none of the objectors went so far as
to resign, about six of them managed
to exchange places with an equal
number of watchmen in other depart¬
ments. The uniforms of both the
watchmen and the elevator operators
are of standard design and material
and will cost about $15 a suit. It has
been arranged that payment may be
made in small installments.

E. DEVLIN NAMED FOR MAYOR.

Hyattsville Citizens Also Nominate
Candidates for the Town Council.

HYATTSVILLE, April 20..Council¬
man Edward Devlin has been nomi¬
nated for mayor at a citizens' conven¬

tion. His name was the only one pre¬
sented to the convention, and he will
have no opposition at the election May
3. Mayor Greager, who declined a re-

nominatlon, was chairman of the con¬

vention, with N. G. Dudrow secretary.
Councilman Devlin made a brief speech
in which he declared that his slogan
would be "economy." He stated that he
hoped to see the streets thoroughly
oiled during his administration, and
also hoped to see a fire alarm system
installed. A rising vote of thanks was
extended to the retiring executive and
the members of his council.
Upon the adjournment of the conven¬

tion the several wards held meetings,
and nominations for councilman were
made. The new mayor and common
council will consist of Edward Devlin,
mayor; Dr. Guy W. Latimer and either
William A. Dorr or .T. L. Fritts, council¬
man from the first ward; W. A.
Brooks and Charles A. Ketcham, coun-
cilmen from the second ward, and John
G. Holden and George M. McFarland,
councllmen from the third ward. There
will be no election for treasurer, the
incumbent, W. A. Shepherd, holding
over.

Cruiser to Go to Mediterranean.
The cruiser Des Moines, at Santo Do¬

mingo City, was today ordered to
Guantanamo, Cuba, to fit out prepara¬
tory to going to eastern Mediterranean
waters to relieve the cruiser Tennes¬
see, guarding American interests in
Turkey. The Des Moines will go i;i
place of the cruiser Chester, which has
been ordered to Philadelphia for re¬

pairs. Later the Chester may relieve
the cruiser North Carolina, also off the
Turkish coast.

Averill Soon to Begin Duties.

GARY SAYS U. S. IS TAKING
LEAD AMONG NATIONS

Declares Finance, Industry and
Commerce Better Today Than

Ever Before.

NEW YORK, April 20..Addressing:
the stockholders of the United States
Steel Corporation at their annual meet¬
ing yesterday Judge Elbert H. Gary,
chairman of the corporation, after ex¬

plaining: that the dividends on the com¬
mon stock was passed at the quarterly:
meeting: in January so that wages
might not be reduced, said:
"I assure you that the country will!

prosper and I want to pledge again that
the management of this corporation is
going to be thorough, open and careful
and that it has nothing in mind except
the advancement of the interests of all
stockholder's, at the same time believ¬
ing that the interests of the stockhold¬
ers are the same as the interests of our

employes, competitors, customers and
the general public.
"Our position among the nations of

the world is taking the lead. Finance,
industry and commerce are better today
than ever before. 1 hope that the hold¬
ers of our common stock even while
not getting dividends at present, will
not despair and sell it for something
that they like better."
Replying to a question by a stock¬

holder, Judge Gary said:
"We are not yet satisfied but that

we may have to cut wages: but we

hope we will not be forced to."
Judge Gary said that the corpora¬

tion's business for 1915 had been bet-j
ter so far than for 1914. The company,
he asserted, was doing a very satis-
factory export business but domestic!
conditions were not so good and prices
had not been satisfactory.
"Therefore our profits are small," he

said. "I think earnings for the first
quarter of this year will be small.
Prospects for the second quarter seem
to be considerably better."

MUST REMAIN IN CITY.

Garwin C. Bain Bonded Pending
Wife's Suit for Maintenance.

Justice Siddons of the District Su¬
preme Court today ordered Garwin C.
Bain, a clerk of the census office, to
furnish a bond of $500 not to leave
Washington pending the determination
of a suit for maintainance filed by his
wife, Frances Bain. The wife told the
court that her husband had threatened
to resign his position and leave the
jurisdiction if she took legal action
against him.
In her petition, liletl through Attor¬

neys Tepper & Gusack Mrs. Bain says
she was married July 9. 1912. Her two
children are dead, she states. She
charges cruelty, desertion and non-
support.
About one year after the marriage,

she asserts, her husband began to neg¬
lect her and stay out late, and when
she reproved him lie cursed and abused
her and declared he "regretted having
married her." Sh£ declares he struck
her several times in the face, and when
he left home March 30 last announced
his Intention never to return. At his
departure, she says, he gave her $10,
but has not since contributed to her
support and she is now destitute.
