AUSKA'S DEVELOPMENT
HINGES UPON PUBLICITY

Dr. E. Lester Jones Telia National
Geographic Society Needs

of Territory.

Publicity and plentj of it is the only
j way to blaze a trail of success for Alaska,
'the northwestern territory of the United
! States, according: to Dr. E. Tester Jones.
director of the United States coast and
geodetic survey. Dr. Jones delivered a

lecture on the territory last night at

J Hubbard Memorial Hall before the
National f»eographic Society. He has but
recently returned from the territory, after
having made a six-month investigation
of it as a special commissioner for Presl-
dent Wilson. Several thousand feet of

moving picture films, as well as a large
number of lantern slides taken by Dr.
Jones on his inspection trii'. were dis-
played before an audience consisting of

(government officials, members of Congress,
as well as scientists and other profes¬
sional men of the city.

"It rests with the newspapers of the
country to develop this territory," he de¬
clared. "Without their help not much can
be done. The government must be
willing to help the newspapers to get
the matter which will show what the gov¬
ernment is doing in the territory." At the
same time. Dr. Jones condemned the at¬
titude of some in the government to sup¬
press publicity.

Congress Should Know Needs.
First, for the development of Alaska

there must l»e publicity and then edu-j
ration of Congress to the needs of the

territory. Alaska needs accurate
cherts of her harbors, she needs lights!
(and other aids to navigation so that

ship travel there will be a matter ol
certainty rather than a matter of luck,
las in the present case. If the people
of the country could be shown the

| needs of Alaska and what the govern
merit is trying to do there, through the
medium of the press, they would not
let the present conditions exist for one
moment. They would insist that their
congressmen provide better facilities
for developing the territory, he con¬
tinued.
He explained to his audience how. in

some parts of the territory, there was
only one ship from the states per month
in the summer and none in the winter.

MORE THAN PRESIDENT'S

Actor Who Died Yesterday Once Re¬

garded as Country's Leading
Comedian in Movies.

N'EW YORK. April 27. John Uniniv,
the motion picture actor, who died yes¬
terday in Brooklyn, was fifty-two ye ir-

old. For twenty-nine years he had
been before the footlights prior to en¬

tering the moving picture field four
years sgo. During his career as an ac¬

tor he had Teadins: roles with many old-
time stars, amoncr them being Annie
Russell. He had attained country-wide
popularity as an actor before he
achieved his greatest success on the
screen.

Mr. Bunny was born in New York
city of English parents, was educated
in the Brooklyn public schools, and whs

a clerk in a general store until he went
