
MRS. HORTON TO SEEK
LEADERSHIP OF D. A. R.

Regent of Buffalo Chapter Will Be
Candidate to Succeed

Mrs. Story.

MRS. .IOH\ HILI.KR HORTOM.

Mrs. John Miller Horton, regent of
Buffalo Chapter of the Daughters of
the American Revolution, is a candi-1
date for president general of the na¬
tional society of the organization to
succeed Mrs. William Cummlng Story
at the election to be held two years hence.
She confided this announcement to

several friends today just before leav¬
ing for New York, where she will be
at the Waldorf to attend the congress
of the Daughters of 1S12, of which she
Is a member, ;ind which gathers to¬
morrow.
Buffalo Chapter, which is the largest

of the D. A. K. organizations of the
country, with a membership of 725, has
for years re-ele. ted Mrs. Horton as its
regent.

Refuses to Run This Year.
Coming within fifty votes of election

to the office of president general at the
congress of the D. A. R. held two years
ago. it was expected by many of her
friends that Mrs. Horton would again
be a candidate for the honor at the
election just held, but in this she re¬
fused the appeal of her friends, declar¬
ing that she preferred to allow Mrs.
Story to have the "courtesy vote" in
a re-election.
Until this time. Mrs. Horton has held

ofr in her formal announcement, but
after conferences with friends todaydecided she would not further with¬
hold her name from consideration.

SHAD HATCHING SEASON "ON.

Thousands of Eggs Started at Bry-
ans Point Propagating Station.

The shad hatching season is now in
full operation at the Bryans point
propagating station of the United
States fisheries bureau and many thou¬
sand shad eggs are gathered each day
and started on the journey toward be¬
coming young shad. The fisheries serv¬
ice steamer Philarope, which each sum¬
mer conies to the Potomac from New-
England to assist in gathering shad
eggs from the fishermen along the
river, arrived at Bryans point several
days ago. With a power launch and
several smaller craft she daily visits
the nets along the river and gathers
the spawn to be taken to the station.
When the young fish are large enough

to take care of themselves they will
be shipped to streams in various parts
of the country »vhere the natural con¬
ditions are such that shad will grow
and increase in numbers.
So far the catch of shad along the

river in the vicinity of Bryans point'
has been small and the outlook is that
the hatch at the station this season will
be below the average of several years
past. Conditions are favorable for the
appearance of the fish in the river, but
the catch is extremely light compared
with the past two years, when the shad
season was regarded as a complete
failure.

FLOOD BEPOBTS ENCOURAGING.

Belief at Houston There Will Be No
Bepetition of 1913 Disaster.

HOUSTON. Tex.. April 27..Reports to-
day from the flooded district are regarded
as encouraging, and the belief is grow¬
ing that no repetition of the 1913 disaster
will result. The present center of destruc¬
tion comprises Brazos, Burleson, Milam,
Washington. Bastrop. Waller and Whar¬
ton counties, where the trans-state
streams are all out of their banks and
great areas of fine farming lands have
been inundated.

Reports from Austin today stated that
the bodies of three negroes were recovered
last night from Waller creek, about
seventeen miles below the city. This
makes a total of seventeen dead as a re¬
sult of the floods around the state capi¬
tal. The work of rehabilitating, it was
Btated, was progressing rapidly.

Leading Vaudeville Booking Agen¬
cies Named Defendants in Pro¬

ceedings for Damages.

NEW YORK, April 27..The leading
vaudeville booking agencies of the
United States are made defendants in
two Sherman law suits for $60<>,000
damages filed in the federal district
court here today in which conspiracy is
charged in their refusal to book cer¬

tain acts and attractions offered them
by the plaintiffs.
The suits are brought by Charles F.

Bornhaupt, who maintains theatrical
agencies in this city, London and Brus¬
sels. and Clifford C. Fisher, wh) has
similar offices in London and Paris,
aerainst the United Booking Offices of
America, the Central Vaudeville Pro¬
motion Company, H. B. Marinelli, Ltd.,
A. Paul Keith, Frederick F. Proctor,
Edward F. Albee, John J. Murdock,
Morris Meyerfeld, jr., and Martin Beck.

Allegations by Petitioners.
The petitioners allege that they have

suffered damages of $100,000 each, and
under the Sherman law seek treble
damages, or $300,000 each. It Is al¬
leged that since the withdrawal some

time ago of a three-milllon-dollar
damage suit brought by the Marinelli
Company against the United Booking
Company and others, the sole right,
privilege and license to book foreign
acts on the Keith or Orpheum circuits
has been vested in the Marinelli con¬
cern. This company, it is charged, con¬
spired with the other defendants in
October and November, 1914, to injure
the plaintiffs by refusing to book their
acts.

TRAWLER IS BLOWN UP;
SOME OF CREW MISSING

LONDON. April 27. 1 ;0S p.m. The
Grimsby trawler Recolo has been blown
up in the North sea. Some of the
members of her crew are missing.
Seven survivors, some of them ter¬

ribly mutilated, were picked up out of
a crew of nine. The engineer went
down with the. ship. One of the in¬

jured men died.
Opinion differs whether the Recolo

was destroyed by a mine or a torpedo.

A. Tyler, an officer In the army of the
Confederacy and commander-in-chief of
the veterans of Forrest's brigade, died at
his home here yesterday after a long ill-
ness. lie was seventy-seven years old
and was widely known in the south amongveterans of the civil war.

Begin Offensive Movement
Against Austrians on Heights

Around Uzsok Pass.

GENEVA. Switzerland. April 27 <via
Paris 12:50 p.m.*..The Russians have
begun another strong offensive move¬
ment around the heights of I'zsok
pass, in the Carpathian mountains, ac¬

cording to a telegram received by the
Tribune of Geneva.
The Austro-German casualties there

in the last two days, the dispatch says,
numbered 20,000 men. Melting snow has
hindered the Russian advance between
Stry and Matamaros.

Took Ostry Mountain.
BERLIN". April 20, via I<ondon, April

27..The storming by Austrian troops
of Ostry mountain, to the north of Bes-
kid pass, which was reported in the
Austrian official bulletin issued yes¬
terday. is described by the Tageblatt
correspondent in the Carpathians as
one of the most brilliant feats of moun¬
tain fighting during the war.
Ostry mountain, with its sister height.Swinnin mountain, which was stormed

April J), dominates the road and therailroad from Munkacs to Lemberg. Itis approximately 3,500 feet high and
has precipitous sides.

Converted Into Fortress.
The Russians, working incessantly

for months, had converted the moun¬
tain into a natural fortress, with rows
of trenches and machine-gun positions
rising one above the other, and it ap¬
parently was impregnable.

Its possession, however, the corre¬
spondent says, was deemed indispensa-ble in order to open the way for an(invasion of Galicia and to relieveipressure on Uzsok pass and on thepositions farther to the west. Orderswere given to take it at any cost.Sap after sap was driven against theRussian positions at the base of themountain, mine fields were laid andexploded and all the resources of mod¬ern mine warfare were employed todrive the Russians from their advancedpositions and to prepare a way for astorm against the summit, which wasordered for April 24.

Like Lookout Mountain.
The Austrians commanded by Gen.

Hoffman, according to the correspon¬dent, dashed from their positions and
charged up the precipitous height.Position after position was taken bystorm. Gaps in the Austrian lines,torn by machine gun Are, clpsed auto¬
matically as successive waves of troops
swept upward to success, which, thewriter says, "like the federal charge atLookout mountain probably was be¬yond the expectations of the com¬manders," and the summit was occu¬pied.

ON MENTAL HYGIENE;

Local Movement to Co-Operate With
National Organization.Meet-

ing This Afternoon.

Steps are to be taken at a meeting
p.t u o'clock this afternoon in the Board
of Trade rooms, in the Star building. I
to organize a local committee of the J
national committee for menial hygiene.
The meeing is to be addressed by Clif¬
ford W. Beers, secretary of the nation¬
al organization, who is to explain in
detail the objects sought to be attained.
Anions: these objects as set forth by

Mr. Beers are: Better laws regarding
the commitment to hospitals of insane
patients; provision for the care of

feeble-minded persons and education
of the professional world as well as

the general public in regard to in¬
sanity in its various forms.
Societies and committees for mental

hygiene ate already working on these
and similar lines in Connecticut. Illi¬
nois. New York. Massachusetts. Mary¬
land, Pennsylvania. North Carolina and
Ohio.
Mr. Beers himself was for a few years

a patient in a hospital for the insane,
his mental condition being the result
of a complete breakdown.

Reports Contributions of $100,000.
Mr. Beers stated that Mrs. W. K.

Vanderbilt and Mrs. A. A. Anderson of
New York a short time ago gave the
national committee $50,000 each, the
money to to be used in defraying the
expenses of organizing local and state
committees and carrying on the work
of the 2 national body. The $100,000
guarantees the committees budget for
the next five years.
Surgeon General Rupert Blue. Miss

Julia I^athrop and Dr. William A.
White, superintendent of the Govern¬
ment Hospital for the Insane, are
Washington members of the national
committee. It is expected they will be
appointed this afternoon as the nucleus
of the local committee, with power to
appoint other members.
