EFFORT MADE TO OBSCURE
THE REAL ISSUE. HE SAYS

Al? Sorts of Rumors About Develop¬
ments in Case. But None Is

Confirmed.

The issuance of a statement today by
#»n official of the Rlggs National Bank,
in which it Is said that the controller
of the currency has tried to convey the
impression "that the Rlggs Bank has
refused to furnish or has objected to
furnishing" the controller's office "in¬
formation all hanks have been required
to and do furnish,'" was the only devel¬
opment made public today in connec¬
tion with the controversy between the
bank and the Treasury officials.
While, under the surface, all sorts

of rumors are going about as to de¬
velopments in the case, including one
that there is a possibility of the dif¬
ferences between the bank and the
Treasury officials being: patched up,
nothing definite materialized today as
to these intangibilities. In some
quarters last night there was a dis¬
position to regard the interview in The
St;ir yesterday afternoon with United
States Treasurer Burke, in which he
asked for "fair play" and a suspension
of Judgment until the case gets settled
in the courts, as indicating the possi¬
bility of peace being made between the
bank and Treasury officials, but such a
possibility amounted today to nothing
but rumors, which are generally being
talked of in the street by those who are
watching the case.

Obscures Beal Issue, He Says.
The statement issued today by th#

bank official was as follows:
'The statement given out by the con¬

troller of the currency last evening Is
intended to convey the impression that
the Kiggs Bank has refused to furnish
or has objected to furnishing his office
information all banks have been re¬
quired to and do furnish. The Rlggs
National Bank has had no controversy
whatever with Controller Williams
concerning any of the many calls he
has made generally on banks, or with
respect to the frequent changes and
additions which he has made on the
statement blanks, and It has freely and
fully responded to every such general
request, besides numerous special de-
niands since he came into office. The
effort thus to segregate the Rlggs
Bank, to put it in a class by Itself, as
being in opposition to those calls for
information which the controller may
lawfully make on any and all banks is
an attempt on his part to obscure the
real Issue between the Rlggs Bank and
the controller.
"The controller may do many things,

Miss
Mabel Hartwell, a little southern girl,
broke the bottle over the prow of the
Tallapoosa as she started to slide into
the waters of the James river at 10:20
o'clock. The Ossipee was similarly
christened by a northern girl. Miss
Sally Fleming McAdoo, daughter of-the
Secretary of the Treasury, fifteen min¬
utes later, as the blocks were knocked
from under the coast guard cutter and
she moved for the first time.
General Manager H. L. Ferguson of

the shipbuilding plant gave the word
when all was ready to Superintendent
Joseph Weaver. Superintendent Weav-
er advised the ceremonial party and
had the sponsers make ready.
The vessels slid down the ways at 10:15

and 11.10 o'ciock, respectively. The
Ossipee swerved sharply to the right on
leaving the ways and bumped Into a pier,
but no serious damage was done.

His dispatches during
his visits to the factional leaders in
Mexico have been confined merely to
his movements.
Henry Lane Wilson, fhe last Ameri¬

can ambassador to Mexico, called to¬
day on Assistant Secretary Phillips at
the State Department. He said he came

on personal business and was not tak¬
ing any part in the Mexican situation.

Important Battle Impending.
Prospects of an impending battle near

Aguascalientes between Gen. Villa's
troops and the forces of Gen. Obregon,
the Carranxa commander, attracted
considerable attention in ollicial circles
today, for upon its outcome may prac¬
tically depend the end one way or an¬
other of the contest between the two
rival leaders.

AERIAL BOMBS INJURED
THE STEAMER GUSHING!

Minister Van Dyke at The Hague
Reports That No Lives

Were Lost.

American Minister Van Dyke
at The Hague reported to the!
State Department today that the
American steamer Cushing, from
Philadelphia for Rotterdam, was

damaged by bombs dropped from
German aircraft in the North sea

recently, but that no lives were

lost.
The report was brief, transmitting a

message from the American consul at)
Rotterdam, where the Cushing: arrived
yesterday. It gave no intimation oi
the nature or extent of the damage.
Officials here said the case was the

first of its kind during the present
war, and that ro far as they could
recollect there was no precedent in
other wars.

Although there are no international
conventions specifically covering the
incident, it was generally believed to¬

day that representations would be
made to Germany, with request for
payment of damages, on the ground!
that a neutral vessel, which under the
ordinary rules of international law
should be free from molestation, had}
been attacked. It was not thought in,
official quarters that any serious issue!
would be raised, because it is accepted]
that the bombs were not dropped delib¬
erately, but under the impression that
a hostile vessel was being attacked.

GERMANS PRESS
THRUST AT SLAVS

Claim to Have Penetrated 100;
Miles From Prussian

Border.

PETROGRAD IN DOUBT
AS TO FOE'S OBJECTIVE

Bfrlin Reports Defeat of Russians
Near Szawle and Firing of

City by Enemy.

LONDON, May 1..Fighting continues
all along: the extended Russian front,
German forces continue their thrust at
the extreme right wing of the czar's
armies, and declare they have pene¬
trated more than 100 miles from the
Prussian frontier.

it Is generally accredited that this
latest offensive movement of the kai-
ser's troops is aimed at the Baltic
provinces, although special dispatches
from Petroerrad disagree as to the pur-»
pose of the Germans. One theory con¬

nects it* with probable movements of
the German fleet in the Baltic, looking
to the invasion of the Baltic provinces.
Another idea is that this advance may
he aimed at Libau and Riera. the for¬
mer a strong Russian naval ba?e and
the latter one of the most important
ports on the Baltic Or the Germans
may intend to strike at the railroad
running from Petrotrrad to Warsaw by
way of uDuenaburg and Vilna. Farther
south 'Che Germans have fniled in their
repeated attempts to get this line.

Szawle Is Fired.
Russians are fieeine: after an engege-

ment near Szawle in Russian Poland,
according to the official German state¬
ment issued today in Berlin. One thou¬
sand Russian prisoners were taken
after the czar's forces had flred the
town of Szawle. and much army equip¬
ment was seized. Russian attacks east of
Plock and at Kalwarya have failed.
While reporting many engagements

from all points of the eastern battle
line, the Petrograd official statement
outlining the war's progress declares
that Russian arms have been entirely
successful, that much ground has been
gained and that several hundred pris-
oners have been t.iken.

Carpathian Situation.
On the Carpathian front nothing has

happened in the last two days to alter
the curiously balanced situation,
namely, the Russians directing an of¬
fensive against Uzsok and the Aus-
trians attempting a movement in the
direction of Stry. The Austrian forces
temporarily are abandoning their at¬
tacks at other points and are being
concentrated in an effort to bend back
the Russian left wing with Lwow
(Lemberg) as the ultimate Austrian
objective.
The increasing Russian menace on

T'zzok pass, however, Russian military
observers say, has broueht this move¬
ment to a standstill, since with Uzsok
in Russian hands the operations of the
Austrian right wing, deprived of most
important support, would automatical¬
ly collapse.

Advance Gratifies Berlin.
BERLIN, May 1, by wireless to Say-

ville, N. Y..The German advance in
the northeast is being hailed generally
with expressions of satisfaction and
surprise. Nothing was known of su<'h
a movement, although judging by the
fact that the troops already are over
fifty miles from* Meinel the march
must have begun some days ago.
Local military experts point out that

Szawle. where the fijrhtinjr is proceed¬
ing, is to the east of the line of Kovno
:md Yilna, two points which are indis¬
pensable to the protection of the Vis¬
tula and Warsaw.

Russians in Danger.
The fact that the troops had ad¬

vanced so far without being discovered
is commented upon as an indication
that the scouting service of the Rus-
sians is no better today than it was

during the Russo-Japanese war. It is
declared here that the Russian com-
mander fares the possibility of the
cutting of his line of communications
unless he abandons his forces and the
line of the river or throws the in-
vaders back.

There is a town called Shavli in the'
center of the Russian province of Kovno.
It is on the railroad between Libau and!
Duenaburg, which the German report yes¬
terday said had been reached by the in¬
vading forces. Shavli is about sixty miles
from the frontier of East Prussia, and
al>out eighty miles from Memel. The
spelling Szawle probably is the German
rendering of Shavli.

ON ENGLISH COAST

British Flier Pursues German
Airships.Taube Visits

Suffolk County.
LONDON, May 1..Various rumors

were current in London last night of
raids on the east coast of England. At
an early hour this morning the only
confirmation of a visitation by an air¬
ship had come from Lowestoft, where
it was stated that four Zeppelins had
been sighted. It was said that a Brit¬
ish aircraft went in pursuit of the
invaders and the Zeppelins were soon
lost in the haze going seaward. The
pursuer returned to its station.
A dispatch to the Mail from Wells,

on the coast of Norfolk, says that four
Zeppelins were seen at 6:30 o'clock last
night eight miles off the coast by the
observer at the life-saving station.
They were moving southward. Warn¬
ings were sent to all towns within a
considerable radius.
The Exchange Telegraph Company

says a German taube aeroplane visit¬
ed* Suffolk county yesterday afternoon,
but dropped no bombs. Two British
airmen are said to have gone up in
pursuit of the hostile aircraft.

GALIMI INVASION
CUTS OF PENINSULA
ASALLJESADVANCE,

Turks Unable to Pass From
European and Asiatic

Sides, Is Claim.

FRENCH SENEGALESE
OCCUPY YENI SHEHR

Nechori and Hagum Violently Bom¬
barded.Ottomans Place Every

Obstacle in Front of Foes.

MOSLEMS CLAIM HEADWAY

All Available Men in European
Turkey Summoned to Color*.

King George Congratulates
Land and Naval Forces.

LONDON. May i .The GaHi-
poli peninsula, which forms the
European side of the Dardanelles,
is described as being gradually
cut off from the mainland by the
British and French forces. It is
said to be no longer possible
for the Turks to pass back
and forth between the European
and Asiatic skies of the strait.
Their main forces are reported to
be between the town of GaMipoli,
at the farther end of the strait*,
and Maidos, which lies on the
straits about two-thirds of the
way down the peninsula.

French Senegalese troops are

reported to be conducting them¬
selves with the utmost valor on

the \siatic coast. They have oc¬

cupied Yeni Shehr, while Nechori
and Nagara are being violently
bombarded.
The Constantinople official re¬

ports state that the Turks are

making consistent headway in
their attacks against the land and
sea forces of the allies.

Extensive Mobilization.
"Extensive mobilization arrange¬

ments have been put in force through¬
out European Turkey, owing undoubt¬
edly to the operations of the allies In
the Gulf of Sams." says the Times Sofia
correspondent.

-All >!ie remaining available men,"
the correspondent adds, "including the
newly arrived refugees, have been
summoned to the colors. A great con-

centration of troops is taking place at
Keshan (twenty-six miles north of
Gallipoli). and heavy guns also have
been sent southward, if seems douht-
ful. however, whether arms and am-
munition can be. provided for the new
levies."
The French have cleared «*ape Kum

Kaleh. on tAsiatic .side of the
j sira.its. of Turks. I'lius it may be said
that the seeond and most .serious attempt
to force the Dardanelles has been fairly
launched.

Forced to Fall Back.
The Turks, under the guidance of

their German officers, placed every ob-
stacle in the way of the invaders, but
against the Are of the allied fleet and
the gallantry of the army they were
forced to fall back. The British forces
lost heavily in the operation.
King George has sent to Acting Vice

Admiral John Michael I»e Robeck,
commander of the allied fleet at the
Dardanelles, and to Gen. Sir Ian Ham¬
ilton. commander in chief of rhe Dar¬
danelles land forces, a dispatch con¬
veying to all ranks "hearty congratu¬
lations on this splendid achievement.**

Four Allied Warships
Set on Fire by Turks,

Constantinople Claims
BERLJN, May 1, by wireless to Say-

ville, X. Y..Included in the news Items
given out today by the Overseas news

agency is the following dispatch, dated
Constantinople:
"The French soldiers who landed on

the Asiatic side of the Dardanelles all
have been expelled. The Galllpoli
peninsula also has been cleared of the
invaders, except at Gaba Tepeh point,
where the landing detachment, under
cover of the guns of the warships, is
tenaciously maintaining its position on

the coast.
"A terrific bombardment by the allied

fleet April 27-28 killed or wounded a

few Turkish officers and soldiers, while
the allies lost several thousand In dead
and wounded.
"In addition to the French armored

cruiser Jeanne d*Arc. the British bat¬
tleships Majestic. Triumph and Ven¬
geance were partly set on fire. Aided
by tenders, they slowly returned to the
Island of Tenados. They were severely
damaged. Several transports and de¬
stroyers also were sunk."

Allies Have Suffered
Heavy Losses, British

War Office Declares
LONDON, May 1..That the allied

land forces have suffered heavy cas¬

ualties along the Gallipoli peninsula,
but are making progress, is the claim
advanced by the British war office In
an official communication describing
the fighting against the Turks. It fol¬
lows:
"The disembarkation of the army in

the Dardanelles began before sunrise
April 25. Six different beaches were

used, and the operation was covered
by the whole fleet.
"The landing was Immediately suc¬

cessful on five beaches, although It was
opposed with vigor by a strongly in¬
trenched enemy in successive lines,
which wers protected by baf^%d wire
